taok opens with n preliminary statement of
forty pnies, deallng with the history of the ter-
ritories from 1520 until the Issuance of her

Alajesty's memorandum to Veneznela in March,

180y The book s dlvided according to histor-

feal periods, from the earllest tima to 1048,

frion 1048 to 1700, and from 1700 to 1940,

Alter that peelod references are nindas to vari-

one oontentlons nnd despatchen.  The report

conclndes with a brief summary. The prelim«
tnnry mntter is anmmarized thus:

“The pirpose of the present statement ia to
exninin a general outline of the position of Great
1iritalp in the long-pending dispute with Ven-
czutia ns regards Lthe boundary between Hritish
tiuiana and that eonntry., The territoriea now
known as Beitlah Gulana and Veneruela had
been dlscoversid bofore 1620, Hetweon the date
of theirdistovery and 1048 the Spaniards and
the Duteh occupled portions of this territory,
the extent of sueli occupation by each country
to e n motter of consideration,

“In 1580 the unlted provioees of the Nether-
lands threw off thelr alleginnee to the Epanish
crwn, and & war ensued which Iasted almont
uniuterrnptedly for savonty years. dn Janu.
ary, 1048, peacs was concluded by the treaty of
Minster, by which Spain acknowledged the
{ndependence of the Netherlands, and the two
countries respectively confirmed thelr then
poesessions on the South Amerlean continent.
From 1048 to 1700, with the exception of the
futerval between 1781 and 1783, the Duteh ro-
mnined in poesession of the territory they
Yad ecratled prior to the treaty of Mitns-
ter and extended  thelr settloments with-
fn I, In 17wk the terrltory now known
as Niritlsli tiulana wan acquired by Gireat
Britaln.  That acqulsition was recognized
and ebnfiemed by o troaty concluded In 1814,
In 1810 Venczueln revolted, but her Indepen-
aent exlstence, npart from the United States of
Calombin, by which she was for s thme merged,
did not commence until 1K, anid was not
formally recognized by Spaln antil 1645, Jtis
therefors helil that the [ollowing conclusiuns
linve been clearlyv established:

“Flrst, that prior to 1500 the Dnteh had
estnblished themssives on the enast of Gulana,

“Second, that prlor to 15308 the Spuniards
hinil established no settlements In Galana,

*Third, that by 1045 the Dutch settirments
i Gininnn extended along the coast the whole
way from the river Maronl te the Barlma, and
iniand tn various polnts In the interior upon
the rivers Essequibe, Luyunl, Pomeroon, Walnol,
and Harima nnd thelr tributaries,

“Fourth, tiat up to 1724 the only settlement
of Spaniards In Gulana was 2an Thome de
Guayana on the south bank of the Orlnoco, orig-
Inally founded In 15iM3 at & site shown on the
sketch map,

* Fifth, that between 1723 and 1700 the only
additional settlements founded by Bpaniards in
tiniana were those established by the Capuchin
misslons south of the Orinoco in the direction of
the River Yurnarkand two villages on the upper
GOrinoco, severnl hundred miles above Snn
Thiome de Guayana.

*Sixih, that Duteh oecupation to the extent
above Indicated was perfectly well known in
Soain, and that the attempts of the Spanish to
daposeess the Dutch had wholly fatled.

“Reventh, that subsequently to 1700 Great
Britain has continuonsly nmlﬁ'll!d in porsession
and her subjects have nooopled forther portions
f;l:il;olmrriwry to which the Dutch establislied

“ From the first settlemants to 1048 the Dutch
appear to have been the first.  Early in the six-
teenth century they turned thelr attention to
tiuiann, and there Is abundant evidence from
Spanish sources that during the Iatter half of
thy ventury, prior to 1avo0, the lutch estab-
lishied themselves on the coast of Guisns. In
1505 the English explorer, Capt. Charles Lelgh,
found the Dutch esimblished near the mouth
of the Orinoco, & fact which 18 confirmed
from  Spanish  sources. The first settles
ment by BI"“A in Gulana was [n 1308
when Antonlo de I Moz Herrio founded
Sat Thome de Guayaos on the south bank of
the Orinoco. A despatch from Hogue de Montes,
Treasurer of Cumana, to the King of Spain
dated April, 1500, shows that the Spaniards did
not then hold any part of Gulans. In the early
part of the seven'venth century the warious
companies which were afterward moerged In the
great West Indin Company were employed in
colunizing Giuidne, And lma. establinlied poveral

seftlements thore before 1014, and Lo existence
of thesp settlemoents was ofMelally reported to

spain. The following extracts from inemorandas

on Guayana, which were dellberated upon by
the tipanish Privy Council, aro dated 1614,
They say In regard to the Duteh settlemuents
then ex|sting:

