The Fiate They Used Was an 0O)d One

Whieh Thoy Retouched nnd Perfectod.

The four counterfeitors whoso base of opors-
tions was at 26 Clinton place, who wero nrreated
on Thursday and Friday, all red-handed, aa the
eaying goes, were yesterday held by United
Sintes Commisaloner Bhields In $16,000 ball
each for examination on Saturday morning at
11 o'clook. The prinoners are (Charles Pachin,
Chnarles Murray, Morris Goldstein, and Joseph
Weeln, whose nnme was varlously apelt Gaeller
and Jeller, With them was arrolgned Lizzie
Monroe, who was held In $1,000 ball asa wit-
ness agninst them. Mre, Henrlotta Boldtmann,
another of the band, will not ba broaght to this
clty, but will be tried in New Jersey on a charge
of presing counterfeit money In Hoboken,
whera ahe wan arrested.

Mrs. Boldtman and I'achin wera arreated to-
gothor in Hoboken, where they had swindied a
small storekeoper by passing upon him one of
the spurious $2 bills of the issue of 1801, with
ithe Windom head, which the gang have been
mnking at their Clinton place shop.  Murray
and tioldsteln wers caught at work in the shop,
whers all the necessarles of thale nefarious pur-
sult wers found by tho oflcers. The secrot
eervice agonts were particnlarly fortauate In
Lhsls rald In securing the origionl plate from
which the counterfeiters workoed, Veuln was
arreated at his home, 54 Avenile A,

'The Monroe womun wne not formally placed
under arcest, but was Lrought along ns nn asso-
cinte of the criminals and one privy 1o thelr
affalrs, 1t seeins probable that shie has told the
officors since the arrests something of the
dulogs of the gang, but they say that she was
nol placed by them nmong the counterfeiters,
The only prisoner represented by counnel waa
Weela, whune Inwyer valnly ondeavore
ball placed at u lower Ngure.
