“Mhe Yuean in * Hamlet,'" too, Is another in-
stance of Mr. Abbey's unequalled skill In com-
biing In Huagioation the ntieibites of mnjesty
with the reallsm of human emotlons, Queen Gor-
trude sits in n chalr of stats, In A gown of dell-
onte pen green and white, with searlet hanglogs
ahiout lier, and, with her chin burled in her
hand, thinks on thy stireing Incldents of her
life, There s n womlerful expression of the
womanly quuntities, s humen realization of the
purploxitios of ber sltantion, without any sur-
eender of the quesnly digulty In the pose and
form of thls woman who, romoved for o
time i theory from  the public  gnee,
yields hieraclf 1o thought, * The Gold Necklnea™
is more brillinot o eolor, but oot more telling,
teantifinl as It 18, and there aro shieplivndesses
and Indies in red and white and Llue and yol-
low, and avariety of other figuron In varlous
scliemes of colory but of all it may be sald that
to bils well-known grave of line and composl-
tion Mr. Albey has added those other chiarma
of color and of ekaracter, and all done so
stghtly but so unerringly that eviticlsm e
silenced In the contem plation of his work.

hindlseination, ot all defily contrived to be
poetic and withal bl.-n.utiful.
