FILIBRUATERS MENTENCED,

Imprisonment and Flnes for the OMeers of
the Moran,

Puraperrmnia, March 17.—Judgs Hutler, in
the United Suates Clroult Court this morniog,
overriuled the motion for a new trial in the case
of the officers of the stenmer Horss, who wore
convicted of begluniog s millincy expedition
for the carrying of men and arms to Cuba to as-
sint in the war agaipst Spaln, and passed sen-
tenco upon the prisoners, The Captain, J, I, 8.
Wiborg, was sentenced to pay a fine of $300 and
conta and to undergo an imprisonment of one
year and four months in the Eastorn Peniten-
tiary. Thoe mates, Jenn P, P'etersen and Pans
Johausen, wero seatenced (o pay & fine of $100
and costs and to Imprisonment for one year in
the penitentinry.

Before pronouncing the sentence Judge But.
ler mald that he was unable to give the statute
any other interoretation, and that be hul found
nothing of substance to Justify the granting of
ancw trinl, To put any other interpretation on
tho statote wonld mnke It absulutely abortive
or wdelusion, Todo so woula make the sintute
appoar an o false pretence on the part of Con-
gressn and o falso pretence to discharge a na-
tionn! duty 1t wonld make it s dlsgrace Lo the
nation. The evidence, the Judge declared, left
uo reasonnble room for the escape of the do-
fenilanta.

The Judge, contlnulng, sald that no one could
tell what hin feelings were at this time and
where his sympnathies were, ahd that he folt
wlad, if e wurpmt.lug o wrong constroction on
the meaning of the statute, that his error was
:}]mn to correction by appeal to the Supreme

ourt.

In speaking to Capts Wiborg the Judge sald
that he was a foreigner, anid ns le cane to the
United Stntes with the thought of being pro-
tected by lts laws, he shouid haye known that
he must obey them. He lind violated the law
for guin, It was rot proposed to Inflict n severe
sentence, but the ides wis to make it snMelent-
Iy heavy to deter others from committing like
effences,

To the mates the Judge sald that it must be
barne in mind that they were no wenklings, 1f
they had protested ngainst golng on the voynge
no one could huve forced them tn do sn, After
eaying that he had no feelings of animosity
mignlnst the men, furtner than he had against
any one who transgressed tho law, lLe numed
the punishment,
