The most exciting event that has taken place
in local whist olrclea for somme time was the
miuch-talked.of teat mateh between the long
and the short sult systems of play al the Man-
Battan Whist Olub on the 14th. So general was
the interest In this contest that s Philadsiphin
paper made a dlaplay advertinement of the fact
that It would have & full report of the mateh,
written for it by the referes, All the whist
editors In the country wers hedging againet the
renult by saying luck might decide it or the
ahort-aniters might ba the better whist plavers,
aftar all; or the match would be too short for a
teat, or something of that kind. The team that
wore to play the ahort-suit game sdvoested
hy Tnm Suwx did no hedging. They nsald
from the first timt they would make no ex-
ouses, whatever tha resuit. They would apen
long sults when they wars strong enougl, and
short sults when they thought the long sulte
could not be broneht In, They cail this "' eom-
mon-sense whist;'" but short sults is the name
1t goes by,

The challengers wers the famous Continental
Clab team, E, A. Buflinton, A. E. Taylor, Clto
Hatel, and Willlam Donald. They have twice
held the champlonahip, and are old and experi-
enced campaigners, The team thet defended
the abiort-sult game was the Manhattan Whist
Club's Brooklyn four, H, F. Foster, Clarence A,
Heanriquos, W, E. Hawkine, and Andrew Gil-
hoaly. The referee was Milton €, Work, the
famous Philadelphia player, who eame on es
pecially to see the gnme. Flay began at 3 and
Ianted until midnight, the reguinr loagne sched-
ule belng playsd through, twenty-four hands at
sach 1able, changing partners and adversaries
after every four hands,

The termn of the challenge distinctly stated
that the Continentals pledged themselves to
play the long-suit game according to " Caven-
dish,"” ot before play began thers was connlder.
able discuasion na to how mneh of & short-sulter
“Cavendiah "™ was. The Cootinentals wanted
to lend short sults when they hnd four or more
trumps, or as & eall throngl an honor turned,
and they objected to the leader's partner open-
1ng his long sult If hewon the first trick, When
the oaptain of the Manhattans remarked that
thers was no anthority in the latest edition of
*avandlsn** for sueh short-sult methods, it
was stated that ** Cavendish* had Istely been
nlvoeating the short-sult game In the Field, and
that the long-sult game was much shorter
now than It was twn weeks ago. An
another copy of the Pield might arrive at any
moment with an annonncement that the loneg.
sult pame had disappeared altogether, the Man-
hattans thought it best to begln play at once,
The Continentals were avidently determined to
got in an many ahort-anit leads as they could,
and to avold further delay the Manhattana
agreed to allow them to lead short when they
Jind four trumps or wanted to eall through'nn
lonor turned, although they sald they would
prefer to let them tell thelr partners by word of
snouth to lead through the honor, as it was the
short-ault lead that was the real advantage, and
not the call. The leader's nartner was exempted
entlrely from the long-sult systeam. With this
*“mongrel™ gamo the ** test " began.

In the first twelve hands the Manhattans
gnined alx tricks, in the next twelve they galned
two more, and in the third twelve four more,
putting them twelve tricka ahead, with only
twelve more hands to play. BSeeing the fight
wns hopelesa, and that the mongrel gamne could
not bent the tactics of tho Manhsttans, the Con-
tinentals lotoly doned the little of th e
long-sult game they had played, and, utterly ig-
noring the terms of their challenge, they started
inon the lnsttwelve bands with a fusilade of
singletons and wildoat plays. The Manhattans
were good natured and sald nothing. Hufnton
galned four tricks by a “ahot.” Heled the single-
ton eleht of trumpa right up to the ace turned,
and found his partoer with slx trumps to the
K. Q. J. nnd the king and queon of BufMaton's
unestablished long suit. Taylor galned thres
more tricks by leading n singleton kingof &
piain sult. In these Iast twelve hands the Man-
battans represented what was left of the long-
sult gnme, and they lost six tricks on the round-
leaving thiem the winners of the match by six
tricks, whiclh wonld probably have been sixteen
or twenty if the challongers had stuck to the
gamo they agresd to play. Here is the scors in

