A Candidate In the White Honase,

Lat us supposo the ense of n supremely
pelfish and ambitlous politician, holdiug for
s second time the office of President of the
United States, pind greedy for s distinetion
which none of his predecessors had obtained,
Whnt would be the eourse and the eondiet
of such n person, under the political con-
ditions which have existed during the past
eight or ten months *

From time to time he would push forward
some zgealous and subservient friend to test
the strength of the popular sentiment
maaiost o thied term.  Thess agents, each in
hin turn, would disnvow all knowledge of
the President’s own views on the subjeet.
They would attack, in a generil way, the
prejudies against a third term as an antl-
quated and unreasonable teadition.  They
would eontinually dilate upon the posaibil-
ity of a state of affairs imperatively requir-
fng the 'resident to saceifles his personal
eonvenience to the pulille good. Any eom-
alderable issae likely to turn up soon would
be good enonugh for their hypotheses: For-
elgn complications, a sound eurrancy, or
the preservation of what had been gained in
the way of tarlff reform.

The sounders of public opinion would
govern their conduet aceording to cireum-
stances. If they met with encouragement,
real or supposed, they would keep up the
discussion. If they found they ware golng
too fnr, or too fast, or too soon, they wonld
qulietly withdraw, to resume the experiment
later at a more favorable opportunity; and
each suceessive period of quiescence on the
part of the third term agitators would be
attended by more or less definite announce-
ments, benring the marks of nuthority, that
the President was unalterably opposed to a
third term for himself and would soon make
that faot evident.

Bat the conelusive statement from the
White House would never come,

Meanwhlile, from his own position of ad-
vantage, the White House eandidate for
unprecedented honors at the expense of
American institutions, would wateh and
work with hungry eyes and agile digits.  If
his promoters seemed to be antagonizing or
disgusting public opinion, he would call

them in temporarily. If an unusually
- bold or persistent agent of the third
term plot drew too much attention

upon the White Honse, ss the centre
of operations, he would quickly launch
a boom for some Cabinet officer as
the “Administration’s eandidate,” taking
good care, however, that the flctitions boom
did not gain much headway, If a foreign
complication nrose, he would seize upon it
and turn It to hls own benefit, even if the
act involved n moral somersanit; and, if
be disposed of such a question at all, he
would dispose of It In & way to provide
for its recrudescence at or about the
time of the nominating convention. If
the currency question was uppermost, it
wotld be as the champion of sound money
fdens that the Pregident-candidate would be
most extensively advertised and admired
by the apostles and organs of the third
term. If, unexpectedly, the course of poli-
ties in the other party should hring the
tariff agaln to the front, the sacrifice loudly
demanded of the President would be for
tho sake of the great issue which he had
created, and with which his name and fame
were insepnrably connected.

And all this time, throughout the difficult
months preceding the National Convention,
there would never come from the White
House the one honest word that would re-
lieve tho President’'s party of its embnr-
rassment and restors normal conditions
within the organization.

This would be the policy, and these the
tacties of a supremely selflsh individual,
eager to secure for himselfl a third term ns
President; or, at all events, to keep a way
open until the impracticability of the entey-
prise should become mnnifest.

It is n singular coincidence that this is
about what has happened during the past
your, The bistory of human events, how-
ever, records many marvellous coincidences.
‘Whatever may be inferred from bis attitude
and behnvior sinee last summer, the fnets
do not yet demonstrate, absolutely and be-
yond the possibility of deninl, that the Hon.
GROVER CLEVELAND s possessed with the
evil and destructive ambition which would
sacritice both party and country to himself.

To-Day's Convention,

To-ny's itepublican State Convention at
the Grand Centenl Palace, is held to choose
dolegatesat-lurge to the Hepublican Na-
tional Conventlon nt 8t. Louis. State Con-
ventions of e¢ither party are rare in New
York vity. The Republican party hns never
before held one here, The last Democratie
Btate Convention for the choice of dele-
gntes, thist of 1888 at the Academy of
Music, was the euthusiastie prelude to a
disnstrous defent,

