Certalnly It does not
Agroe, as far as the Furopesn clties which ha
pamed ars concerned, with the oleervation of
impartial students of this vexatiane problem.
The ldenstill obtains in the United States ap-
parantly that Paris (s & city of gay and irre.
sponaible vice, and that London 18 & place of se-
vere and goileless virtie, Why Is 11, one wan-
ders, that many peopls, eapecinlly the descend-
anta of the Calvinista, persist (h assuming that
beauty, lghtheartedness, Liappiness are the
mask of vice, while repulalvensss, hoaviness,
and severity are the cloak of virtas? Take
Parin and London, The superflolal observer,
wainted in advances with the prejndices I have
mentionsd, might posaibly visit the two oitles
and go away with the delusion which Dr, Ab-
bott haa proclalmed anew,

It is true that in Paris vies fe gay and aaaally
m (s most atteactive guise, whils in London (¢
is cold and scommon. But in Parls it rarely ob-
trudes ltself; it must be delibarately sought out.
Nowhersin the world,on the other hand,ls viceso
brazen, so | t.as it Lond Itflaunts (tsalf
in all the highways, It flings Itself In your path
&t avery corner. It s a nuisance, If the advo.
catos of the London system should argue that the
most effactive way to make vice untempting
and loathroiue was to parade it constantly In ta
comtonest ahinpo in public places, then It would
be ponaible to understand their attitude. But
they do not do this, On the contrary, they af-
firm that the nominal ban of the law which
rests upon viea must In somo mysterions way
minimize and restrain If It does not suppress it,
while legal recognition of the evil Inany form
whatever must encourage and propagate it

It 1a not my business to deal with the morals
and sthios of this disagreeabls question, It Ia
my duty to point out the serious porverston of
faots and conditions contained in such state.
ments as that made by Dir. Abbott in Plymouth
Church pulpit, Three or four yeara ago 1 dla-
cussed asomewhat exhaustively in Tie Sow this
subject of vice in madern Loudon. 1 sald that
the degradation of woman Is more commmon la
London tha: in any other groat city; that no.
where elee Is poverty so poor and vice so viclous
a8 in this the proudeat and richest metropolls
the world has known. To-day the situstion if
anything is worse, In the mean time lLondon
haa been through the aconies of an anti-vice or
purist crusade, and the last atate of the metropo-
lis s worse than the first.

Another proof of the folly of Ariving vice from
its privats haunts Into the most public places
has just been furnished. The crusaders who
closed moat of the musio hall promenades in
London two years mgo, and who were most
active in insisting that the only way to fight
vicein & great city was to blink It, came, many
of them, from Liverpool. 'They boastad that
they had purifled the big city on the Mersey by
their methods, and they were encouraged
thereby to undertake the regeneration of the
modern Baliylon. They practically admitted
thelr failure here by neglecting to appear at the
laat licensing sesslon of the County Councll,
And now comes Informetion from Liverpool
which ehows that even thers thelr efforts have
met with worse than faillure; that the victims
and volaries of vice have, In fact, shown a
lamentable increase in numbers, The Head
Conntable of Liverpool, eorresponding to the
Chtef of Police of an Ameriean city, in his an-
nual report says:

*The number of houses of [l fame has con-
siderably decreased, but on the other hand the
number of women of 1l repute shows & marked
Increass.”

The Liverpool reformers, no doubt, console
themselves with the reflection that none of the
gullt of this thing {s upon thelrahoulders. Some
persons, Lowever, take s different view of the
proper seat of the responsibility. Atall events,
facts are facts, and the object of Lhese com-
ments s to protest agalnst the mlsrepressnta-
tion of them,

Itisimportant to add that there has been mark-
ed improvement within a few yeara In the pub-
liemorals of gay and slandered Purls. The polit-
fcal morals of France have been growing stendily
worse, as witnesssd the rapld succeasion of
scandals Involving the honor of scores of publie
men; but with respect to carnal vice, the French
capital has improved, Fow, if any, of the dens
of eccentric debauchery which existed a fow
years ago with full knowledge of the authorl.
tlea now remain. The streews of Faris by day
and by night are freer from the trafic of vice
than those of most large American cities, Parla
gains the greater condemnation probably be.
eaune she [ gloriously wicked, while London,
far more gullty, is bypeeritical, vile, and sordia
In her wickedness,

England has not yet recovered from the na-
tiunal surprise at the astonishing vlotory over
conservatlsm In Parlinment last week on the
question of opening the national museums on
Bunday.

Her englnes, of
course, are triple expansion, but with the low-
preasure cylinder divided Into two, She (s
enuipped with the latest form of water-tube
bollers, which will raise steam In fifteen min-
utes. She will carry six quiek-firing guns. The
contract requires tlint she shall maintaln an
averages speed of thirty knota for three consecn.
tive hiours, Five more boats of the same class
are under construetion,

benefiting the commonwenlth, but that wa
should be called upon to sacrifice our Hyellhood
to sult the convenlence of, often, wealthy L.
