THE SPRHINX.

“Many excavations bave bean previously
andertaken, but It hias been left for the for-
mor Colonel of Engineers from San Franclsco
to fAnd the cap. This was come upon at
depth of fourteen or fifteen feet only below the
rurface, It messtures 4 feet 4 lnchaa in extreme
breadth, and Ia marked with the three loius
columna, underneath which (s the serpent.
The cap was found In the Temple of the Sphinx
between tha foreparws, and 1w pninted red.*

It thisis an acourate statement of fact, ft
conveys lnformation of much interest to Eeypt-
ologiats, and to archmologiata n general. While
not of itaslf of great Importance, It mighit be
that the cap wonld serve ns nn ald to those
who constantly study the elvillzation of nn-
olent Egypt. But an far ar a reporter for Tae
Buw could lsarn yertorday no Information ol
sach & find has reached Interested persons In
this olty who would have beon likely to hear
of ft, and the nature of the statements In the
meagre newspaper parcgraph 14 such that the
announcemant of the find (s regarded with
skeptiolsm.

It has been sald by some that the
Bphinx originally wore a eap, although not
within recorded history, but otlhiera explain
that the so-called cap was only a part of the
