STEEL MEN AGREE AND FPART.

Wil Carry Out Thelr Plan to Better Trads
—Trustees and & Posl Commission.
The convention of Hessemer steel men, which
began at the Waldorf on Thursday morning,
ended last evening, The proceedings were all
recret, and when the meeting flnally ad journed
those who were {n stteodance had little to say
about the business that had been done. (icorge
T. Oliver of Pittsburgl sald that the conference
was harmonious and successful, and that the
ntijects for which the steel men met were ac-
complished. All the detalls were arranged as
they had been decided upon st Thursday's ses-
slon and as outlined In the statement published
In THe Srx yesterday. Recently the price of
steel billcts was advanced from $17 to §20
s ton, and the manufucturers declded
to maintain that orice. The members of
the mssocintion say there will be no re.
striction upon the output of any partico-
lar firme At the same time It Is understood
among them that there I8 to be no ower-
atocking of the markot. They say that the Bes.
semer steel business In the United States has
been a losing one for the greéater part of tlires
yeurs, mainly throogh the growing Influence of
the middlemen ana the unwholesome eompe-
titlon nmong the manufacturerers themselves,
For this reason it was doclded to llmit the pro.
duction as a whole, In 20 far na doing awny with
fletitious transactions Is concerned, und here-
after all nezotiations will be conducted by the
producer directdy with the e¢onsumer without
the Intervention of the middlemasn. There will
be no attempt to corner the murket.
Committess wers appointed. but It waa
desmed best to withihold the nemes of the com-
mittremen from publication for the present. It
waa thought wise to arrange fora perpetun-
tion of the combination: butl the sgree.
ment (o protect  thelr mutual  Interests,
the manufacturers wished, should not be re-
E‘nrdod as anyining In the nature of & trost.
he steel men decinred that they have not
even Indirectly formed & trust, but hnve merely
sdopted regulations deslaned 1o benelit their
business withiu the laws of the Uplted States.
The new steel association will Lave n Presi.
dent, Vice-Presidoent, Secratary, Treasurer, and
other officers, but of courss thore will be no
shires or stock. The hope was expressed that

79 AMERICAN TIN FPLATE FIRMS.

84 Merely Dip Flate, but 89 Are Complete
Manninciories,

The quarterly review of ths American tin
piate manufwcturing indusiry, published in the
Metal Warkier this week, shows that seventy-
three firms are now engaged or are ready toen-
gogo in the manufactura of tin plates in the
United States, Thirty-fuur of thess concerna
ure what 18 known as dipping plants, which
mierely coat black steel shuets purclinsed in the
market and fnlsh them lnto tin plates. The re-
malning thirty-nine concerns ars tin plate
works proper; thuat I8 to say, plants which

roll  and  cont  thelr own wteel sheols,
Thema  thirty-nine works possess an  ag-
regate of 1572 hot mills, vsed for mano-

anturing the black steel plates which when
tedd constitute tin plutes. In the fHrst guare-
rof the year seventoen such mills wers added
yihe worke, increasing their annusl capacity
by over SU0,000 boxes and bringing the present
potentinl capacity of American tin plate mills
U to mbout 5,200,000 boxes w yeur, Thus Amers
tin plate manufactirers are now in n posl-
ton to N the whaole of the consumpiive demnnil
or tin piates in tho 1 nited  Siatos apart  from
that propartion used by the packers and hy the
oll trnde, which, onin;mf lii-u wilvantngo of &
rebinte uf daty, (s stil held by the Welshi trade.

watering trough, can fire a slxtesn-slhiot magn-
zine rifle and hit stzteen different ponds, every
one of which is a prosperous muskrat narsery,
wheraln ars ral¢sd pelts enough to fuarnish all
the standing army of the United States with
far overcoats,

Though no one seriously doubta that musk-
mt skine were made for muskrates, the length
of time which these animals wenr thelr coats
depends wholly upon the market gquotations of
peltry. 1'or instance, when skins are cheap,
the eountryside children go barefooted untll

Interest in tne electlon of dolegates to the
General Conference drew a largs ntlendance to
the Undon Methodist Chnrel for the third day
of the annual conference. The Secretarv ans
nounced that the membership roll contnined
2uN nnmes, This entitied the Conference to six
ropresentatives in the General Conference, but
G0 would entitle it to seven. Mishiop Ninde
announced that he had transfecred two men
who were mmployed as missionaries under the
directionof the New York Conference to the
rull of membors, but before the voting began 18
was discovered that nn error had been mads in
the comopilation, mnd that there were still only
200 mombers, The Hishop hsl aoothier mise
slonary up bias sleeve, however, sud the repre-
rentation of seven delegates was finally settied
upon.

The mombersof the conservative party, which
isin favor of malotaining tho present Ave-yoar
limit in the term of all pastors, wore aAnxions te
{mpress their views on tho delogates to the Gens
woral Conference, as it is expected that that body
wiull take sowe action on the sabject. A resolus
tion was pecording!y adopted, advising the Gens
wral Conference agnlnst abullslilug or eztending
the time [hmit,

The Hev. . 1l McAnney of Mt Kiseo apoke
in support of the resolution. e sald;

“1 beleve that this ngitation for the abollition
or extennion of the existing Gve-yoar lois
comes from our great prosperity.
