fact that it has not yet been possible to make
and print the transiations of these documents,
they have not bern formally presented to the
Commisslon. It is the Intention of Mr. Andrade
to submit buth the original documents and the
printed translations as soon as they can be pre-
pared. The folinwing will serve to give some
idea regarding the extent and importance of
thess documents:

They are contaloed In three large follo vol-
umea and comprise from 1,000 to 1,200 closely
written pages. Most of them are in the form
of certifled coples of original MSS. on flle In the
arcnives of Seville, Simancas, and Madrid,
Many documenta cited and quoted by the
Britlsh Government in the Blue Rook recently

presented to Parllament are in that bouk given
only In the form of axtracts, Home of the docu-
ments now in the bhands of Mr. Andrade are
complete coplea of thene same papers, and will,
therefore, enable the Commission to form a
much more accurate idea with regard to thelr
exact meaning and value. In some crnes the
extracis given In the Britiah Blue Hook are ex.
cesdingly meagre; as, for instance, In tho casa
of the report saent by the Governor of Cumans,
Don José Digufa, on Dec, 16, 1703, The extracts
from this report, as given In the British Blue
Book, cover about twoand a haif pages. The
original report, a certified copy of which ls now

In place of ten
ar mure torpedo boats, to cost not exceeding
800,000 and to have the highest practieable
sposd for vessels of thelr class, the Sennte hns
substituted a provision for * not to exceed ten
torpedo boats, to cost In all pot exceeding $500,-
000, and to have the highest practicable speed
for vessels of their cinss” A proviso Is also in-
seried as follows: " And not more than twe of
sald battle ships and not more than three of
sald torpedo boats shiall be hullt In one yard or
by one contracting purty, anit In each case the
contract shall be awarded by the Socretury of
the Navy tothe lowest responsible bldder,”

The Housy proviso requiring one of the battle
ahips to b bullt on the Yacifie const isrestricted
by a provision that, in order to do so, 1L must be
constructed nt an midditional cost not exvesding
five per cent. of the lowest bid for the thres
other battle ships puthorized.

Mpr, Hopkine, s Author, Sage 1t Proposes
“to Use the TariM o Teade On."

Wasninarox, Aprll 8.-The reclprocity bill
which the sub.committes of the Commitiee on
Wayn and Means will report to the full commit-
tee, and which s entitled “A Bl to ttcreans
atd equalize the trade of the United States
with forelgn natlons by the negotintion of re-
elproenl compiorcinl arrangements," author-
{204 nnd dirscts the Presldent to negotinte with
forelgn Governments whose exparts wre In ex-
cens of thelr Importa from the Unlted States
and whoee chilef srilcles of imports ace admit-

tedd  free Into the Unlted States, with
a view to arranging commercial agree-
ments In  which realprocal and equiva-

lent conceasions may be secured (n tavor of the
products of the farms, forests, flshiories, mithes,
and manufactories of the United States. The
bill authorlzes the Presldont, when discelmina-
tlons mre made against this Government by

forelgn eountries, to refuse Lo enter Into recip-
rocal commaerceinl agrecments and to {ssus proc-
Inmation thereof, whereupon the highedt rates
of dutles imposed In any of the tarifl lnws that
hiave been In foree since Janunry, 1800, shall be
enforced in all particalars,

e bill contemplates no reduction in the du-
ties now charged upon imparted merclinndise
by the laws of the United States, and, says (ts
author (Mr. Hopkins), **as Mr, Binine ndvised, it
proposes to ‘use the tarlff to trude on' and ask
our foreign nolghbors to adopt the golden rule
In commercinl ruelpmltg‘"

The commities will submit to the House with
this bill a report covering the present condition
of our forelgn commerce, the history of the re-
clprocity movemont, aund a desceription of the
manner tn which the tariff operates upon onr
tinde with other conntries. It Is shown Lhat
there la o balanee of trade against the United
States In (ts commerce with thirty-two forefgn
countries, from which we Import $549,200,000
worth of merchandise annunlly, but to which
our exports are only $201,610,000, lenving the
