the audienecs, When the lisro Is the man who
does the puraging, s liitle variety Is afforded to
128 subiie, e the elroumntancos arenob nonely
a0 fhterosting as In the gowd old way. In
“Madame,” for sxample, the hero pursies the
womnn, who (s s vlliain, and (s In turn pursued
Ly the heroine: and the male viliain dossn't do
Any pursuing, because ho an't obliged to. His
game, In thealnng of the gallery, Is * dead ensy."
He s a soclety villain, but aven clgarsites nre
noL necessary to seo him through, He merely

walks througl, aod  every thing rcomes
his way. In  “Madame Bans Genn"
the extraordinary wituntion s presenied

of no vilaln at all, unless Napoleon may figure
in that capacity, or unless e Nelppert's con-
duet may wo define him, notwithatanding that
he snliate the romantle interest of the audience
1o & greater degree than any one olse inthe play,
The bl man in “The Sguire of lames" I
aulte too contemptible for worda, In " Homan-
fty ' ho 18 fatly commonplace, and gets into
advatiturons orime more hy force of elroums
atances than by his open paranit of the herolne,
Ie pursues with ardor and reckiesaness, but s
really little maore respanaible for what happens
than the usunl hero s: & more inefMolent per-
son than the ordinary hero of melodramn s oot
to be imogined. The potished villain of “A
Sovind Highwaymon*' is the bost typeatthia mo-
ment on view in Now York of the modern rogue,

and (s neeepted na n renlly dellghitful rascal.
Mean as bo is In His lite, e Is nevertlielens
ciothed with surh ginmour as throws s halo
mbott s stupld bero, Bid  even the necessary
feminine vlement In his exparicnees does not
ceush pubilie sympathy with him. We must gn
baok to sueh ol friends as " The Twa Orphans'
o Nnd your real villain, and sven hero the art
of the moderndramatist Hins not seemed capable
of presenting him in one volume, as it were.
Woe have o two-volume edition of lnrrn’ Lervite,
and villain. Thers Is the "costume '™ Hero o
dashing presence, cool head, seholarly attain-

ments, scorn of dissipation, keenness of eye,
ptrength  of anmn, chivalry  of  disposition,
richness of clothes everything that  the
matinée girl pronounces * porfectly lovely ™
and  lis second  volume s the  poor,
weak, tolling, suffering, buffetsd, self-
encrifleing  and  devoledly  attsched  hero.

Tness Lwo types havo seldom been so well pre-
sented, 1o the double-barcolled vilining of the
plece thers (8 the pollshed and ribald Morguie
ife Presies for the aristoorstic hero to pink, and
thers is the atterly disreputable thief, brageart,
bally, and outlaw to kuoek the lama hiero abont
and vent his brutal temper on both the heroines
—for there is nJanues-Taced heroine element,
ton, the altogether suffering varlety and the
nlways pursied and law.escaping sort. No
melodrama could gelalong without one typs of
ewch ingredient, but seldom is the whole outtit
of the playwright exposed at once.

In tha newer plays now in vlew, leaving ont
that nondescript, “ The Law of the Land," two
opposite kinds of villain are shown, and thess
specinl types, aa distinet from the generic types,
are mo uncomprombsing in thelr methods of
wickednosa that they nre highly refreshing.
The bad man of “*The Last Stroke ' {s an had na
be can Lo #o bad that he says “ha-ha!" on
overy staga of the game. A villain must be
wery bad, Indesd, to do this., In every success
and every time he s folled, he says *“ha-ha!"
and wears an wlr of merry teviltry that ought
1o be very impressive, but isn't, His brandishing
of deadly wenpons, which never lose thelr beau-
titul polish and gleam, amid the soil and moil
of war ls always followed by lls laughter;: his
pursuit of femininity s a little Indefinite, but
affords him much nmusement: and he follows
the time-honored custom of ordering the mur-
der of the hero with Joyous satlsfaction mnd
aftarward, when his thoe comes to be follea
prominently, going to his preseribed dungeon
with hopeful merit In his eye, Jaunty quip on
Lis lip and the “ha-ha!" of exit in his throst,
“*The Village Postmnster™ gives us n vilinin
who ls a lttls too common of late to Lo ns inters
esting as the archalo specles, The aneering lip
and calevlating eye, and the hollow volce of
vowerl vengeance, ure not so entrancing s they

were a few years ago, when they had not been
copled and burlesqued so much. In this rlns‘.
however, Lthe pursultof the neroine s full-blown

and heautiful, It Is, eerlonsly, an interesting
thread of story, and perlisps more 8o hecatiss
it Is thorough, indomitable, and all but suc-
eceasful. Everybody knuws that this villain ls
fnlru: to he foiled, but he pretonds not to know
1 himself, and goes aboot his business of making
love to the hiero’s aweetheart and injuring the
hero's Invention, aud Intercepting letters with
delightful  serivuspesa.  There I8 no soclety
polish, ‘nd there are no deally wenpona bigeer
than a pocketknife:  there |a nuthmT bt
Liomaely, stralght forward, wholeaouled villainy
