Kirr, Moo, April 15, Albinos are mors or leas
sominon in all apectes of animaln. White deer
are ofien killed, and this wariation asccurs so
froquently among the amaller quadrapeds, such
aa coaiis, foxes, and sqiilrrels, as Lo oceasion little
remark, It was not so, however, with Lhe
biffalocs; wvan whon they coversd the great
plalus weat of the Misalsaippl a white une was
rarely pean or killed. From talka with the sarly
voyageiurs, who came up Lhe Missourl yoars and
yoars ngo, and from the traditions that have
Been handed down among the Indians, 1 ean
learn of only seven having beon killed In the
enuntry tributary to the upper Missourt during
the fifty years preceding the extinction of this
nobie anlmal,. When we conslder the wast ex-
tent of this territory, and thiat In these Afly
years several millions of buftaloes were killgd
by the Indians and whites who oceopled Ik we
ean renlize how rare white bulfaloes were,

The ndinos, always superstitious, firmly be-
Hoved that the white bulfuloos were the sapecial
property of the son. When they killed one they
took nobe of the meat except the tongue; this
waa oarsfolly dried, the skin was beautifully
tanned, and nt the next medicine lodes, as the
whitea toerm thelr annual religlous  foatival,
thess were prosented to the sun with many
prayera and supplleations.  With the other
offerings of the people, consisting of valusbile
furs and rich wearing avparel, they ware tied to
thecentre pole of the lodge and left to the mercy
of the elementa, All thiess varlous offerings,
shough left In & deserted lodge, wers safe ao far
a8 tho Indinns were concerned; oven n war party
from a hostlls tribe wonld pass by In fear and
reverence for the sacred place, But (t was not
#o with the white trapper or voyageur, and the
riting of these medivine lodges lins caused
Blo dshivd more than once In the hilstory of the
Wist. The albino Lbuffalues, so far as 1 can
Yenrt, wern n croam yeollow, not white, thus dif.
fori aterinlly from the slbinodeer and other
wnitn e which are always oure white,
