Flest That all appileations for positions in
the pubitio wervien shall apecify the unrtl-‘u‘r
departnient of Lovernment and character Bf
pervicn sought, and that applicants shnll ho
elnsalitied wecording Lo seliedules mmle for proper
clasalfication,

Second = That sxaminations shall b conduoted
by persons of practical experience In the various
matters contemplated by the service na far as
practicabile,

Third - That questions shall be formulated
and presented to eandidates for sxamination
which ahnll have relation to the kind of servies
Lo be performod,

Fourth—That technical knowledge, where re-
guired, ahall by tested or ascertained by oral
examinations as far as practicable,

Fifthi-—Thnt all examination pnpera and rot-
Ings ahall bo presceved for n period of at lenst
six months, and any person examitied may ro-
quire thelr production upon order of aeourt of
record to examine Into the correctness of the
BAme.

Slxth—Any person who falsely personates an-
other In any proceeding or examination rofe
ducted ontor eivll services regilations shiall he
devmed gullty of o mbsdermvbnnr, and wpon oo
