IT YUTES DEFIANCE TO THER QEN-
ERAL ANSEMNLY,

Bat the Majortty Was Mmall, and Thers
Were Mot Words and Exelilng Meenen
Mefore the Passnges of solution
That Formed the Hone o ontenilon,

The asscrubly room of the old Fimt Preshy-
terian Chiurch never naw & stormier sesne than
the niceting of the New York Preabytery, which
was Deld there yeaterday afternoon. It was
more like & Hoard of Aldermen passing n strect
rallrond  feanchise or the State Assembly
making the Haines bill & law than the plons
deliberntion of an eccleslantionl body, One of
the memberr salidl recently that to mention
Unton Theologleal Seminary in the New York
realiytery was like waving s red rag before a
ball. The red rag was waved yostorday, and
the rutapus It eaused s likely to waken an
answer In the General Assembly. Tho war of
waorda lasted for over thres hours, and when the
Presbytery finally cams to vols Lalf of them
wors rewdy to ngree with the Rev, Charles &,
Ttabinaon, when he shouted In a voles that could
be heard abovs the rattle of the Moderator's
gavel and the din of half a hundred volees pro-
teating to be heard:

“ Heatliren, wo don't know what wa are voting
on, If we are forced to a ballot now we ean
oulylook In one another's faces and cast a party
Yote,"

The sesslon of yesterday was an adjourned
meeting and the business befors it was a con-
tinuation of the discussion begun two weeks
ago, whon the Commities on the Minutes of the
Geaneral Assembly broughit in Its report denying
the right of the Assembly to control the Pres-
bytery In the admission and licensures of candls
dates for the mioistry. The report aald in part:

In atteinpting to authoritatively control the Pres-
bytery In this matter 1L seomn to tus thal the General
Amembly cxeecds 1ts constitutionsl powers and In-
fringes upon the Inherstit rlghts of the Presbytery,
whieh are specifically reserved to {8 by our constity-
tion, as to the reception and leonafng of candidaten.

This wns the partof the report that set the
Preshytery in s tumult that lasted throngh two
sosslons, It was declded at the preceding meet-
Ing that the question of the adoption of this fiat-
footed deflance of the Assembly should cowe to
& vote at 0 o'clock yeslerday afternoon, Ao-
eordingly the members of the opposing factions
eamo to the meeting yestorday prepared to fire
hot shot into each other's ranks, and they lost
no time o brioging thelr heaviest argumenta-
tive guns Into action, The motlon under dis-
oussion was one Introduced by the Rev. Goorge
R. Alexander declaring that the language of
the Committes on the Minutes of the General
Assembly in its report should be put on record
as axpressing the opinlon of the Prasbytery.

The Rev, (i, W, r. Birch, In opposing the reso-
lutlons, sald;

“Tho overture complained of In this report
waa an offort on the part of the lower judicatory
to know how Lo execute a certain decres of the
supreme Judicatory, and {f, sccording to our
Torm of government, It ls the constitutional
privilege of the Assembly to glve advice and in-
struction in all oases submitted to them in con«
formity with the constitution of the Church,
what prineiple of the constitution did the As-
sembly violate when it made that lnstroction
an Injunction?

**The overture graw out of a controversy con-
cerning three theological students of Union
Boeminary against whose errors in doctrineand
{llegality {f not immorality In practice the As
sombly had borne nmple testimony: also out of
the fact that the elforts of the friends of that
alde of the controversy to in ues direotly and
indirectly, If not deceptively, students of that
institution as candidates for licensure, wers ex-
olting and maintalolng echismatical conten-
tions. In the thlira raph of this report s
an effort to have us suoscribe to the astonlshing
assumption that n Preabytery has tho right to
nulllfy tho laws of the Church as sot furth by
the General Assembly.

A Coroner's Jury Finds that James Care
roll Died of Lend Folsoning,

The announcement in SEunday's nowspapers
thnt James Carroll of 240 Warwick streat,
Brookiyn. had died from inhaling the odor of
green paint doubtless aroused afrush the fears
of those people who are timid about belog in
rooms either papered or painted in green. Mr.
Carroll's death scems to furnish s warning
agalnst the careless handling of green palnt at
lenst.

According to the story told by Mr. Carroll's
family, ho came home on Friday a week ago
and made ready to paint s bedroom fo greon,
It was housecleaning time, and he thonght he
would dosome painting Limself. Ho mixed
the patut, but found that It wus too dark in
color, and put white lead In it to get ulighter
shade. Ie mixed Jt while eltting ln his parlor

with his family around him. Then he went
up_ etulrs an to put tha palnt on the
wall. He worked for an hour or two tlint
night, and again on Saturday night for about
the same length of time,

On Monday le was taken {11, Hin wife sent
for Dr. Meyer. Tle Doctor suld that he hd
vainters' colle., Carroll eeemed to he getting
nlong pretty well for the noext few daya, but
wis unable to go to work. OUn last rriday
nlght he dled,

ir, Moyer anld yesterday that althongh there
had been In his mind no doubt of the causs of
Mr. Carroll's slcknesa, he reported the
death 1o the Coroners’ office,

“They told me,'" he satd, “*that Lie lind come
home with somp white lead and Paris green on

Friday a week ngo and had mixed them in the
rlor. He told me Limself that he put the

lold tnum;.hu: ne was literally coversd witli the
palnt by the time lie waa thmtwh. He Limal i1,
they suld, even on lLls moustache, They also
sald that he then drank & cluss of Loer, It i3
probable thut Le got some of the paint di-
rectly Into  his systema from his  mous-
tache or he might huve ahsorbed It through his
skln.
