EnmnMax, Tex., May 20.-Dr, W, I, Michnel
survives to tell one of the most thrilling ex perl-
encea of the Bherman cyclone, He salled
thirough the air a distanes of two elty blocks in
the heart of the clond. Thres days after-
ward he was limping about atwending
to his patients. IIla story Is Interssting, not
only beennse of a miraculous sscape from death,
Through the approach and econtinusnes of the
cyelone Dr. Michael preserved his faculty of ob-
servation and (s able to describe In detall what
Do saw and felt,

When little Jimmis Herring, s mnotherieas Iad
of 10, was brought from the wreok to the hos.
pital, the dootors didn't know whether they
could pull him through. He was hurt all over,
His head was covered with broises. The doctors
wore nfraid his sight might be lost. They ban.
daged hineyes ay wall as other features, For
throe days Jimmis waa not allowed to seo any-
thing. He Improved so fast that on the third
day the cloth wan taken from his eyes and he
was allowed toslt up on the cot and look about
him. Asthe boy's eyes took In the long rows of
cots and thelr cccupants, the patient nnrses, and
the plying fans, and as his memory went back
to the cause of all, he sald:

“Thisbents h—1L."

Like Jimmie Herring, mosat of thosa who
wern in and of the cyclone came out with thelr
descriptive powers beggared. Ther tell of thelr
experlences ns they would rehearse indefinitely
atroulled dream. Thelr memories work to s
certain point. That point is where the clond
took possesalon of them. Afterward they
“knew noth'ng more until they came to™ with
wreckage all ahont them.

Buch was not the oase with Dir. Michael. That
Friday afternoon the DNoctor was making pro-
feasional calls in the southwestern suburbe of
the city. He had been to the Dulin home, haa
retarned to whers be had left the horse hitchea,
and waa driving southward throngh the cem-
etery, Intending to pass out the gate on that side,
The storm clond loomed up before him
just bafore he reached the south feuce.

The electricity wnas not generated In the form
of lHghtoing., It was general, It anturated the
cloud, When the clond was eharged the elecs
trielty formed the ground coonection and held
the small end of the cloud there until the charge
wis lessened. The wind did the greatest fmr
of the damage, but there weare effects w lk‘él
it sesms Impossible to attributs to the wind.
Take the tresa around Capt. Ely's house, or
whers the house stood, for nothing s laft thare
but a plle of b k of that becauss
It was one of the places where a6
an early and a rather closse ezamination.
The house *was directly in the middis
of the storm’s path. The prosteated and twisted
trees un both sides point toward the house, The
rotary motlon of the wind left the trees in that
position, Now, If you will examine the bark of
wany of the trees in the path of Lthe storm you
will find it is dead. This I diseovercd was the
case just after the cloud had passed, | exnm-
ined a sumber of trees. From the ilmba in nu-
merous (nstances the bark was stripped, Hut
down on the trunk the vark wasdead. It did
not  have the appearaunce of being on a
racently killed tree. It was just as you might
have sxpected to find 1t on a tree that had been
deadenesd months befors. The wind could not
have killsd and dried the bark in that way.”

Prof. Nash does not go <o far as to say that
the treos acted as conductors for the passage nf
the alectriolty and that the currents vassing
down killed and dried the bark on the whole.
sale acals, but he offers the conditlon of the
bark as one of the Interesting pbenomens of
the mysterious foree exercised,

. The marvellous forco of the cynlone was
exsrted In more than one direction, ' There waa
a lifting, auction movement. which drew things
dpw the moment the cloud reached them,
And then there wasa whirling motion which
tore things intosmall bita gruound them as
inamill while they tmounted toward the centre,
A third direetion of the exercise of power was
the pounding which the earth received. The
Snﬂl of the cyclone, even where It o soft

ddu; Is hard., Seemingly there was an frresls-
tible ifting force in the front of the cloud and
& beating power 1o the rear of it, while, betweoen,
the rotary motion did {ts churning.

Boores of eyewitnesses who wore close to the
edge and obeerved the mpprosch of the clond
describe ita first metion In the same manoer.
They say that when the frontof it resched a
house that house was 11 off its foundntions,
This movenient was simost directly upward,
Jtdid not show the rotary force. Hut whena
houss had been 1ifted from twelve to twernty
feel from the ground it sudaenly went to plecea
and the fragmenta wers swallowed In the vor.
tex. Dr, Michasl, while getting his horse oot of
the shafts of his buggy, and while roonlog to s
cave himeelf, saw the cloud come across several
truck farma [ie saw this smmpe action lo the
cases of the Dulin and Chisolm houses and sev-
eral other bulldings. In each case the buildiug
was lifted whole to s height of twalve or fifteen
rul.l an he judged the distance, snd then went
to pleces before his vision.

