suicide In tho New York, N'cw Havon and Hart-
ford freight yards at Van Nest yesterday morn-
ing. Uo knolt beside a moving train, laid his
bead across the rail, nnd was decapitated. Ho
was about 40 years old. and from the condition
of his clothing and his genernl appearanco
seems to havo been a respeclablomochanloln
hard luck.

He had discarded his coat, and wore a dark
blue cap so like those worn by railroad
employees that no one paid much attention to
him when he entered the yard. At tho time
Engineer William F. Frost was preparing to
move a train of ten freight cars.

Tho man walked slowly past tho train, and
was nearly a hundred yards ahead, when En-
gineer Frost started the locomotive, and the
heavy line of cars began to move. The trnln
was moving nt about five miles an hour when
tho locomotive passed the man. When tho first
car tiassed him ho suddenly turned, fell on his
hands and knees, and thrust his head forward
under the second car and between the two
trucks on which It rested.

Engineer Frost, who hail seen this, blow a
shrill warning on the wliltle to his brakemen
and reversed Ids engine. The heavv train ran
sixty feet before It could be stoppeti. Then It
came to a standstill with a jerk which threw
two brukemen olf the rear car They wero not
Injured.

The suicide's body lay on the tracks with his
head barely hanging to his body. ISefore the
rear truck of the second car struck hltn ho had
lowered his head until his throat lay on the rail.
He had done thin so carefully that his head was
practically uninjured, although two cars and
the rear truck of the second car had passed over
hltn.

Engineer Frost, who lives at 1,007 Washing-
ton atenue. was arrested and remandtd In
Morrlssnla Court to the custody of the Coroner.
The suicide's body wa;taken to the West
Chester police station and thence to the Morgue.
