" My mamma Is sick. She's not very sick.

Tho day after a ) ottng man had been branded
as a wlfo murderer, nnd hud been ma lo to stand
almost In tho slmdow of tho scaffold, his elder
son tells a story, In baby lancuncc. to bo sure.
but as well as a baby's brain could think tho
sentences his lips expressed, that would renin to
completely exonerate thu lather from tho terrl-bl- e

crime nf which hn Is acoused.
Soon aflor tho death of .Mrs. Jackson on Sat-urd-

morning the two JackBon children,
Charles Carter and his '.'t-- ) car-ol- d brother,
Donnld I.e Jenne. were taken to tho resldenco
of A. II. llurtllck, not far from w hero tho Jack-son- s

lived, to retelvo at Mrs. Btirdlck's hands
tho raro that a mother would noverglvo them
again.

Yesterday morning, before tho llttlo fellows
wero taken to relatives of their dead mother In
Plalnlleld. Carter, as oerybody calls hint, mado
that portion of the statement quoted nbovo, rela-
tive lo his mother's Hlckncss and tho cause of It.

"Probably the most interestlne fact in tho
huitory of tho mine camp of Morcnr, Utah, of
whoso growth as a gold producer Tits Sun
mado mention tho other day, Is that It was a
worked-ou- t sllvor camp bofore It became a
gold camp, and vory likely would liavo

nn abandoned camp indofenlUly but
for tho energy of tho gold hunters when the
prlco of sllvor wont to tho dogs," said Charles
II. Jacobs, a Utah mlnor.twho has boon at tho
Imperial, "It was In 1870 that tho camp
camo into oxistenco. It was known as I,uwls-to- n

then, and In U10 survoy maps It was, and Is
now, known as tho Camp Floyd district. Very
llkoly you pooplo of tho East novor hoard much
of anything about it, thuugh It wns not only a
lively camp, but It had aa rich dcposlta of sil-
ver as anybody need wish for. Tho ore was
found clilolly In pockots, but thoso woro large,
and thoy yielded all tho way from 600 to 1,000
ouuees of motnl to tho ton. Botrwecn 1870
and I87cl tho district had a population of 3,000
or 4,000 peoplo, and tho product of tho mines
amounted to a good many millions of dollars
perhaps $1,000,000.

Having failed of election In Paris, hegol himself
elected to the National Assembly In 18T1 from
the Department of tho Marnc, lie classed him-
self among t he members of the Left and rece Iv ed
from Thiers, on Feb. Ill, 1871. the portfolio of
Public Instruction lu tho Cabinet nf concilia-
tion. He retained It until May. 187.1, when he
resumed his seat In tho Asseinbl), becoming tho
chief of tho Left.

He was elected a Senator for life on Dec. Ul,
187S. He became Premier of tho new .Ministry
which was formed In December. 1877. holding
with tho Presidency of tho Council tho port-
folio of tho Interior. He was forceil out of tho
Cabinet by Marshal .MacMahon In Ma). 1S77.
M. Simon wns elected a membar of thu French
Academy in 187.r. and the Academy elected
nlm In 1880 to the new supreme Kducntlonal
Council.

He was elected permanent Secretnr; of tho
Academy of Moral and Political .'cience In
188'.'. Ills last appearance in political life was
whon he advocated free trade to no purpose in
November, 18111. The list of M. Simon's works
