Franco which Is of great ttitcrcxt to Americans
in thnt It will kIvb to them advantages ceiunl
to thoso they now enjoy In nenuunj. advant-ages. Uint hnvo proved o nttrncttvo that mnro
than one thousand Americans nro now regu-
larly enrolled In tho various Herman und Aus-ttlft-

unlvcrslltcs.vvhllo not more thnn thirty nro
found In Franco. And this chimin, which

mounts almost to n revolution whin tho con-
servatism of the French people in regard to
the educational system is eein.idcrcd. Is cspc-cUU- r

interesting to Americans, In thnt tho
Initial movement Mas started hy an American
in tho interest of American students. A llttlo
over a year ago the attention of French educa-
tors was called to tho fact that of tho huu-drod- s

of Amorlcan students who n abroad
each year to do spoclal work lu Euroin'nn
ichools. nearly all ko to Ocrmany nnd n scat-
tering fow to France, lleasons thcro certain-
ly wcro for this, and It was an American, Dr.
Harry J. Furber, Jr., of Chicago, who. In a
memorial presented to tho French Minister of
iMbllo Instruction, pointed out why thisstnto
Of affairs existed. The memorial attracted at-
tention at once, and on June 7, 1803, a month
after It was presented, M. Mlohcl Ureal, mcm
Ter of tho Instltuto and professor in tho Col-leg- o

do France, published In the Journal tfrs
Dtbal an article. troating of tho subject and
commenting on Dr. Furbor's memorial, nnd
nrglnn that steps bo taken to clvo American

,i itudouta opportunities equal to thoso they hnvo
f in Uermany.

The movement thus started did not stop. A
i Comlte Franco-AmerlcH- was formed in Purls

composed of the foremost educators of France,
and this committee ocean to consider tho re-
forms that were necessary ami could bo ac-
complished without disarranging the machin-
ery of higher education. An ad Istu-- y or

committee of educators In this
country was formed, nnd in a year tho work In
one faculty was accomplished and well ad-

vanced tn another, whllo In a third, thnt of
medicine, tho privileges of American students
of which they were about to be deprived, were
preserved to them.

Dr. Furber arrived from Franco yesterday
npon La Touralne, and In tho afternoon gave
a 80s reporter an account in detail of the
changes, at first desired for Americun stu-
dent only, but ending by affecting tho whole
French student body.

It Is necessary flrst to glvo an idea of the
university system of France. Thcro is first
the University of France, which is composed of
all the colleges and universities In the country,
and which confers the higher degrees. In
Paris is tho Sorbonne, the University of Paris,
with its flvo faculties. Protestant theolcg) ,
law, medicine, letters, and science; the Col-Ug- e

de France, composed of the great profes-
sors of U10 Sorbonne, In which higher and
more tpectalireci: work is done, and tho vari-
ous special schools, such as the ficole des
Uautes tudos and tho colo ilea Sciences Poll- -

1 tlques.
Xo question hos ever been raised as to the

Jh advantages offered to American students in
B Paris, but they have not gone there because

I J the restrictions as to study have been too ouer- -
' ous, they not having the privilege of electing

whatever studies they wish to pursue, as they
have In Germany. Speaking of tho relntito
number of students In Germany and Franco,
Dr. Furber In his memorial said :

"To what is this to tw ascribed?" Unless It
be assumed that France is intellectually In
ferior to Uermany au assumption that can
hardly be maintained the only possible ground
for this phenomenon would seam to be eitherthat the Americans aro unaware or the merits
of French .scholarship or that some obstacledeprives thtm of freo access to the schools of
France. Tho former explanation is admini-
cle only aa a corollary of tho latter. The
real reason for the scarcity of American stu-
dents in France ami the successful rivalry of
Germany In pirticular may be found, ptr-ha-

in the regulations which ntfect a foreign
student tn tho universities of this respective
countries.

"In Uermany an American is allowed to
matriculato and qualify for a degre-- o on tho
oasis or a certiucate 01 graduation from some
reputable college of the Unit-- d States, in
certain Instances, though with questionable
propriety, even this rendition is dispensed
with. Throughout his coursa ho is at libert) .
moreover, to elect the studies ho may desire
to pursue. The two functions of the unlvor-ilt-

that of providing facilities for education
and that of certifying to intellectual attain-
ment by tho granting of diplomas, are Kept
rigidly distinct; nnd the student ts free from
examination, excepting when he chooos to
apply for a degree. Prior to this Juncture there
is no effort made to test his progress no dis-
position to question the nature or method of
his work. Credentials certifying to the pro-
ficiency of his curly schooling, n :ertnln
minimum of time spent at the universities of
Germany, and a severe tint of his abllltiei at
Uie termination of his course are, in "hort.

Just what this mentis. Dr. Furber explained
yesterday.

"An American now can enter the fncultyof
science and elect his three studies on which ho
will gt a degree. He may study In Pnric a

cnr, devoting himself to one of tho studies.
At the end of thnt yenr he will take nn examina-
tion, after which, ir successful, hei will receive
n rrilinriKitVlueli'. The next J ear ho ma) goto
llordeaux or I.lllo or l.joiis, nnd devole him-
self to his second subject And pass n ex-
amination, nnd the next jenr ho may do like-wl- e,

or ho may let a ear or two elapse be-
tween his studios. When he has pas-e- d tho
t hreo examinations he receives n li'ncl. and
then nil he has to do Is to write his thesis and
defend It and get his degree. Ho call do thisat oneo or twenty jears after.

Iho student can take nil studies at once If
ho wants to. nud pass his exululuatlons nt tho
same time or en bloc. This much wo have got
from tho faculty of science. From that of let-
ters wo shall. 1 think, get the same privileges
soon. Tho faculties of law and theology af-
fect us llttlo, nnd we don't enro what changes
aro made.

"Now, In tho faculty of medlclno most of
these privileges hAvo ulrend) been granted,
but thcro has been a very strong movement im
foot to bar foreign students out altogether, lnceaue so many of them practlso in France, andare successful rivals of the French doctors. Thismovement has Wen baulked, and a compromise)
will benlfectedliy which the liberties of prac-
tice will be taken from foreigners, but they
will hnvo tho snmo privileges of study they
havo had In the past, If not greutor."
