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From the Mother of Presidenta.

GrorGE WABHINGTON, whose nunselfish
- patriotiam established the precedent limit-
Ang the tenure of the Presidential office to
two terms in the case of any Indlvidual, and
JTioMA8 JEFFERSON, whose incomparable
political wisdom and foresight accepted that
precedent as a principle necessary to the
permanence of our freo institutions, were
both sons of Virginia,

From the Democrats of the State that gave
to this nation WasnINGToN and JEFFER-
BON, the Stata In which nearly one-third of
all the Presidents of the United States have

_been horn, comes with peculiar approprinte-
ness nt the pressnt time thia affirmation of
the unwritten law that there shall be no
third term:

“It 1a the unwritten law of thia republia, satab-
liahed by the custom and usage of ons hundred years
and sanctioned by the sxample of tha greatast and
wiseat of thosa who have [ ded and intal ned
oir Government, that no man ahould bo sllgible for &
third term of the Proaldential offon,”

The Democratic Convention which haa
got this example to the Democrats of every
other State {n the Union was mnde up of
men favoring the gold standard and of men
favoring the independent free colnage of

_milver at the ratio of 18 to 1. The silver
men outnumbered the gold men by about
three to one, There were differences of opin-
fon in the Staunton Conventlon as to the
financial platform; but not a single voice,
so far as we can ascertain from the reports,
was ralsed in opposition to the resolution
againgt third terma.

Virginia leads. Let the Demoersey of
every State in which a Democratio Conven-
tion is yet to be held put Itself asa squarcly
in the right on the third term question,
whether the majority in its councils hap-
pens to be for gold or for silver.

Now ia the time for the Doemocracy to
write in ineffacenble characters the unwrit-
ten law ; now, and not in some future Presi-
dential year, when perhaps a Republican
President, having held two terma of office,
shall be Intrigning for a third term nom-
Ination, or actually standing as a candidate
for a third election, and it shall become the
patriotic duty of the Democratia, party to
defeat and overthrow him.

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Extradition.

The rumor in Philadelphia that Spaln
may demand the extradition of all per-
sons who have engaged in fllibustering ex-
peditious from this country to Cuba seems
absurd on its face.

The offence in the case supposed 1s & vio-
lation of our statutes, and we should not
tum over the offenders to Spain i{n order
that our laws might be vindicated Nor
does there appear to be any reason for sup-
posing that such offences come within the
terms of the extradition treaty. Certalnly
the case is not one of piracy, and that ap-
pears to be the offence nearest to filibaster
ing among those named in the treaty. The
contrast, too, between the case of Spanish
eriminals committing offences in Cuba and
then escaping from justice to Amerlca, and
American citizens charged with breaking
our neutrality laws by aiding a political
uprising in the laland, is manifest.

Bpanish officials have pushed very far, at
times, their desire to have our Government
help them in checking movements here in
sympathy with the patriot cause in Cuba,
but we do not think they would venture to
make 8o prep ous a d nd

The Fight Over the Shipa,

In rejecting the compromiss npon three
pew battle ships and s price limlit of §425
& ton for their armor, the Senate has taken
ADn extraordinary course.

The original navy appropriation bill was
passed in the House by an overwhelming
majority, and It proposed four battle ships
and a large number of torpedo boats. The
only opposition to it was by a part of the
Houss that Insisted on slx battle ships.
The Senate madea great number of changes,

" among them belng the cutting down of the
battle ships to two, a reduction In the allow-
ance of torpedo boats which made it certain
that their number must be reduced, and a
limit in the price of armor to $250 a ton.
The House conferees yielded by degrecs
almost everything at stake, except the bat-
tie ships and the price of armor. Oneminor
mantter relating to the personnel was con-
ouded to the Iouse, but even as to the tore
pedo boats the Senate had its own way,
although three important changes were in-
volved, The concessions of its conferees
were concurrod in by the House,

