dent  Harrlson's Admintsieation  and brings
the history down to Mr. Clovelhnd*s first (xate
of bonde in the following statement;

“Largely on mecount of avprelienslons in
this country and abrond ns to the Aty af
the Government of the Unfted Kiates to con-
tinmo tho current redemption of 1ts  notes 1n
gold coln nand maintaln the parlty of the twe
muotals, the exvorts of wolll during the fNscal
year 1RA3, which ¢loced June 20, 18979, rencliod
the unprecedonted atnount of S108,G80,844,
nearly all of which was withdrawn from the
publie Treasury by the preseniation of notas
for redemption.

WasHinaTon, June W—At noon on Friday
Capt, Frederick Rogers, rovently of the Now
York Navy Yard., will run up the sational
colors to the mnnst head of tlis battlo slip Mnssn-
cousetis and read Lis orders from the Secretary
of the Navy mssigning him to her command.

After s short spin outside of the Delaware
capes Lo shiuke down her engines, preparatory to
Active service this summer with the sguadron
off Newport, the Massachusetts will proceed o
Stapleton and report to the Admiral command-
fug the home station.  With the Massachuselta
nasigned to the fleet, the nome squadron wiil be
the greatest nggregation of powerful tghiters
nnd cruisers the navy has had togerther at ons
time in 1ts history -two first-rate battie ships,
te Iondiaua and Massachiusetta: two second.
rate oues, the Texas and the Malne; two power-
ful const. defunce vessels, the Amplitrite and
the Terror, and seven or elght crulsers, exclu-
sive of threo torpedo boats and the ram katali-
din.
