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The Fall in Bllyer in 1808,

In support of the proposition that the
Unitod States eonld safely enter upon the
free volnnge of silver at the ratio of 10 to 1,
without the coneurrence of any other na-
tinn, onr esteemed Goorgla contemporary,
the Augusta Chronfele, quotes n lotter
on the subject written by Mr. MoORETON
FREWEN, a distinguished British bimetal-
list, to the Hon. R, P. BLAXD of Minsouri.
Among other things Mr. FREWEN sayns:

* On & eertaln Monday t8 Juns, 1808, the ratio of
pliver to gold wasas 1 to #4; on the Friday of the same
week It waa 1 to B0; your *seventy-cent dollar’ had
in four daya become a ‘fifty-cont doliar '~and why t
Becanse the mints of & slngle forelgm country, India
(mg & ‘firsitrate’ country in polnt of trade), had

elossd, Presuwmably, thon, had the Indian mints
reopéned on that Friday, the ratio would have re
verted from 1 to 80 o | to 24 befors the
following Wednesday., Now, let me ask those who
objeot to free colnage In the United Biates what would
havi been the effect If, on that sams Wedneaday, you
bad opened your mints to the free colnage of sliver?
If Ind'a single handed had beon able to ralss the ratio
20 per cent.—that In, from 1 to 80 to 1 to 84—y fres
enlnnge, would not the additonal support of the
Unlied States have earried the ratlo to 1 10 16-ariss
of {18 per cont. more; and, If the United States could
not have accomplished thia through free colnage, will
somebody explain why?"

Mr, FREWEX is slightly inaccurate in his
figures. The highest price thatsilver reached
in London in June, 1803, was 88 penco per
gtandard ounce, equivalent to 84 cents per
fine ounce in this market, so that its ratlo to
gold was as 24'4 to 1, not 24 to 1, and the
bullion value of our silver dollar was 034
cents, and not 70 centa.  Upon the closing
of the Indin mints the price in London
suddenly dropped to 80 pence, equivalent
to 08 cents per fine ounce in this market,
mnking its ratio to gold 20% to 1, and the
bullion value of our sllver dollar a little
more than 50 cents,

These errors are of no importance, except
as showing the lack of precision and of care-
fulness of statement in Mr. FREWEX'S mind ;
but a more serious defect 1s his omitting
to mention that the drop In price from 38%
to 30y pence in London was owing to
speculative sales, from which a recovery
almost  immediately took place, carry-
g the price up to 84% pence in
July, 1893, and to 847¢ pence In August,

1894, It would probably have gone back
s0 iS¢ pence, but on Aug. 7, 1508,
eame the specinl session of Congress

ealled expressly to stop the purchase by our
Government of 54,000,000 ounces of silver
a yvenar, and this threw, in effect, 54,000,000
additional ounces a year upon the market.
Even when the stoppage actually took
ploce, the price, Instead of falling, rose from
811, to 3290 pence, because Secretary
CARLISLE, without waiting for the action of
Coungress, had redueed his purchases of ail-
ver, 0 that from July 1 to Oct. 81, 16803,
they amounted to but H,226,000 ounces,
instead of the 15,000,000 required by the
provisions of the SHEKRMAN act, and thus
the cffect of the stoppage hud been antici-
pated.

Mr. FREWEN asks why the Uglted States
cannot, by free coinage, raise the value of
pilver to 18 to 1. The answer is, that un-
der free coinnge the converting of silver
bullion into silver dollars would not in the
least diminish the guantity of the metal in

the mnrket, At present nobody can af-
ford to melt down sllver dollars  for
manufnctiuring  purposes,  because  they

are  worth nearly twies as much in
the shape of coin that they would be
in thoat of Lullion, If, howewver, silver
bullion Is made convertible at pleasure into
cuin, eoin will also be econvertible at plens-
ure ek into bullion, and thus free colnage
would have no effect upon the commercinl
ratio of silver to gold. The ratlo would con-
tinue to be, as it s now, about 81 to 1, and
our dollar would be depreciated to about 62
cents in gold,

An Inevitable Consequence.

