Menzles Is a strong
but erratic dmer, and a fine hand with the
deck, lofting iron, and putter. Ho lint had
only threo years' experience nt golf, but was
a famous crleWeter In Kngland. Ho has not
won ai thing In this country, but has shown
private form nt St. Andrew's good enough to
suit any one. Menzles Is In fino form now, but
Stoddnrt nys that ho will not have time to
nrnctl-- e for the championship this season.

Two other scratch men nt St. Andrew's who
aro dangerous are tho pair of "two-jea- r old"
players, William II, bands and Arthur I.,
l.ivormore. Sands holds tho record for tho
links at US, and Is in splendid conelition for
Shinnecock Hills. Llvcrmnro won tho open
tournament nt the Knollwood Country Club
a fortnight ago. and Is pluvlug as strong now
as ho was last Septemberv when he was only
be nten one holo by A. .

Perhaps Wo Irl Trne to Correct
Form nn (he EacllshmeM.

"Vanderdecken," who commented on tho
style of the Kngllsh amateurs at Sandwich In
Tno Sun last Sunday, found many attentive
readers at the golf clubs. That th right foot
was generally brought forward In tho atanco,
the club not swung back beyond the horizontal,
and tho force of tho blow concentrated Into the
exact Instant of impact with the bull, was cheer-
ing to many of tho players, who, desplto their
rapid advance In the game, have been told by
professionals that their style was poor, and the
golfing future consequently full of disappoint-
ment. This was because tho players have not
been able to master the graceful fall swing In
driving, when the ball Is sent sailing off the tea
by a circling sweep of the club.

"Most of tho plavcrs at Sandwich were Eng-
lishmen, who turneel from cricket to golf, and
so cannot acquire the full swing," was the com-
ment of F. W. Menzles, the young Scotch
player who has lately joined the St. Androw's
Golf Club. "They have the cricket swlug, which
is what Vandordocken describes. Not so with
John Ball, Jr., or other players who have been
golfers from early boyhood la Scotland. Ills
drive Is tho poetry of motion, and that It
makes the game effective he repeatedly
proved In the amateur championships, and
once In the open event. Tho graeuful bt
Andrew's swing can only bo learned when
the muscles are eupplo In youth. ' If
to do were ns eai.y as to know what 'twero good
to do,' onr Uncllsh amateurs would have the
style described in 'Badminton.' I nm an old
cricket player, and have only been three years
nt golf, so I know tho troubles of striving for
good form when the muscles are stiff after long
w leldlng the willow bat."

1ALLY1XO PIIfBAPl'ZES.
Quick "Work Dane In HnndllSK the Fmlt

On th Wharre.
The pineapple season lasts from about March

1 to about Aug. 1. New York gets pineapples
from lho Florida keys, from tho West Indies,
and from the Bahnmas; some come In steam-
ers, some In sailing vessels. Pineapples from
Havana by steamor are brought In barrels and
crates; pineapples brought In sailing vessels are
brought mostly In bulk, not thrown lnloosoly,
however, but snugly stowed, so that as many as
possible may bo got Into a vessel.

On the wharves here pineapples brought In
hulk are handled with great celerity. Men In
tho hold of the vessel fill bushel basnet with
them, anel band the baskets up on deck, where
they are pasted along and set up on the string-piec- e

of the wharf. The trucks In which they
are to be carted away are backed down handy.
A box of suitable height, and which Is as long
as the truck Is wide. Is placed at the end of the
truck. A man standing near on tbn wharf lifts
the baskets from tho strlngplece anel sots them
up on this box. lien men stand nt the box,
each with a baskeiof pineapples In frontnf him,
to count tho pines and throw them Into tho
truck, which hns racks at the sides; lengths of
hoard are placed aoross the end as tho Umd rises.
Two men stand In tho truck to level the fruit
as It comes In to them.

The two counters ro experts and they work
with great rapidity and steadiness, keeping
pineapples going all the time. Each man picks
up two pineapples at a time, one vtth each
hand, nnd gives them a toss Into tho truck,
both men counting ns they go along, onn after
another, "one," "two," "three," "four,"
"five," anil so on up. each count meaning two
pineapples. When thoy strike "one hundred,"
tho tallyman makri a straight chalk murk on
tho end of tlio truck; thnt stands for two hun-
dred pineapples. Whlloliuts making thochalk
murk ihe other counter keeps right on and he
may have got up to "two" or "three" again,
for It takes a second or two to make the chalk
mark, but by that time the tall) man Is nt It
again chiming In with "four," nnd away they
go together again, counting up rapidly toward
nnothrr hundred. If a man on the load finds a
specked pine, he drops it over the side of the
truck into a basket that stands there, and sa)s:" One out." The tallyman tosses In one without
counting, to keep tho count good.

As fast as thn counters empty the baskets
they piiBh them off the box. nnd the man at thn
strlngplece sots up a full one In Its place and
the counters keen thn pineapples going without
cessation. At tho fifth hundred the talliman
makes a mark diagonally across the four he has
alrendy made, in the commonly used method of
tHllvIng freight, but these live marks hero stand
for a thousund pineapples On n double truck
there are usually curried from 4,500 to o.oOO
pineapples; on a single truck, from l!,000 to 0.

ELECTRICAL DKITIZ CKITIOISEn.

Prof. Cope Hays thnt Many Times Elnotrle-It-y

Simply PsrnliKS, Does Not Kill.
From the Pitttbuigh flipach.

Columdcs, June 8. Gov. Bushnoll Is In re-

ceipt of .a letter from Prof. E. D. Cope of the
University of Pennsvlvanla, and President of
tho American Association for the Advance of
Science, In which the latter declares that elec-
trocution Is retrogression. He declares that In
many Instances electricity cuuaes parnlvsls.and
not death, and he points to the refu-n- l of the
request from competent parsons to attempt re-
suscitation of the victims.

He charges that several persons suppoied to
have been killed in the electrical chair, wore. In
reality, killed by the In conclu-
sion tin su)s:

"It seems to me that electrocntlon Is a
and In any case Is too little understood

to ituder It a suitable agent for thu execution
of criminals Tho proposition teems to be one
exhibition of a "fad ' for the lice of electricity
w hlch was current a few venrs ago."
