One half of tho world claims that the other
half misjudges men drummers, and the drum-mor- s

them'elt e, sny that mot people donot tnko
lh-..- e scrlnu,lj Nobody will over make this
mistake nlsmt tho woman drummer. She
tnkos herself serlntislj-- . And thon sho doesn't
go at her work a. If It wore play, but throws that
mrarrtiiMi Into It which I, chiructerlstlo of
most women bread winners. Ono-hal- f tho
world thinks that tho men who sell goods on
tho rond recelvo largo salaries for no other
purpose than to eat, drink, and make merry
with their Inexhaustible fund of Kood stories
and schoolboy prank. On the othor hand, the
other half Is Just a, tlrmly fixed In Its opinion
that there 1, much good In the man drummer
and that hi, faults are mostly Imaginary.
The truth of tho matter Is this- - The men who

el are Ju,t like the business men who
them or any other g?tr Their presence Is demanded In every
of tho world, and If lawyers, teachers,

and doctors or preachers were forced to scat-

ter fromono end of tho Uniterm to the other,
undoubtedly a, many black sheep would come
to light anions; them as arc found In the ranks
of mn drummer,. They laj no olo-'m- s to
being saints, but that does not moan that they
arc slnne-- s. Most of them hnvo Jolly, cheery
dispositions, are lo)nl to one another and to
their fellow men, eietoted to their homes and
famllte,. and eer ready to help tho needy,
the weak, and tho unprotected. This is tho
average man drummer.

The woman drummer Is not the samo crea-

ture by any moans. Women as a rule take
themselves and their work and llfo generally
more seriously than men do, any way, and life
on the road docs not chanKe them In this re-

spect. Diet- - complain that the life is hard
and lonel) ami!) ft tratclllng Is something like
eating potauls at a oountri circus.

She ho not so "unshlnj a dis-
position as her brother drummer and neither
does sho pick up good stories through her ter-
ritory, which Is one more pnwf In favor of

Ind.,
house: the other U MUs Zindel. Tho latter
has met with great pecuniary success In selling
shell goods. Those who are nnlnttlated so far
a.-- woman drummers ko. must not think for an
ln'tant that they handle a Una of goods suit-
able only for women. They carry everything
froji chewing gum np to machinery. Mis,
Zindel has been on the road for a decode, trav-
elling all over the United States. As an ex-
ample of her success, it Is said that In 18l4 she
solo J300.O00 worth of goods, and that wasn't
a goo d business year, either. This alies an
Idea of w man's capacity fordoing such work.

My first feeling was thnt tho commercial men
as a whole would look upon me as nn Inter,
loper. If they did. thev never let mo know It,
and I hate neter had an) unpleasant expe-
riences tilt them I have alwn)s heuu treated
with tho greatest rcspei t. Moi chants In et cry
case halo git en mo as fair a chance and show-
ing as they glte my malecomiiotilurs Tho
llfo Is not unplinsant, but sometimes rather
lonely, A womnnhis coiiul rights so far as
business Is concerned, but sho does not hate
tho samo privileges as men about hotels and
In thornilioad cars, fonsequtntly, when she
stilkes n town she has to spend her whole
tln.0 In her room win n not engaged In bjisl-iies- s

Again, she tintcls for dnys nt a tlino
without once speaking to mi) ono except
tho porter of tho sl"eplng car. So you seo thero
Is very little excitement In a trntelllng sales-
woman's life outside of hor work. For nil
that I like It. and I know that I nm much
healthier than If confined In an office."

When nuked If sho had been successful Miss
Stew art answered :

"My only answer to that question Is that I
have been travelling for nearly half a dorenyer. Had 1 not been fairly successful I
shouldn't be on tho rond now. Then, too, tho
fact that there are so many women engneed In
this business stipaks well for their sucies as
ilrumuieia If they weren't capable of doing tho
wont and of doing It well. )ou mat- - be sure ihut
the men wouldn't employ them."

"Speaking iifttomi'ii drummers," said a wo-
man who was on tho rond for many enr. but
who wouldn't allow her nnmo to bo tisen be-
cause sho hns chanted It, and now has a Jolly
man drummer to travel for her while Bho stays
at home and eagerly awaits his runs Into head
quarters, "I used to bo ono m)olf. My father
wasn physician, and we were great chums. I
learned a great deal about botany and choml-cnlsfro-