" It s well clear that those consts b!lunr to
them, far from the river Maranon to the rive
Oringeu, mnd there ars three or four more settle-
ments which are very flourishing and from
which ',Iu? derive much utllity and very good
profit, with the mouths of those 1wo rivers
mnking themsalves masters of the possesslous
&nil frults of the natives."

" These records show thnt the Dutch had at
this time firmly settled themselves along tho
const un far e the Urinoco. In 1021 A churter
of the Duteli West Indin Comuyany, granted b
the States ficneral of Hollnml nnd reatfirme
in 16847, gave Urinoen as the limit of the com-
rany’s territorinl jurisdiction. From sceret re-
varts on the dominions of Spain in Americs,
widiessed to Lhe h‘rmnl!ll tiovernment under o
dute of a few years hefore the conclusion of the
treaty of Munster, it appoars thal tho Duteh
rettlements extonded from close to the Amp-
ranes Ao the Orinovo, The whole of this ia
therefore clear: That prior to the date of
the treaty of Minster the Duteh settle-
ments, to the knowledge of the Spanieh
Guvernment, extended on the coast as farns
the Hnrima nnd the river Amacura. ‘['lie treaty
conciuded  betwernn Spain sl the Nether-
Innds fu Janunry, 1648, confirmed the Duteh in
ull the possesslons (hey hivl wequired In South
Atnerica and gave them tiberty to make fresh
nequisitlons wherever the Spaninrds were not
Alrendy entablished. At the date of that treaty
spaln had only one settlement in Gulapa
san Thome de Guayanin. After the trenty o
Munster fresh nesntintions wers ngain issuesd by
the Stwtes Genernl 1o the Duteh West India
Company, In which the Orinoco wns ugain
trented ns the it of Duteh jurimlietion. From
104K o 1708 the Dutel eolunles on the Fene-

ulho, Pomeroon, aral Moroeo were reported os
Hourlshing greatly and ittrncting free iImmilgra-
tion, bidding fulr to become the moast Hourlsli-
ing of the truplenl plantatiots In Amerlen,
About 1014 Fothers Linurl and Vergara woers
sent to explore Gulans with s view to secin
whether a Jesuit mission should be founded,
They reported that the provinee had Leon aban-
doned by the Spanlards,

“In 1084 the Duteh commander of Essequibo
recominended thut nstrang post be establishel
At Harlma (n pluce of o small wotehhouse, By
100 poits wero establishiedd by the Dutch at
plices along the coast and lu the luterlor, Threo
Of Lhe Iatter pusts are named 1o the records, one
being beyond the Cuyunl, In 1714 thn pro-
vislons of the treaty of Munster exprossly cou-
firmed thio tremty of Utrecht. At that date
Bpaln had no nossssslon of any territory in
Gulana beyond part of the right bank of the
Oringeo, o Spanish settlements or misslons
exisnted In any other part of Gulons, a
Liuteh upon the const extendwd along the Orl.
;yn.ulnlu the interlor to Lhie watershieds of the

mseqilbo, Cuyunl, Pomoervon, anid Amuscura. In
1740 the Duteh West Indin t:umunnr. hy pulis
lle nutice, pronibited teade on bhe rivers
Mnsanguni and Cuyunl, except to ltsown ngents,
Hetween 1730 and 1700 @ number of Captichin
misslonn establislhied by the Spaniards were en-
tirely confluml to the distriot between the ri-

voco and Yurnarl,  From reports made from
tmn to thme by the Director-tGeperal of tho
Duteh colony it appears thnt nix 1748 tho