One day
while | was at work {n & fleld fn my bare feet,
ploughing away. slong came a Northern min
who saw mo aml fmmediately fell 10 love, 1
wanas wild a looking chit of a glt] ae you
eould see, and not particuiarly handsome, 1
guesn.  Hls name was Francls Maryland Plok-
rell, and something of n sport, but of good
tamfily. Well, e talked to me s while, and
wonnd up by saking me to run away with him.
1 was caught with the notlon—lie was a sol-
dler in the war and a fine one—and so we Lit
the plke late fn the afternoan. Before my
folka got after us, we had walked to Little
Rock and got married.

"It wana a good thing for Frauk they didn't
eateh us bofore we saw the preacher. Tt was
the custom In those days to hang a fellnw for
rinning away with s giel, eapecinaliy if ho was
& Northern man, It was all right after the
marelnge usnally, but (f they caught the fel
low befors the ceromony was performed, he
wernt up the nearest teeo without hinving to do
any cllmbing,  Stenllng n girl was looked at
just the same us stenling a horse, and they al
wayd liung horse thieves down in my country
when | was a yuu g one.

“Frank and I were happy In Arkansas for
two yonrs, and then we came to Denver, He
got wiek here, und do you know I had to go
to wurk for a nigger (o a laundry in order to
support him, Tought Well, T guess you
never 1lval down South,

“After that It wus an easy thing for me tu
take & job In Ed Clhase'gold Palace Theatre,
where tliere wns more money and less lird
work sbout it. 1 wns handy with o gun, and
hit u beer hottle ata hnndred paces eovery
time. 1n the theatre | did a clubswinglog sct,
and used to be the hervine in the will West
dramas, 1 used to awing the revolver ar rifle
when the redsking attacked the lone scttler’s
cabin. | ltked the excitement of the stage
for a time, and Frank made good money dur
fng that time, too. Hut I soon langed for fresh
nir mad the green grass and the farm life, so
we retired from the boards and bought n ranch
tn south Denver. Our stock fnereased after o
while and we got another rancl near S8edalin,
in Dovglass county. My hustand died five
yoars sgo, and ever since I have beon running
the two ranches and & boarding house on Ara-
pahoe street. [ had but two children, und they
bath died. I have been s wery busy woman,
but, thank the Lord, I keep my health and
have plenty of strength yet. Down st Sedalis
1 stack all the liay myeelf and run the mowing
machine and hay rake. [ don’tecars to trust
that kind of work to hired men, they are s
shiftless. 1 doa good deal of ploughing also,
and when we were putting up the onthonses |
bought all the lumber and hauled It from De
vor to the ranch. :

“It makes mo laugh sometimes to think how
my theatrical sccomplishments occaslonally
come in handy. You see, I learned to hox
quite skilfully, and that sccomplishment came
in good play one tlme. Soim after my hus-
band died an Englishman living near me in
Donglasa county lost a plough and suspected
that 1 had secreted 1t somewhere about my
premises. 8o he got the Bherllf to search my
place, Never mind who the Sheriff was; he's
dead now, but he should have dled before he
waa elected, for he wis no god, Well, they
hunted high and low on my ranch for that
plough. breaking into closets and everything.
It rande me tired, so 1 sad to that Englishmun:

oot vou don't find that plough here 1'm go-
fng togive you the darndest Hoking you ever
got when you get through hunting for it.'

“‘He looked scarey, nnd stiek to the Sheriff
cloger, Of eourse, they didn't tind the plough,
and then | nsked the Sherifl to off the place
so that [ conld do up that Englishman. Hut
the Sheriff stuck close to his rriun. and they
walked off together, [ followed the English-
man to his howe, nnd sent his litcle girl to onll
him out into the yard. When he came sneak -
Ing out I pitehed into him. Every time [ hit
him he dropoed, and when he could not stana
any more [ let go of him. He ?1 afterwird
that I used & whip handle to him, but that
was a le. I done him with my fsts. o