Although the duration of the Presidentinl
eamipaign has gradually become shorter of
late years, the date for nominating Presi-
dentinl eandidates does not vary mueh,
The Republicans helid thelr first National
Counvention to nominnte FREMOST on June
17, 18560, andd this year, forty years later,
they will hold thelr Presidentinl Convention
on June 14, in Bt. Louls. In 1880, when
Mi. Laxcors was nominnted for the first
thme, nnil In IRUS, when Gen. GRANT was
the Republiean candidate for the first time,
the party conventions wers held in May,
All the other Republican National Conven-
tions have been held in the month of June;
the carliest of these on June 2, 1880, when
Gen, GARFiELD wias nominated, and the
Intest on June 19, 1888 whien BENJAMIN
Hauitsos swas made the Republican stand-
ard bearer ln o convention resteleted in s
prefirenecs to varlous candidates, all of
them nntives of the State of Ohio

' s been enstomury for the Repuhli-
eans of New York to choose in April their
delegntes to the Natlonal Conventlons held
fn Muy or June. This year the Republi-
cans, who selected delegates to the 1554
Conventlon on April 23, to the I8sK Con-
veution on May 10, and to the 1502 Con
voption on April 80, will copvene in March,
otve mooth or more ahead of schedule time.
This chinnge, whioh some of the Republican
wecdores deprecnre na unwise and precipi
tate, is aotually due to the fect that the He
publican party in the Empire State has bet.

The Mouirox boom will be Inunched under
ciroumatances and conditions very favor.
able to [ta success In St Louis. Not alone
will the Governor have the practioally nnan-
fmoun support of all the delegntes in the
Convention, something which no previous
Republican eandidate fn New York hns been
able to attain, but (hers mny be also ine
voked 1 support of his candidacy the record
of votes cast no later than the election of
two years ago, when he  was ehosen
Governor by a majority exceeding 150,000,
Mr. MarTox, moreover, s a Governor still
in office, ntil there does not attnel to his
candiduey that sinister fatality which las
proved s bacrler to the smbition of other
candidates, in office as United States Senn-
tors, when seeking the nomination for Pres-
Ient. It Is an opportune and aunsplelons
thing, as some of the MoRTox boomers be-
Hove, that the first State Convention to put
him in the field formally is in the shadow of
the Grand Centenl Station, at the very be-
ginning of the rond which leads atraight
without a break or a change of vars to St
Louis, where the nomination of the Repnb-
lican party is to bo made.

“Spanish America™ as a Bugaboo for
Cuha.

We desire that Spain shall be expelled

from Cuba, even though we are aware that
the independent Government afterward set
up there may turn out to be imperfect.
The enemles of free Cuba are constant-
Iy assuring us that a Cuban republic
would certainly be as bad as the other Span-
fsh-American republies, and would be the
seene of elvil wars, race conflicts, and never-
ending turmoil. The San Francisco Argo-
nant expresses this opinion:
*It s diMeult to understand the enthusissm shown
by Cangress and the newapapers for the Independecos
of Cuba when tha history of other Spanish-American
eotonies i considered. Bad as the government of
Hpaln may be, (t could never be 8o bad as would be the
guvernnient of a Cuban Crepublic’ made up of mestd
soed, mulattoes, oegroes, and a minority of whites "

To begin with, it {8 an error of the
Argonant that only a minority of the Cuban
population are of the white race, More than
two-thirds of the people there belong to
the white race, and there is a white ma-
Jority in each one of the six provinces. The
Argonanf is seared by a negro bugaboo,
stuffed and blackened for the occaslon.,
Nevertheless, mark you! If every in-
babitant of Cuba were the color of a
tinker's pot, or black ns thunder, wa would
be as much opposed to Spanish rule over the
island as if every one of them were white as
a sheeted ghost. We are for freedom, re-
gardless of race, color, or previous eondl-
tion of servitude,

The Spanish-American republics already
In existence are regarded by the Argonaut
as frightful examples. Well, let us say
that there are fifteen of them. They are
not all so badly off the whole of the

time, Fivery one of them Is in-
finitely better off than it was when
under the truculent, blighting, de-
spulling, and debasing rule of Spain,
They nre not plundered by Spain, as

they were for generations; they are pe-
lieved from the cruelties which were
inflicted upon them for centuries by Spauin
they are free to work out thelr own salva-
tion, mind their own business, make their
own lnws, govern themselves as they like,
and form such constitutions as they desire,
Their people enjoy rights and privileges
which were denied to them under Spain,
Slavery, which existed in all of them when
they wers Spanish colonies, was abolished in
all of them when they had won their inde-
pendence.  They are incomputably more
prosperous than they were under Spain.
The most  glorious  and  beneficent
thing in Spanish- American history was the
breaking of the iron yoke of Spain, Like