*Tt was just aa If they had sxploded when they

got up in the sir' isthe way Dr. Michael de-
scribes this phenomenon.
At the Hnﬁull Iace two bucketa of milk ware
Ium.in* in & well twenty-five feet deep to kesp
oool, he suction drew the buckets out of tha
well and the rotary wmotlon did the reat. The
buckets have not been aeen since,

The hour of hard raln bad covered the earth
with mud pnddles. The eyclone elond lioked up
the muidy water In ita way and rained it down
for Lislf a mile on either nide. Eaat of the path
the south sides of the houses are spattered thick
with mud, Wust of the path the north sides of
the houses are in the same predicament. Peo-
plo who have turned ths garden hose agninst the
salled Louse fronta have found the work of
ocleaning diMeult.  The churning it recsived
made the mud of the consistency of plaster, and
it sticks like the pest of the hornet.

Just where it left the Sherman suburb of
Falrview and passed loto the country the storm
cloud gave one of the nlnuinf exhibitions of its
rotary furee. At the end of } IT“ stroet it came
to the Irvine uud Stadler places, two of the
finest in Fairview. Tho Irvine resldence was on
the west alde of the street, The Stadlers lived
dingonnlly o:rm'l:r. Hoth hauses weres new and
complete in all appointments, The middie line
of the vyclone wiis midway between them. Tle
path st thls point was wile enough to include
the reslidonces and the other boildings. When
it reachied the north edge of Falrview the storm
oluud had maintaioed n continuous ground con-
nection for Afteen willes, an uuusual distance
for a cyclone to “dip™ And yet the havoo
wrought showed no diminution of the destruc.
tive power, The wrecking of the Ilrvine and
Stadler places was ns complete sy anything to
L aeen (n the entire path.

The lrafmrnln of Mr, Irvine's house were
soattered In his neighbor's yard sast of the
atreel, A soction of the Aoor, which was sbout
all that thwﬂnulu hiad falled to reduce to
kindling wood, was left on the ground near
where the roundations of the Stadler house bad
been. When Mr. Stadler got home after the
storm and started out to look for the remnants
of house hie found them on the west alde of
the street. The Irvine house went eastward
across the street. he Stadler house went
westwand adross the strees. Yot the centre of
the eyclone travelled botween them.

Elght members of the Irvine family were at
howme. The hired man, Willlam Hostick, and s
visitor, Miss M llie strong, niade ten, who gath-
ered in oue room just bafore the eyclone came.
They saw the cluud spproaching anid clas
hands, When {he house went to pleces thisy
wern Mfted up, carried throngh the mir, and
dropped in the Sipdler and Mattingly yards
east of the streel.

The eyclone left Sherman by a conntry rond
ruuning a little west of north. *rof, Nash, who
muade the measurements, sayvs the rosd for some
distance 1s a stralght linn 14 degress west of
north. The cyelone’s cantre kept very nearly
in the middle of this road for the best part of a
mile, Its path Inpped over the fencea on bath
sides. oae fances ahow tn a striking manner
the axercise of the forces in different directions,
They were four-strand wire fences, strongly
bullt. Hindreds of the posts were deawn frou
the ground or twisted off. e wires were torn
from the staples, twisted Into one strand, carried
toward the middie of the road, and boatendown
under from half an inol to two inches of hard
dirt.

hereacape from a far worss calamity than the
one which has befallen her.

What cansed these curves? Thatls the most

FREE ICE WATER FOUNTAINS.

Elght of Them t._ -no__..ndr for Fusiness
ts Teanement Misteletes on June 1,

By Junn 1 elght los water fountaing, set up
by the Woman's Aoxillary of the Church
Temperancs Soclety, will be ready to supply
ten water free. clilefly In the tenerment dis
tricta, Hobert Gralinm, secrotary of Lhe sovleiy,
talls this story about the new project