At last, even in the mattor of the battle

ehips, the House conferees, although they had
received Hittie or nothing of consequence from
the Sennte conferees In return for thelr own
concesslons, agreed to a compromise, They
met the Senate's reprosontatives half way
by making the number of battleships three,
and the maximum cost of armor $425
ton, Instead of 500 as they would have
preferred.  On Suturday the Senate rejected
this conference report by the bare majority
of 24 ngninst 22,
b seenin o us that the House has now
gone fur enough o the sacrifice of its con-
victions as to what the eonntry's defence
réguires. Even four battle ships, with the
torpedo honts proposed, woull be a less
contly provision for new construetion, as
we hisve already shown, than the one mala
o Lthe navy bill of 1800, A reduetion to
threee Lattle ships I8 the ntmost that ouglit
nuw to be conceded, The Senate's aetlon,
put on the ground of economy, is prepos-
terous, coming after a prondigions River and
Harbor bill, which it had sugmented by
millions,

An to the armor plates, the rejection by
the Sennte of the action of its conferees is
very strango. The fixing of any maximum
price is u Senate innovation, growlog out of
sundry investigotions in which » Senate
eommitice beenme interestol. The House
eonferevs nierely soughit not to have the
billerippded by ton low s price, if tho Navy
Departinent authorities vouldn't be trosted
to determoine whot wias excossive ey ol
served thnt e colibrat, le
few weok= no, on Blids subiiibtod, was for
smuuch more than $00U & twou, sud tuat it

i
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was a reduction from former prices. Th
heaitated, therafore, withont better informn-
tion than the Senate conld give, to make
#0 narrow & limit as 8850 a ton,

It should be noted that fixing the maxi-
mum price of armor at 84256 a ton does
not Imply that this amount will be paid,
just aa fixing the maximum oost of the hull
and machinery of a new battle ship at
$8,600,000 does not prevent bids st £2,600-
000. The only mistake in either case
would be that of putting the maximum so
low aa to prevent any biddiog.

But if the Senate continnes to reject the
ndvice and agreement of {ts own conferces
as to the armor, and neeepts the three battle
shipe, & way out of the difficulty may be
simply to provide that no further contracts
for armor shall bé entered into until Con-
gress shall hereafter fix the price. The
armor for the Kearsarge and the Kentucky
was not eontracted for until more than n
year aftar they were authorized, and six
months hence Congress will again be In
session, and can then take up this subject
in ample soason, provided the battle ships
are authorized now.

The Frivolons Goo Goos.

The Goo Goos are recovering thelr bump-
tlousness bravely, and are now procecding
to add to It impudence., These callow
youths, Joined in the most ludicrons and
preposterous associntion ever bronght to-
gether for political purposes, are taking
themselves so seriously that they have
actually addressed a letter to Governor
MortoN ealling upon him to submit to
thelr inspection *'the namen of auch gentle-
men as have been recommended and are
before you for appointment' as Greater
New York Commissloners. They explain
that they want to sce them in onder to
decide which they llka beat, or if they like
any at all. In their own language thoy
want a chance to give "an expression of
their views' on the subject, or, In other
words, to get an excuse to write and to
publish another letter.

Now, we do not doubt that it is fhinpor-
tant for this political kindergarten to ox-
press {ts “views," The Goo (oo0s need the
training which may be acquired by the ex-
preasion. It will do them good to get ont
such thoughts as they have in theirdebating
societies, under a competent instructor; but
while they are nndergolng the proceas of in-
tellectual training and are slowly learning
something about the politieal questions
with which they seck to grapple, kind
frienda should warn them agninst making
public the puerility brought outin their drill
rooms. They are a very awkward squad
just now, but i{ they keep at it they mny
improve eventually so that they ean give a
public exhibltion which will go far to re-
move the impression produced by thelr first
comical appearance In politics, The publie
do not now want their ** views:" they want
them to become eapable of having views
worth serfous attention.