ought to Le an unneeossary requirement, It
8 o surplisnze, which implies that the offl-
cer Ix capnble of violating his onthy but the
explanation nude by the Roman Catholie
pociety thiat the A P AL Is industelons In
socking to olitaln the adbesion of political
caudidiutes o ls policy and prinelples of
proseciption affords an excuse for such s
polley.  If the one side obtains the ear
of the candidate, o onght to pay attention
to the other whon it comes demanding only
that Lo should obey his onth in the letter
aud the spirit. " The A, 1L ALY aceording
to the illustration of this Roman Catholic,
M goes to Major MUKINLEY, for instance,
and asks him to sapport it in its perseeu-
tlon of Homan Cathelies:” and *all we
shall nsk hilm is whether or not he bas given
assurnnees to the A, P. A, that he will
support its paliey." That, assuredly, in &
falr question, and Mr, MCKISLEY ought in
reason to glve it & square answer., Every
candidate fur office onght to be willing and
snxious to nnpounce that ho is free from
obligations or sympathles which would pre-
vent him from rewdering full obediencs to
an official outh.

Conseruently, let us hope, this organized
opposition to the A, P A, will tend to deter
all candidntes for office snd all parties wnd
politicians from any course which looks like

¢ Woleration of that un-American movement,

#0 mischisvous and so dangerons in ita pur-
poses, The new order should ecarefully
avold every Inclination among its member-
ship to go further in m politienl direction.
Bo far, it will stand upon sound ground, but
beyond there is peril,

It in not probable, nay, it Is not possible,
that the A, P, A, movement shonld be per-
manent. The old Know-Nothing fanati-
olsm seomed at one time to bo assuming
proportiona dangerous to the republic; but
it suddenly went to pleces at a time when
proportionately the number of Homan Cath-
olles wan much less thanit {s now, nnil there
wan a provineinl Ignorance of the dinposi-
tion of foreigners which does not exist at all
at this period.

Now the Roman Catholica constitite
about one-thirl of tha religions communi-
cants of this country. They are about na
mnany aa the combined strength of the two
principal Protestant denominations, the
Baptista and the Methodiat. Except in the
Bouth, they are numerous and are Increns-
ing In every State and every conalderable
oommunity. New Fngland itself, once the
grent stronghold of Drotestantism, Is atead-
i1y becoming more and more Roman Catho-
lic. As they are multiplying, toy, the olid
prejudice against them, sueh ns it wos, Is
passing away. There I8 now more religions
tolerance than at any previous perlod since
the birth of Christlanity, There is no wide
spread or conslderable publie dislike or dis-
trust of them. That sentiment, so power-
ful, apparently, in the Know-Nothing dnys,
{s obviously weak now, Roman Catholics
are American eitizens, divided between the
two great politieal partles, and such pro-
soription as the A, . A, iInculeates fsop-
poned to the interests of both,

Hence the new order is really nnnecessary
for the self-protection of our Homan Catho-
lic countrymen, They aro in no danger
from A. P. A, blgotry. Tut, as we have
aald, it was natural and {t was inevitable
) that they should organize agninst that per-
niclons institution,

Whom or What Will They Fighet?

“The money questlon,'” the McKiNLEY
men keep on saying, **is n secondary lssue,
although important. The main 18sue is the
tarifl, and the Republican party will make
fts flght on that."

This sentiment finds repeated expression
from MCKINLEY managers and McKINLEY
orguns in varfous parts of the country. It
{s pronounced so persistently and so em-
phatieally that it must mean something.

What doss it mean? What is the tarifl
{ssue which Is to be the principal fssue of
the comingeampaign ? On that {asue who
fs it, or what Is it, that the McKINLEY He-
publicans expect to fight #

Certalnly not the present high protective
tarifl, enacted by n Congress Democratie in
both branches, and allowed to becoms a
law by a Democratic President, who,
nevertheless, denounced It as too atro-
clously protective to recelve his slgna-
ture. The present tariff s one of the
highest protective tariffs ever In force
in the United States. Its average rate falls
short of the average rate of the preceding
tarill, distinguished as the McEINLEY tariff,
by wery little. A Presldential campalgn
waged in support of the general theory of
protection as against the general theory of
tariff taxation for revenus only, 18 o
conceivable thing. Such a campalgn oec-
curred four yeara ngo. BBut a Presidential
campalgn turning on the question whether
forty-one per cent., let us say, or forty-seven
per cent. shall be the average rate of protecs
tion, is utterly inconeceivable to Lthe ordinary
mind. You are not going to flre up much
enthusinsm in the hearts of either the forty-
oners or the forty-seveners,

Is the fight to be for the rearrangement or
readjustment of the protection afforded by
the schedules of the existing tarlff ' That
undertnking might involve differences of
opinion important enough to start a con-
troversy in a Committee on Ways and
Means, or even to occasion a lively debate
in the House, sitting as o Committes of the
Whole. Hardly important enough to fill
and Inflame the length and brewdth of the
Unlon In a Presidential year,