Spaniards wore attempting 1o encroach on the
Duteh territory in the neighborliond of the af-
Nuents of the Cuyunl. Thervupon the Director.
tieneral despatohed pn smissary to remonstrate
with the Spuiniards. who were reported to have
replied 'ilf'“ Lo whole of ANmerica belonged 1o
Spaln, Thess sttempts of the =paniards Lo ex-
wnd thelr territory were entirely conllned to
the Coynnl, adjolning the district nlready veeu-
giﬂi by the Capuchin minsions. A regwrt of the

wnlsh commanlant of Gulane stites that In
1700 the Duteli wers n the interior on the
Cuyunl and st the month of thu elver Curumo,
which flows into sald rlver.

“Hetween L7050 amd 17562 the Capuchin
Fathiers from thoe mlssions applied to the Dhateh
Governmment for permission to teade In 1utel
Cuyunl. They were refused, In 17558 the Duteh,
In order to prevent encrone hments by the Spine-
lards on the territory of Yurung, whivh they
conaldered Indisputably Dutch territory, extab-
lished a post 150 miles bigher up the Cuyuni.
The ponitton of this post s shiown on nskeich
miugn The same yoar the Spanish commnndant
on the Orinoeo complslped to the Duteh of dis.
orders at Hurima, r-l'nn\'lnc that the [huteh then
lLimd Jurisdiction there,  In 1758, a8 nppenrs
from w Spai - oMelal report, 8 question havs
fng  wrisen regarding Che rights of lish-
ing, the Duteli cinimed that their domin-
lon extended from the ship's mouth or grand
mouth of the Orinoco, and thut they were on-
tiled 1o fish in that part of the river. From i
toport of Gov. Cumane (s 1701 to the Kiug of

Epain (bt _clearly ) that, with the exce
tlon of thn?nr‘ l&’lf"ﬁ:me de g‘mnn wnd
the misslons, the Spaniards _had not cocuph
tereitory on the right bank of the Orinoco and
Lhiat the loenl Spanish authoritios b n en-
nged In Ineflectunl nltamstu to Indiee the
tinvernment to fortify the Inoeo Kt Angos
furn, g0 ma to prevent Lhe Duteh and Cariba
from ascending the river.

“Coming o 1572, Spaninh clnima to the greater
part of tiolana are ralsed Inn report from the
commandant of the provines,  An exiract
taken from the archives of the Indins procecds
1o state tint the boundaries of this provinee and
the Ginynna boundaries are one, [t is honnded
on the north by the lower Orinoen, on the east
by the Atlantic Ocean, on the south by the
Amazons, aid on the west by the o Negro,
Lo, It Imwenreely necepanty to observe that this
elaim Included flu- whole Duteh settlementa
and French tiulana right down to the Amnzon
River, nn extent of territory that Spain never
nttempted 1o gecnpy, orsvon clalim, unless the
pretonsion that the wnole of Amarica helonged
1o the Sparlsh King by virttie of the Papal bull
of 140 can Lo e nrﬂn'l Asnoelaim,

“In 15741 the Heitlsh captored Dateh Golans
and marked the Bodndney dpon the const to e
westward of Polnt Bavima. A moap of the nowly
nenulred colony, drnnghited onthe spot and ol
liahed in Lonaon in 1580, glves the name Darlma
1o the river Amncurs and makes [t the wesiern
Loundary of the colony, The colony was re-
stored to the Duteh in 17008 wed ugln eaptured
by the English In 1700, The English then
marked the bonndarles neain. This summary
of eventa conclusivoly establishes that durin
thio whole perfod of 1048 to 1700 the Dutel find
utinterripted posscssion of the entire const line
from the river Corentin to Barlma.  During thie
eame period they explored the upper portions of
nearly nll the vivers to A consldérable extent
nnid mads settlemeonts in tho ad jacent districta,
I'rior to 1720 there was no seitlement 'hr the
Bpanlards in the territory except at San ‘Thome
div Giungana, which wos orivinally sitaonted al
abont the avot Indieated on tho sketel map and
twlee submequently removed further upthe tiver,
Hetween 1524 and 1714 the Capuchin missions
ostabllshed sonth of the Orinoeo gradunliy ex.-
tended southiward and castwnrd towacd the
Diiteh territory, the furthest palnt oceupled by
the Spaninrds being the village of Tameremo,
founded abont 1785, Hefore 1700 Duteh settlo-
nients existed far nr the Cnyund, whille a Dutoh
fort was estalillshed near Yuruarl atabout the
spot marked npon the sketch map. The Dutch
lind full control of the whole basin of the
Cuyuni, and, with the exoeption of thelr settie-
ment at San Thome de tinayann and tha mis-
#long, the Bpaniarids exeorcleed no authority nor
dominion whatever over the territory now in
dispute,”