Spain herself, they have wars at times
unil internal  troubles: but surely Spain's
record of  elvil  wars,  insurrections,

conspiracies, forelgn brolls, and changes of
government in the nineteenth century has
surpassed that of any of the Spanish-Ameri-
can republics since they became Indepen-
dent, It wasn bud legaey that Spaln left to
her American colanies,

We repeat that the Spanish American
conntrivs are Immeasurably better off as
republics than they were under the despotic
rule of Spain. Look nt our friendly neigh-

bor, Mexico, amd think of what she
his gained during ber soventy-five yoars
of lndependence from  Bpain.  Span-

ish sdventurers and relics of the colunial
periodl kept her embroiled for more than a
generntion ; but, us these were got rid of,
she began her upward course. She hns
nearly doubled her population, which s
mixed; she has greatly advanced in civiliza-
tion : shie hos had for many years an orderly
sud liberni republican goveronment; the
freedom of ber peuple is guaranteed; she
has enjoyed o long pence: her revenues are
just about equnl to her expenditures;
her resources are developing; her jp-
dustrivs bave multiplied; her commeres
In on the lherense: shoe ling n system
of popular edication ; she han coustructed

mnoy great public works: and she has re
duced the ravages of the plague, which were
terrific under Spanish rule, as they yet ure
I Caba under that rule. A fow months
ago we printed o summary of the last an-
punsl message of President 14z to the Mexi-
l can Congress. It wns s nost gratifying rec
| wed of progress under republivanisay during
U the past quarter of & centiry ; and v set
forth & number of designs of the Gow
ernment, by authority of Congress, that

are st encournging for the future
of Mexico. No more is Mexico crushed
snd  plundered by Spain: wo  looger
are Mexico's resources used for  the

enrichment of Spain; no more is the coun.
try ruled by rapacions and cruel Vieeroys
sent from Spain. Truly that part of Bpan-
fah America k B as Mexico Is botter off
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as & republio than It had ever been under
the Spanish monarchy.

Passing from Mexieo to the southernmont
part of the continent of South Amerien, we
find thors, In Argentine, a great, strong, and
prosperous Spanish- Amerioan republie, The
development of the resources of the Argen-
tine Republie may be spokon of asamong the
wonders of theage. Waein thiscountry have
had ocennlon to know of the extension of her
agricultural and pastoral producta within
recent years, and of the influences nrising
from thelr exportation. We know of the in-
ereano of her industrinl establishments, her
shipping, and her other activities, She
draws over 50,000 Immigrants annually
from Europe, most of them from ltaly, hut
not a fow of them from poor old Spaln. Let
those who know the condition of Argentina
when it wae a part of the Span.
sl vicoroyalty of Buenos Ayres, or
when it broke from Spain in the early yenrs
of this century, draw a contrast botwesn
Argentina ns slie was under the Bpanish
yoke and as she is under republiean govern-
ment. Truly Argentina, too, like Spain,
has her troubles at *Imen; but she I8 never
hopeless.

All the States of South Ameriea are far
better off In independenes than they ever
were In bondage. Even the quarrelsome
little republics of Central America are het-
tor off. They are not maltreated and plun.
dered by Spain.

The San Francisco Argonaut thinks that
the republic of Caba would resemble the
repiblic of Haytl. Why talk in Ignorance ?
Haytiisa black repnblie, with hardly a streak
of white in it, a country of emancipated
slnves, who were Afriean savages, Cuba ls
an island in which the white roce is pre-
dominant. We may say, howover, that the
inhabitants of Haytl, aa also those of San
Domingo, did a good thing for themselyves
when they broke from foreign rule,

The Spanish rile has been baneful to
every Ameriean eountry in which it has
existedd.  The quleker it is ended in Cuba,
ita last foothold, the better it will be for
Cuba and for all the world,

“Gen" Booth's Defeat.