“Three vears ago.,'" he bexan, “when the
propoaltion was made togrant to some llguor
saloons all-night leenses on the ground that
New York never went to bed the Gienoral So.
cloty and the Woman's Auxiliary put thelr
heads togother to consider plans for suoply
tng food and harmless drinks. They hit upon
the lunch wagon plan and furnished the money
to buy thas firat wagon. It cort them $1.000,
mnd At first was & very bad Investment so far
ws money Is concerned, Then it was kept open
only at night. Fionily they kept it apen night
nnd day, and it began tn attract customers.
The first one was placed at Heralil squnre,
and a8 suon as it became self mupporting an-
other was purchased and placed near Hryant
Pack. Boon there was one at Longnore squnre,
one at Unlon square, and now they are look-
Ing around for a place to set wp the fifth, be-
fore they got to the fifth the wagons Legan to
be more than self-supporting, aud naturally
the guestion arose as to how the surp.as canld
be applied 80 ws o bo of the greatest Laneflt 1o
the clty. A wvery thorough study of the tenn:
ment house problem has beon made by the
society. anid we knew that one of the greatest
nemds In the :ty. and one that New York Is
most belilnd in. Is drinking fountains, es-
pecinlly lce water fountains, so the women con
cluded to devote thelr extea funds to the es
tablishment of such fountaine. We declded
to put them uniformiy In the pourest and most
crowded purts of the city.

“Underneath the sidewnlk thers {a placed a
large double lee chest with colled water, pipes
running through 1. We liave an agreement
with an lce company to supply us with 00
pournds of fee for each fountaln every dav. Hulf
Is put in early in the moming, and the
balance In  the nafternoon, AL first we
hardly knew what to do awbout Bunday, fir we
did mot want the lce wigonsto rin that dayv,and
nt thesarne time we knew that familles were
ut home on Sunday and they needed more
water than on any other day. The lesmen
came o our rescue wmd agreed th put oo
pounds of jee into each fountain every =utur-
day night at 10 o'clock. ‘This gives plenty of
culd witer up to midnight Sundny.

“Three of these fountains were tn operation
last surmnmer during June, July, Augtist, and
September, ond proved of great vislue to the
dwellers o tenemente, Experience proved to
us that when cold water cat be hind free the
Leer plteber is ess frequently used,  The first
fountanin was placed at the I'ro: UCinthedral, 10
Srantoen wtreet, inthe midst of a dense tere
ment population, mostly Jews, The sec
was sef up At St Ambrose chiarch, corner of
Thopmson and IPrince streets, wlsothe centre
of & large and poor foreign population, tirace
Misaton House, 540 East Thirteenth street,
wany over near the river, In a very crowiled purt
of the cllJ. got the third,

* The firat three established this year nre at
God’s Providence Houme, 310 Brooine street:
the Itallan Mission, 007 Mulberry atreet, and
the Chupel of the Messinh, Ninety-fifth strect
and Third avenue, and they belong to the Clty
Miasion of the Episcopnl Churcl, The mem-
bera of the Auxiliary concluded thnt they hnd
ns many an they could carry, but such urgent
aP als came In for two more that they de.

MANICURING AT HOME.
One Hramch of s Comstantly Increasing
Business,

0Of the greatly inoreased, and still increasing,
number of persons who have their haods st-
tended to by professional manicures, & con-
nsideravle number now have the work done at
home, Among the customers at the large
manicuring establishments there are almost s
many men as women; those whose hands are
cared for at Lome are nearly all women and
reguinr customers. (iperators are sent to them
at any desired hour from the manicuring es-
tablishments, and there are now vielting mani-
cures who devols themseives entirely to home
work, The visiting manicure aéquires the art
in a manicuring establishment. An apt pupil
can learn the work In two or three months.
Then ahe sets about building up & route of cus-

tomers, Wowmen usually have their hands
cared for onre a week, They are not likely all
to want the work done at the same time, and
the wisiting wanlcure ondenvors to lay oot s
ronte that ean be voversd without lows of time
and which will keep her constantly smployed.

More and more parents now have the hands
of thelr children, both boys and girls, cared for
by a manicure, beginning when the child 1asix
or sevon years old,  In the cane of chilldren, the
work 1s as often done 1o cure them of the hahit
of biting the finger nalls as it |s to beautity
them. It issought to inatil in the child a pride
fnn the apyearance of the nails, and thus to
promot it to preserve them in good order, The
work tbhus begun Is likely to be continued for
porposes of besutifying.

TLn number of people, men and womesn, who
now have thelr feet attended to by the chirop-
odiat, anthey do their bands by the manicure,

as alno inereascd greatly. The work upon the
haods is dune to beautify them: upon the feat,
for comfort. It 18 pow eeautred, by the law of
June B, 1805, that chiropodists shall pass no
examination by w Honrd of examiners of the
Podie Society of the State of New York. Somn
persans have thelr feet eared for at home, but
much the greater number g0 to & manlcaring
establishment In wonleh chiropodists also are
employed, or 1o & chilropodist's estabiisbuwent,