In the flrst place, thelr whaole movement
{8 a childish conception. A Good Govern-
ment Club {s an absurdity. The whole pur-
pose of politicsa s merely to secure good
government, according to the different
Judgment of political parties. Every party
is a good government party in the opinlon
of its followers. That isthe reason for lts
existence; yet these humptious Gon (Goos
imagined that they had conceived a new
idea, and they procesded w0 patent
it a8 an original discovery, They were not
for any party, they said, but only for good
government; and then they proceeded to
mnke a party of themselves, which, belng
counted at the election, turned out to be
composed of about 1,500 voters out of the
whole number of regular partisans, num-
bering about 800,000. That is, they had
about one-half of one per cent. of the vate
of thiscity, There were so many political
fools in New York, and no more. At least
no more were willing to stand upand be
counted and ticketed as such,

It is this pltinble collection of politieal
folly and intellectual {nnetivity which now
presumes  to mdvise Governor Monros
concerning the Greater New York, a
scheme comprehensible ouly hy  men
of developed minds.  This little erowid
of 1,600 in the Infant class of poli-
ties asanmes o speak, and really imagines
that it apeaks, as the representative of the
mature intelligenee and judgment of this
great city which is to be, with its popula-
tion of three and & half millions. The Goo
Goos  actually suppose  that Governor
Moptns, 8 man of long experience in both
politics and business affnirs, a man of real
consequence, will wiolate canfidence in
order to get the heneflt of thelr ealluw eriti-
cisms as to a matter of the llghest impor-
tance, and a public duty which taxes tho
resources of the broadest statesmanship,
They expect him to eall ou alot of humnp-
tions children and their dull-witted adule
associntes to give him counsel concerning
the performance of a function committed to
bim by the people,

Wa are approaching a8 grave perlod of
polities in loeal afTairs, and uo senslble man
has any time just now for amusing himself
with Goo Goo frivolities.

Melquizo, the Savage,

The subaltern of WEYLER'S who has
gnlned the worst reputation for savagery
in Cubn is Gen. CAYETAN MELQUIZO. His
misdecds could not be more horrifying
than those of Gen. LuQue ar Geu, MU ar
Col, TEJADA ; but he has had such opportu-
nitles for rioting In ferocity ns have fullen to
no other Spanish officer fn Cuba, Men of
his kind were held in restraint during the
administration of MARTINEZ CAMPOS: but
slnee WEYLER was put in power four months
ago, CAYETAN MELQUIZO hina had sll the
atimulua needed to sustain him in his won-
strous performances,

The record of MELQUIZO in the present
war resembles that of WEYLER himself in
the ten yenrs' war, the detalls of which wera
printed In the * Book of Blood'"; and we
may suppose, ns WEVYLER recontly declirod
that he merely obeyed VALMAREDA'S orders
when formerly in Cuba, that MELgUIzo ean
now sny that he meraly executes WEYLER'S
orders, Nefther MELQUIZO nor WEYLER is
a soldier of the battlefleld: both of these
men have gained thelr notorlety In Cubn s
sloughterers of belpless people, Thele mili-
tury exploits are unrecorded; jt s with
dreeds of shime that their nnmes are prin-
clpally associnted.

Soon after WEYLER arvived ab Huvann, In
February lust, we hegno to get reports of
Mewguizo's deeds, In the flrst week of
March, just after the Guatno massacre, we
learned of the affair pear Cosiquas, Havans
provinee, where he fell upon and shot all
the pacifle conntry people within reach,
among whom were & scptuagenarian, live
buys, the rurai doctor, and s child, the
pames of all of whom were printed ln Tie
BUN, From that time ouwand, durlve n
pertond of three months, or nntil he was

A few days afterward he killed nine pons
ants at Bainon nnd eight other people living
near there, Including A woman and two
children. Wheraver he went that month,
which wan his first month of slanghter, he
dealt mercilesaly with the helpleas, hundreds
of whom fell nt his hands, Tle began the
month of April with the Good Friday affalr
at Campo Florida, and it was when we pub-
lished the record of that day, and thoe names
of nine of the slaln, among whom were
savernl storekeepors, anold schoolmaator, and
a cripple wirl, that we printed MELQUIZO'S
pleture, The eritel deadn of Menguizo In
April were even more numercons than in the
previons month, amd the reanlta of his threo
dnys of murder at Minns were made mnni-
fest in the llst of the dewd paelficos
which we printed. At the month's end
the Captain-Genornl wna so well plensed
with the savagery of MeLgurizo that he
recommended hin promotion to the rank of
divivion commandar, thongh he conld point
not to any battle, but only to a petty
skirmish, In which he had besn engaged.