Or s It merely to gontend in behalf of the
theory of protection, ns an abstract proposi-
tion, that the warriors of MeKinleyism
are arming themselves! Do they want to
smashi the last  Demoeratle  national
platform? The enterprise s superflu-
ous; the Democracy has smashed the
platform already. The Democrats them-
selves have abandoned the position which
the MOKINLEY Hepublicans purpose to at-
tack. The McKINLEY warrlors may
march forth to ocenpy a stronghold which
has been evacunted Ly its garrinon, but it is
s strained use of the English Iauguage to
speak of such a procesding as a fight, much
less as the prinelpnl fight of o great Presi-
dential ecampaign,

It requires two shides to make o fight, It
requires two palitieal parties, both earnestly
Interested and hot for the wager of battle, to
make & main issue for a Presidential cam-
paign,  What Is the tarifT issue sehich looms
before the excited imaginations of those He-
publicans who profess to regnrd the canse
of honest money and the gold standard as
of subordinate importance ¥

Noubody yet hns told us this, in lnugunge
clear ¢nough to e comprehensible,

The Great Canal,

Wi fear that the best interests of the Niea-
ragun Canal enterprise have bardly been
served by the way In which Congress hns
neted upon the subject at the presont sesslon,
It s certalnly s matter of great regret that
m littlo of value has been accomplistied
townrld furthering it, and thint when Con-
gress comes Logether again in December it
may be found searcely sdvanced heyond its
condition in Decoinber, 1805, In is true
that n ennal bill has been reported by the
House committee, but the whiole subject
must still be fonght out nexs year,

Before Congress met Inst Decembera coms
mission of expert engineers had maden re
port on thelr visit o the canal, which had
beon undertaken nt the express divection of
Congress, and for the specitle purpose of in-
forming that body what ought to be dons,
These three engineers, of high professionnl
repute and  unguestionsd  integrity, spent
about forty days an the Nicaragun canasl
ronte, besiles further thne in examining
the Patmmn Canal, and in reviking their
conclusions and making thelr report. They
informed Congress o substance that the
Nicaragun Cannl conld probably be bullt for
shout $108,472 804, They suggested some
chnngges in the presont plans of construction,
and above all recommended that s more
elaborate study of the cansl route shoull be
made, with ampler means thas had been
put ot their disposal. They propossd that
thbs supplomentary examinntion should oe-
cupy i year and s half, covering two dry
sensons, and that $:2560,000 should be appro-
printed for the purpose.

Had this adviee been followed a commis
slon eonld bave been authorized and sp-
polnted, and by this time could have been
far alovg in its work. By next winoter it
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might sven have so far Investigated certain
matters of importance that Congress could
have taken the prellmioary steps to com-
mit the Government to the great entorprise,
Boyond all question,its work could have been
comploted by next Aumner, and the Fifty-
fifth Congress wonld hava found awnaiting
it the most thorough and complets detalls,
sliowing whether the canal ought to be un-
dertaken hy the Government, and, if so,
what plans shonld bs adopted. It wonld
hiave hind a very carsfil estimnate of the cost
by persons not connected with the company ;
and possibly this miglit hntve been loss than
the provisionnl estimate of the commission
of enginestrs

Tnstend of taking this sensiblo conrse, the
Houss committes hns chosen to speml fta
time in discussions of the roport of the en-
gincers, In nn effort, apparently, to decry 1ts
value, A bill has been reported which pro-
videa, na we understand it, for the issue of
$100,000,000 threo per cent, banda, guaran-
teed in principal and interest by the Govern-
ment, which in return is to hold £100.
000,000 of new stock to ba Issned, except
4,500,000 to be given to the present eom-
pany for Its reimbnrsement,  The present
stork is to e eannelled, excapt that which
Nienragnn and Costa Riea hold, The cannl
is to be built under the supervision of the
War Department, and the bonds aro to bo
gradually extinguished out of net earnings,
The amounts in the bill suggest the injus-
ties of the estimates of the engineers sent
out under the authority of Congress.