Tha third perind, 1700 to 1840, opena with A
quotation from the report of the Bpoanlsh Cnm-
missloner, Requenn, in 'Iulf. 1802, After point-
T out that the tercitory between thie Orinoco
and Amazon rivers belonged to Spain by right
of dlscovery, ho procecids to state that the
conntr hail been abundoned by the Spaninrds fur
more than a centary, and that the Duteh and
Frenel had founded colonles on them unop-
posed by Spain, He warned the Government
thint the Duteh were advanclng up the Es-
soquiho nud might advance from the Cuyunl
and Caronl to the Orlnoeo and take possesaion
of the lower part of that river., This reforence
to Lhie position of the liateh on the Cuyuni is
stated 1o b mnother of many instances showing
coneclusively that thelr establislimeut on the

uyuni was parfectly well known to the Span-
infds for many years prior to 1802,

* A report to the commander of {he Hritish
forces in the West Indles In 1802 shows that
the Bpanlsh oconpation was eonfined almost cn-
trely to thie porthern banks of the Orinoco, For
abiout 130 miles from Jinrima on,the right bank
thers was no existing Spanish settlement ar oc-
cupation of old Gulana, The original site of the
Fort of San Thome de Guaysna still remained
unoccupled, In 1810 a careful report of the
condition of Bpanlsh tGniana sent by the Junta
Suparior to the King fully confirms the previous
stntements of the condition of Spunish enter-
vrisn In the distriet. The report sintes that the
Hovernor never tonk A single steptownard carry-
ing out thedesign to settie the lower part of the
Urinoco or to establish o Spanish villugo with a
fort on the right bank.

“In 1810 Venezueln decinred her lodepend-
ence of the Crown of Spain. In 1814 treatios
wers minle between Great Heitain and the Neth-
erinnds, aml the colonles of Essequibo, Dem-
eraria, nnd Herblee were retulned by Great Biri-
taln, Negotintions at the same timoe between
tireat Dritnin and Spain resulted in s trenty by
which the Spanish Government engaged that In
the event of the commerco of the Spanis=h-
American possessions being opened to forelgn
natlons, Britlsh commeres should be ndmitted
to tride with thoae possessions as o most fatored
natlon,

" Haa any question existed of the right of
Spaln to any vortion of the territory long
known as n Dutch colony It wonld have been
ralsed then,

*In 1817 Gen, Bolivar, President of Colombin,
with which Venezunela was then Incorporsted,
lewued an order from his headguarters at Ap-
gosturs saving that the Governor of Guayansa
must be consicersd not only the Governor of
the fort at (ld Goayana, but alsn as military
Giovernor of the Orinoco to its mouth, In 1827
an official report upon the extent and =ituation
of the erawn jands of the colony gave the boun-
dary of the colony recognized at thiat date as
follows: On the north the seaconst from the
mauth af the river Abarl to Cape Harima, neag
the mouth of the Orinoen, and on the west &
line running north aml south from Uape Harima
into the interior.

“1In1861,1n the conrse of an [nvestigation
connected with certaln trinla for murder, the
Jurisdiction of tireat Hritain hnd to be Invest|-
gated, Theevidonee given clearly established
that grants nf land tnd been tonde for copsid-
eruble distances up the FEasequibo, Massaruni,
and Cuyona rivers, and that the luteh settle.
menta and forts extended still further along
these rlvers, |t was nlso shown that in the dis-
trictsin question the (‘rown of Grent Britain
exercised all the rights hy which natlons usi-
ally indleate elaiims over territorinl posses-
slons, and further that there had been contiu-
uons control over the ludinns by the Hritish.
About 1631 & report was mmle by the Secund
Flscal of the colouy tothe Lieutenant-Giovernor
deseribing the effective control whick hiad been
exerolsed over the Indinns by their protectors
wnd the post holders, Theso reports established
clearly that the [mdian tribes inhabiting the
country in sulimission owed alleginnee to tireat
liritein. During thls period British misslonn-
rles from tie Lo time visited the varions parts
of the culonles, and their reparis show that the
Spanieh frontler wis ot the head of the Cayunl
aod Massaruni rivers."”