"Gen." Boorn'a effort to win back his son
BALLINGTON to the Salvatlon Army is
sufficient evidence that the American re-
volt against his despotic authority has
caused the old man great alarm, His agents
in this country have made o pretence of re-
gnrding the withdrawal of the American
BooTis as a temporary sensation merely;
but the London * General' declares that
unless the seceders can be brought back,
the disruption of the American division of
the Army is Inevitable,

Of eourss, the American BooTns cannot
return without asurrender of avowed prin-
ciple that would destroy their influence.
They sre now powoerless to save the old or-
gunization from rapid disintegration, so far
ns this conntry is concerned; and it ix not
fmprobable that the example of their gie-
cessful revolt will lend to other rebellions,
and thus be thefirst step in a genernl de-
cline. In any event, the Army could not
have long outlived its founder, for there is
in It no element of enduring vitality; but
this American experience Is likely to hasten
its dissolution,

The reason why It has been superseded
here by the movement started by the Ameri-
can HooTHs is that the methods which
proved so successful in England were eu-
tirely unadapted to thiscountry. The more
Baruixetox BootH and his wife became
imbued with the American spirit. the mors
thoroughly they must have become con-
vinced of the neceasity of changing the

Army's tactles to suit Ameriean re.
quirements. The tom-tom beating nnd
rough-and-tumble  performances which

stirred up the soddenness of the Eng-
lish slums did not work well. * Gen.”
Bootn's project was devised for the pur-
pose of reaching the * lowest elass." That
is a distinet and deflnable social division
in England, but it has no existence in this
country; amd henee the Salvation Army ns-
sumption, which was just and right there,
was ucterly false here.  The members of the
lowermost class in England regard them-
selves s at the bottom of n fixed social
scale and expect to be treated ns vile and
brutalized; but here there is no such grada-
tion and nobody is willing to be measured
according to it. People may be poor and
they may live In real or comparative
squalor, but they will not tolerate the
spiritual condescension  that looks upon
them as belonging to the social sediment,
and therefore aceensible only to sensational
methods ndapted to the lowest intelligence
and the deepest moral degradation. Thoey
muy be down, but they expect to get up, if
not of themselves, at least in the persons of
their children, They are not savages, but
self-governing citizens.

Probably, as we have said, the American
Bootus must have discovered that differ
ence, anid the consequent necessity of a
corresponding change in the Salvation Army
methaoilds; but the old * General " In London
resented such a snggestion as involving n
flagrant deninl of his assumed infallibility.
A system that did for Fogland, and that
suited him, bo insisted, should be made to go
In Ameriea; but he has found by late ex peri-
ence that he cannot make it go, and that the
ricbellion here, of which BALLiNGTos BooTit
and his wife are the leaders, is agninst the
British prejudices and notions by which the
Salvation Army is governed. That organi-
zation eannot live here in opposition to
n movemunt of the same genersl kind which
isconducted in accordance with the genins of
Ameriea, and whose methods are made to
barmonize with the American spirit and the
tone of our eivilization.

The Yuruan Incldent,

There is some ground for surmising that
the recent revival of negotintions between
Washiugton snd London on the Guinna dis-
pute had to do primarily with the claim of
Grent Britain for damages on nccount of
the Yuruan affair.

It I8 ensy to understand how the time
Hmit imposed by Lord SALISBURY on Venez
ueln for the payment of the indemnity thus
elaimed, munde it desirable nod  perhaps
necessury that our Government should sen-
sonably learn what President CRESPO pro-
posesd to do about it, and to what extreme
mensures for enforcing herclaim England
proposed Lo resort.

If current accounts are correct, Lond SALL-
BUKY'S demamd fur damages was at first
recelved with great disfavor by the Caracas
Government.  When, thorefore, the perlul
st for acosding to or refusing that dewand
approached, o few wesks ago, It became for
the jutereat of the United States that our
main coneeru, the enforcemient of the Mon-
roe doctrine, should not be complicated by
any minor controversy of this sort., It was
Important that Eongland should not bave an
excuse in the Yuruan wsffslr for sctive
messures which might give her military
and naval forces an sdvantage agniust Ven
eauela in the boundary dispute.