A Havana letter recently published in
Tine Svx contained a part of MELQUIZO'S
record for the month of May., Women were
bayoneted, eolored ehildren were put to the
sword, laborers wero shot in the flelds, 1t
seemod as though the man, whose picturo
makes him look only about 40 years old,
had grown mors bloodthirsty every woek
of his life in Cuba, more eager for the blood
of unresiating Cubana.

It grieves us to receive such roporta as are
here summarized about the conduct of any
soldier belonging to the army of any elvil-
fzed country. It s with pain that we have
printed the reports of the past thres months
about MELgUizo, who |s a disgrace to the
profeasion of arma,  He has just been recom-
pensed for his deeds by Captain-Gen-
eral WEYLER, n man of his own kind,
who has secured his  promotion, and
put him in command at the trocha nenr
Havana. Fortunately for the people liv-
ing thereabouts, the unguailing revolution-
int, Gen. MACEO, I8 near at hand and will
see toit that in the provinee of Pinar del
Rio MELQU1Z0 shall not engage In the cow-
ardly practices nssoclated with his name.

Among the several milltary malefactors
whom Spaln has sent to Cuba aa subalterns
for the wretched WEYLER, MEIQUIZO un-
doubredly stands foremost.

Privileged Communlcations to Laws
yera and Dootors,

The term privileged communications is
used by lawyers to denote those confidential
statements which are made by e¢llents to
their attorneys, by patients to their phy-
sicians, and by echurchmen to thelr priests,
A notable change in the law of privileged
communieations was made at the last ses
sion of the Legislature and will take effect
on the 1st day of September.,

The secrets of the attorney's office were
protected by the conimon law of England;
but not so the secrets of the slek room and
the confessional. In New York, however,
statutes were long ago enncted which ex-
tended to physicinns nnd to clergymen of
all denominations the same privilege of re
fusing to disclose professlonnl eommunica-
tions as was enjoyed under the common
law by attorneys and counsel; and now the
statutory provisioos In regnrd to privileged
eommunications to members of all three
professions are grouped together In the
Cinle of Civil Procedure.

Sectlon 845 of the Code relates to Inwyers
and reads thus; * An attorney and eannsel-
lor at lnw shall not be allowed to disclose a
communication made by his elient to him
or his advice given thereon in the course of
his professional employment.” The amend-
ment which goes Intoeffect at the begin-
ning of September will make it read thus:

“An attorney or connaslior at law shall oot ba al
lowed to distiose s communication made by his
cllent to him, or his advice given thereon, In the
cuursn of his professionsl employment, nor shall any
cirrk, stenographie® or other person employved by such
attorney or counscllor he allowed to disclose any
such cotmunication or advice given thereon.”

The change, It will be ohservedd, conslsts in
the addition of the clause concerning clerks,
stenographers, and other employecs of Inw-
yers. Buch persons are frequently present
nt interviews at which confldential state
wents are mmle to counsel, and often act ns
the messengers of the olient to transmit such
stutements,  In these enses, the privilege
and duty of the lawyer to remaln silent
do wery little good to the elient I the law-
yer's clerk or stenographer or oflice hoy may
be compelled to speak; and henee it has
been deemed wise to extend the requirement
of secrecy to the lawyer's servants, whatever
thelr enpacity.

A similar extension wonld also seem to be
expedlent so far as privileged communien-
tlons ta medical men are concerned,  As the
Inw now stauds it prolibits nny person
“duly suthorized to practise physie or sur-
gery " from disclosing any Information ae-
quired by him in sttending a patient in a
professionnl eapneity, and which was neces-
sury to ennble him to act in that capncity,
This obviously applies only to regularly
licensed physiclans and surgeons, and not
to trained nurses or hospital stewards nnd
attendants, Tt seems to us that they also
#hould he compelled to keep seeret thelr
knowledge of the allments of those under
their care.

All the World Before Us,

For a year past the mind has often lgen
turned toward countrios not rdinnrily pro-
litle sourees of wews interest: turnel to-
wirdl Hussin, for example, by the coronation
of the new Cear, or toward Persin by the
astinssination of the Shal, or oward Tur-

To the use of electricity, to the tolegeaphio
wires upon the land, nud the eables uniler
the sea, it 1s thint we owe this intimacy with
onr fellow men everywhere,