All this scems to ua very unwise, If the
eanal ought to be undertaken, there ia no
evidence that an estimated cost of $1856,-
000,000 would deter Congress from under-
taking it, any more than balf or two-thirds
of that sum, Unleas there In a gross exag-
gerntion In the hoped-for earnings from
tolls, thean earnings might cover tha low
rate of Interest on the construction bonds
for the former amount; bat, ns thoe case
stands, the bill now on the ealendar or any
other bill on this subject muat face the fact
that the experts appointed to examine the
project have emphatically warned Congress
to make another examination before com-
mitting the Government to the scheme,

If no such ecommission had been sent
down, the case would be entirely different,
but, with the memories of the IPanama
project so fresh, we cannot desire our own
grent enterprise to bhe undertaken with a
cloud of donubt resting upon it, If it turns
ont, a4 possibly it may, that the exanmination
recommended by the engineer conimirsion
must after all be made bafore Congress
will assume the enterprise, then the policy
adopted at this sesslon will prove to have
been slmply throwing awny a year,

French Scientifie Schoola Opened to
Americans,

We published on Monday an account of a
movement started in 'aris by an Ameriean,
Dr, H. . Frruer, Jr., of Chieago, which
has resulted fn incrensing sigually the op-
portunities offered to Americans for study
and the attninment of degrees in thoss de
partments of the University of France
which deal with the sclences and thelr ap-
plications. This is a service rendered to our
country, the importance of which will ba
recognized when oue conslders how small is
the number of Americans now pursuing
selentific studies in France, outside of the
Feole de Médecine, compared with the hun-
dreds who proceed annually to Germany for
the same purpose.

To comprehend the state of things which
until recently existed, and the changes
now made, oue should recall the organiza-
tion of the higher edueation in France. In
1794 all the universities and colleges in
France, together with the faculties of
theology, medicine, Jarlaprodence, and arts,
were abolished by a decree of the Conven-
tion. The systom which now obtains coin-
cldes, ns regards its main lnes, with that
established by NAMLEGS I The Colloge de
France, when restored in 15031, was recon-
stituted mninly as a school of adult instrue-
tion, for the most park of A populne chineae-
ter, and entirely dissoclated from the unl-
versity, 1t now mumbers some forty chairs,
nmong which Is one of the Siavonic lan-
gunges ntl literature, What is Known ns
the University of France (wlich in sume
sort sueceeidled to the historieal Unidversity
of Paris) isat present little wwore than an
abistract term, like that which in the State
of New York s knownas " The University."
It signifles the whols of the professional
body under State control, and comprises vi-
rious  fnenltles at various centres, Paris,
Maontpellier, Naney, &o,, together with twens-
ty-seven acidemlenl rectorates,  Each of the
recturs presides over n Joeal eonscil d'en-
selgnemint  jedueation  board), in eop-
Junetion with which he selects the profes-
sors of lyedes and the caommunal schoolmns
ters, whose formal appointment iy then
nude by the Minister of Instruetion,  There
are ecelesinstics in some of the cunscils f'vn-
sefgnement, bt the rectors aee all layimen,
who have gradusted in one of the foee
ulties.  The great schooly, eorresponding
to what we should eall  post-graduntes
wehools, which have been establishod from
time to  time, have In no  small
measure  supplementsd the work of the
universition by thelr advance in the diree-
tion of seientific Instruotlon.  Among these
the Feole Pratique dea Howtea Eivwdes,
founded in 1585, and the Keole Palytech-
nlgue, whose origin goes hack to 17§61, are
expecinlly distinguished,  The course of in-
struction at the former institution s di-
vided Into five sections, namely, mnthemnt-
fes, physies and chomistey, natural history
and physiology, history and philology. nid
eeonomle  welence. At the  Polytechnlo
School the sclhieme of Instruction is con-
oelved solely with regard to the application
of selentific principles to all brauches of tho
publie serviee, it more especially the mili-
tary nnd miereantile,

Now, until the present year, the condi-
tlonw presoribed for admission, study, and
the sttalument of n degreo In most of the
fnstitutions estalilishied for the higher edu-
cation under the University of France wero
%0 oneroun as Lo diseournge Americnns, who
preforred to go to Germany, where greater
fncilities were offered them. In the univer-
sitiea of the last-named conntry nn Amerl-
ean could matriculate on exhibiting neer-
tificato of graduntion from some reputatile
collego o the United Etntes: he conld eleet
the studies he desirod to pursane, and he wos
not subjected to examinations until he ap
plivd for a degree, In France, on the other
hand, with the exception of the Feole de
Médecing, the Feole des Mines, snsd the lcola
des Beanx Artw, the regulations were prae-
tieally prohibitive, 8o far as Americans were
congerned. There was no fixed equivalent
for the diploma of a lyvede as s condition
precedent to admission, the course of study
wis to o large extent preseribed, and com-
pulsory examinations wero held at frequent
intervals, The movement started by
Dr. Fumnngi  and  sapported by M.
MicHEL BREAL of the Institute, led to the
appointment of a Franeo-American commit-
teo for the purpose of examining what re-
laxation of the rules just ciged might be
fensible. The outcome of the committee's
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work wan, an was pointed out In Thr Sux
on Monday, the issuanee of a decres in Feb-
roaryof this year by the Minister of Instrue-
tion, which placed all students, hoth foreign
and French, in the faculties of science on a
new footing., Henceforth there in to be a
wide Intitude in the cholce of studies, the
liberty of migration from one French
university to nnother without loss of
grade, and the privilege of passing ex.
aminntions either in suecession or In Dlock.