From the facts detalled In this cln\lﬂvr. It Is
held, the fact s estabiishod that ireat Britainon
beeoming possessor of the colony suceceided to
all the rights of the Duteh.  After 1710, It is
pudrl, Girent Mritnin extended her seltiements
aud continuonusiy exerclaed over the territory
originsily clalmed by the Doten all thoss rights
by whilch nations usunlly indieate n clalm  of
territurial possession.  Nelther Spain nor Ven-
eoueln, after Veoezneln's indopendence, says
tiie report, hind elther possession of or dominion
wver the tereitary nunestion,

A part of the fourcth perviod, after 1840, opens
witn nn explanation that the first Schomburgk
map in 1840 was not official, but an actunl lina
prepared on the Comwmission's survey, The re-
port proceeds sy tistantinlly ns follows:

I L840 Al 1842 It eame to tne know ledgo of
the Goverument that six years befors oor-
respondence il passed betweenthe Venesuoinn
nuthorities and the Hreitish Consul at Carsoss,
In which thy latter, nt the request of the Brit-
Ish Vice-Consul st Angosturs, proposed to Ven-
eziiela thut they erect & heacon on Capo Harlma
inwrder to guide ships (n the neichborhood of
the Orinoco,  This  correspondence wan n
noowny nuthorized,  The British Government
hnd no knowledge of it untdl 10 was eonaaini-
entod to them., Venciuels never roturogl o ro-
wiv to the proposal, <

“The first overture was made by Venezuela
In January, 1841, when in reply the annouice-
ment wis mude of Sohomburgh's oficial ap-
polntment to survey the houndary, and s propo-
rition was mnde to negotinto n treaty o define
the torritorisl lhinits. A desirs wous exprossed
by Venezoeln that the treaty negotintions shionld
wecedo tho survey for the demdreation of the

rontier,  Later Venezaela  remonstretsd  at
Sehiomburgh's placing boundary posts at certaln
poines"

I'hw statoment bhere refers to Minister For-
tigue's remonstranes nml Lord Aberdeen’s ro-
Py, resulting in the removel of Schiomburgk’s
pusts, It guotes Lord Aberdeen’s doecineation
of danuary, 189%, thalthe removal of the posts
must pot b understood st meaning that Grent
Hritalu  abundoned  any rtlon  of  her
rights In the territory  formerly held by
the Initeh, in 1814 Venezuels renowed
lee appliention  for & speedy  conclusion
af n treaty Mimisier Fortlque's note of
January, Ikid, presonted the first formal
stotemont, clalming that the territory of Venes-
ueln extended to Lho Fssoguibo,  The main
grounds of the clalm wore 'I*hnl Spain wan the
frst discoverernnd nooupant of the New World
that tho Spatlanls st an estly date oceup
anil explored the Orinceo nnd all thocontigions
eountry of the Barmin, Maroco, ntel Pomaroon,
thimt ot the time of the Trenty of Munster the
Diuteh bimal o possessions in Giulana, st least on
the  norchiery aml wesiorn side  of  tho
Fespauibo, that tue Spanish  dominlon ex-
tendod ns fur as the T-:un" nibo, and that
nuy  possession of  the westward of
the river wis  wn usurpation unspprovoed
Ly Spwin, After glving s summary. of Lord
Aberdecn’s reply to the precediow, n historioul
statemnent of the [mteh elaims 18 guoted as
pronl that Venezneln based preteusions ypon
wllegntions, relative 1o U Spanish wnd Dutely
oeeypitions. whicl have been proved erroneaus,
In AR sefior Caleano rendyvanced the elnbins
un Lhe sneme grounds us Livse of Sefior Fortique,
with the sedilitton thnt Caloano peiled upon the
bull of Pope  Alexander VI, ss lmparting
tresh el most valupble recognition, which,
abt the  the Gt was  issued, Lo Enid,
was of dectstve signiticance, Caleann further
lletged thnt Lhie Capuehins oreypied Lthe space
Letween thie Opinnce, Capo S eesau, the sen, nind
the elver Carond, 2 There is no teaee of such
vreypntlon,”  says  the report,  “The royal
warrant of 1500, defining the spliere of nis-
sionary enderprise ln Gulaoe, hns heen ouoted
W wtithority for tos sintement,  Referonee to
the orlginnl doenment shows that 1t contalos no
worda to Justity the pssertfon.  The passagn
wileh han been clted insupport of the content lon
of  Venesueln s an interpolation.  Sefior
Culeano further guoted an ar.icle from the Con-
sinition of Arnnluez, making the surrender of
fugitive slpves effective belween the .‘-’puu‘;:l
eitablishments on the Urinoco and Essequlbo,
Demerara, Herbiee, and Surinem, suggesting
thnt Essequibo referred to the river, 1 Bug.
gedtlon fn unfounded, A perusal of the Conge
Youtlon shows cleurly that the words used lsa
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n‘ll-lgewn general deacription of the Duwch
colony."