The ground taken by Mr, CLEVELAND'S
Administration seems to have made this

matier specially important o conslder; for
-
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it will be remembered that ws entersd
no protest againat England’s actual selzure
of Corinto by her naval forees, in order to
enforen ngalost Niearngun a elaim for cer.
taln damnges inflicted at Blusfields upon
Lier eftlzena. That very recent precedent
would have been a difffienit ona for Mr,
OLNEY to get oaver, and yot it was out of
thegquestion that the Corinte Ineldent shonld
be repeated in the present controversy on
Venerusla's eoast

Although no official documents on the
subijéct have yet been Inid before Congress
or Parlinment, it |s nsserted that the course
ndopted by Mr. Orxey hos been to keeurs,
first, the most absolute severance of the
Yuruan damages from the boundary dis.
pute, as If the injury complained of had
ocenrred in Caeons [tsell, nnd, secondly, n
reduction of the damages.  On this lnst
point we now get n conflemation In the Lon-
don despatehos thint * Grent Britain haa re-
duced the Yuruan elnim, and Venezuela
Lins agroed ta the peduction.”

It must be recalled that when Banxes,
the Hritish Guinna oficer, was seized Ly
overzealons Venezvelan gnards and  hur.
risdl off as n prisoner, the Carncas (Govern-
ment promptly ordered his relense. It has
repentodly  been nsserted, we think, that
compensation was at that time offered to
Barses, and the Venezuelan Government's
prompt disavownl of the sots of ita loenl of-
fleers Is conceded, as well as (e willingness
tomake any pruper reparation which should
not be excessive, and should be utterly de-
void of significance ns connected with the
boundary dispute,

If it be true that Venezuela has obtained
a satisfactory gusarantee of this sort, and
nlso n reduction of Sergeant BARNES's
claim to a rensonable amount, [t may be
frankly mdmitted that the elimination of
this minor incident from the main cantro-
versy I8 n sibject of congratulation. The
time which Englamd is understood to have
fixed for Veneznela's settlement of the
Yuruan claim passed by without her at-
tempting to play the Corinto game. And
in faoct it is said that the nctnal payment of
the elnim has not been made vet. Seill, it
might be s cause of anxiety If England re-
tained an excuse for moving ler forces
toward Venezueln on the ground of this
claim. The matter could, so far ns its in-
trinsic lmportance s  concerned, have
nwaited the settlement of the main dispute;
and yet, as a possibly perilous factor in the
problem, it is perhaps better to have it
elpliered out now on any terms satisfactory
to Venezuela and the United States,

Whether this matter has proved the step-
ping stone, as is rumored, to the resumption
of negotintions on the boundary question, is
not quite clear, since the recent announce-
ment in Puarliament on that subject was
vague. It would be n pleasant supposition,
however, thut the repurt of Mr. OLNEY'S
agreement to England's reduced elaims in
the disputed trict really grew out of Venez-
uela's nceeptance, with his approval, of
England's reduced claims as to the dam-
ages due to BARNES,

Platt and the Fature,

The Raines bill just slgned by Governor
MOHRTON was a very uncommon measure, in
respect of the opposition to it. The rich
owners of clubs and the peor keepers of
grog shops both pleaded with Governor
Mortos for a veto. The brewing interest,
which is immense in the State, was ngainst
it with vengeance in its heart. Republican
politics outside of New York has looked
with a shudder and doubtless with remon-
strance on the violent stirring up of the
liquor question on the eve of a Presidential
election,

All this makes more conspicuous the part
played in enacting the Raines law by the
Hon. Tinosas CoLvtier PLATT, the Repub-
lican leader. To begin with, it ran counter
to Mr. PLATT'S habits, He was against the
high leense of WARNER MILLER in 1888,
He looked on that scheme, we beliave, as a
venture of blundering unsophistication,
And If WanNeErw MILLER'S campaign for
high license made Mr. PLATT frown, the
Roosevelt crusade, certainly more of n
friend than a foe of the Raines bill, is said
to have made him danece with rage. Yer,
intense and double«lyed politician as he is,
Mr. PLATT throws aside all former preju-
dices, deals a tremendous blow at the
liquor interest, and goes in for a high license
reformatory policy, which promises to be
explosive for either good or evil in the na-
tional and State election,

As nothing suceeeds like success, Mr,
Prattatandsto win the glory of n sensational
achievement in the teeth of opposition
which would stagger a leader of ordinary
nerves: and, on the other hand, he stands to
encounter & corresponding disaster. If he
wins, he will be eredited with one of the
boldest and most original bits of statesman-
ship that has ever grioced the annnls of New
York. Wemust walt and see,