Dr, Frnnen does not nssert, in so many
words, that horenfter the degres of any fiest-
rate American colloge will be put on a level
with the diplomn of a French lyede, consiil-
ered ns a proof of the acquirements de-
manded for admission to thoe faculties of
selence; but such, we presume, is the pur-
pose of the appointment of an Amerloan nd-
visory committee, consisting of Prof. Laxa-
LY of the Smithsonian Inetjtution, Mr. Can-
ROLL 1), Wriant, and the Preaidents of
Harvand, Yale, Columbia, Cornsll, Johns
Hopkina, and Mlochigan univeraities,

The value of the eoncessions made by the
decres of the Minister of Instroetion will
be appreciated when it 18 remembered that
Anierlenns have long enfoyed sueh privileges
in the Freneh Feole de Médecine, hut that
the expedivney of depriving them of these
s beon urged in order to prevent them
from practlsing in France, Such fnhospi-
tality wonld bo unworthy of the traditions
of the Unliversity of Paris, and thereis now
no cause to fear that it will be exhiblited.

Rods and Reecln

It Is doubtless n good sign of the times to
find that the mnaterinls nsed by aportamen
aro coming down to prices which bring
them within the rench of peopla of mod-
ernte means. If horses and dogs are still
dear breechilonders are cheap, and bikes
promiss to Lo cheaper, But the most
noticenlile tumble In prices |s found in
fishing tackle, Hods and reels ean be had
now for less than one-quarter of what they
cost twenty years ago. The quality of the
formor has probably not been improved,
but In the latter there s a marked ndvance,
Reels superior in every way to any that cost
twenty-five dollara in old times ean now be
boughit for three dollnes, and for the same
small sum a good bass rod ean be had
that will hold its own with poles for which
our fathers paid at least ifteen dollnrs.

Strange as ft may seem, it is not the lesa
true thit, ns the fishing hereabouts becomes
poor, the number of fishermen iuereases.
Before the days of two-nitlo nets, flve-hun-
dredston maud seows, nod water-fouling fne-
tories, the finest fishing grounax probably
In nll the world were in the upper and the
lower boys of New York, Some old fisher-
men on Staten Island remember well when
they used to stand upon the rocks on the
shores of the Narrows and with their long
bamboo recds, with i line fastened to the
tip. eateh a basketful of fish in less than an
hour,  Inthose days when the reel was the
luxury of the rich man, weakflsh, the favor-
fte gome of the modern salt-water angler,
were despised, doubtless beeanse they were
too plentiful. The Kingfish, at present be-
coming extinet in these waters, was the fa-
vorite of former generations, Now lishermen
are glml to bring home anything they eateh,
dogtish excepted. But the “bow wow ™
ithe Aquahonga worl for “doghish®) Is the
frientd of the fAshing tackle maker, le
holds the record as a line parter and A rod
smasher: nod when he is tnken into s bont
he i sure to recelve pretty rough trentment
at the hands of lovers of the gentle art,

An we salil, lshing hereabouts ia not ke
what It used to be, but therels sport enough
in the bLay yet, and the fishing fever is
raging in the clty. There is no town in the
world that ean mobilize a host of fishermen
equnl in numbwers to the army that turns
out in New York on Decaration Day, or on
the Fourthof July, and no town that can
boast of angiers so well eguipped from tip
to butt,

This fishing fever has puzzied the phi-
losophers for nges, It nttacks yonng and olil
nlike, and they love it all the more for the

Ol fishermen tell us: that they enjoy the
sport in their old days just ns much as they
didd when they were young, aud that the
only way to become a boy again Is to buy n
rodl nod reel anid study the mysteries of
shedders and shrimp.

Man and Ghost.

What o radieal difTerence there 1s between