From this point the statement follows the
better known history of the diplomatlo negotin.
tlone Hetween Veneruela's Government and
Liorl Balisbury, Lord tGiranville, and Lord Roso-
bery um.]ll the rupture of diplomatic relations in
1HNT, luding to the statement of the Venog-
uelan elaim In the note of Sefior Urbahejn in
January. 1887, tho statement prooeeds:

*“The maln adaltional groundas then put for-
warl In support of the clalm were a decreg
alleged ta have been (saned by the King of
Kpnin (n 1768, whereby Guiana was deciared to
be bordered on the wouth by the Amagon sl on
the east by the Atlantic. Heference to tho de-
vrenshiows that L has no bearing whatever upon
the Tu-!lllnll of the boundnry of the Dutch
colonles,

“The next qtut-mem. thiat nn regnrds the tee-
ritory nf the Nethierlands, to whoss righits
tireat Hritain succeeded, has never been denied
by Gireat Beitadn, snd In o wisy meots thes con-
tention, supported by the evidence nlrendy elted,
that {Ilh fiteh eolony of E«sequibo wns In-
cluiisd in the whole watoer slied of that river
and Itn tributaries, and extonded along the
const to the mouth of the Orinoco, A furthe
siatoment s that Spaln, g0 far Teom cotisenting
to usurpationn, expelled them by force; it will bm
ween that A o accurate statement of ovonts
fa that the nttacks and encronchments of Spain
on the Duteh possessions were repeiled by tho
Duteh ana British. :

“As regnrds thie negotintions Instituted hy
Yenezoela in 1800 and 1800 for s renewnl of
diplomnatio relations anid a eettlement of the
bonndnry dispute, it Is only necessary hero to
say that they fallea of snccessful results in con-
requence of the peralstonce of the Venezinelan
negotintors in asserting clnims to all the terri-
tory aa far Aw the Essoquibo or Ita immeidlate
nelghborhoml.

*Tho above examination shows that the main
grounds upon which the alabin of Venesueln is
supposed to be based, =0 far as it has heen pra-
sented 1o tGreat Beltain at diMerant thines dur-
fng the last 1ty years, have bedn as follows:

“First -The origioal discovery and thio Arst
exploration of the South American continent
by spaln, which are cleatly Irrslevant, .

“Secontd—-The bull of Pove Alexander VI,
which cannot bo considered ny haviog any real
bearing tipon the questdon,

“Third—I lie allégativn that theoecupation of
Sulana by the Dutch was a violation of the
treaty of Munster. Thls allegation Las been
shown to ba unfoun A

“ Fourth- Posaession and oecupntion tho
Spaniards of the territory southof thie Orinoco,
Ineluding the rivers Iiarimna, Moroce, and
Pomeroon. It has been shown that the only
Hpnnish settlements there at any time wers 5an

omo e Gtuyamna, which was situated atthe
