There {8 no private telegraph wire runolog
into his room mnd there a nothing to indlcate
that he Isdeeply concerned in the result of the
Conventlon. Sloce he recelved word that Sena.
tor Lodge and many of his tried and trosted
friends had arrived In St. Louls and wers look-
Ing after his {nterests properly, he has sssumed
& more satisfled alr, and he ao longer refers to
the Manley incldent, which, as far as he {s con-
cerned, i closedd. Whatever the result may be,
the Speaker now has no reason to fear that hia
fntercats, great or small as they may be, will be
sacrificed by members of Lis own political
houschnld, [nspite of apparent preponderance
of IHanoalsm throughout all the codrdinate
branches of the (Convention, some of Heed's
friends continue to hope that the MoKinley
eratt may founder in the free-siiver sea.

Havasa, June 15.—The gunhort Centineln,
while escorting a l'ghter and a steamer up the
Cauto River near Manzanillo was atincked by
patrints, who were located on both banks of the
river. A torpedo was esploded under the bows
of the lighter.

The gunboat shelled the patriots and come.
pelled them to withdraw, with n loss of vome of
thelr number. One man was kliled ana eight
wonnded on the lHghter, five wouniled on the
gunboat, and one killed and ten wounded ou the
stenmer,

Col. Moroto reports that hia command met a
force of insurgents near San Miguel, in the
province of Matanzaa, The insurgents ocou-
pited strong positions, but the troops dislodged
them after a Aght which iasted two hiours. The
insurgents lost twenty-seven killed, leaving
nineteen of their dead on the fleld, The troops
loat sixteen wounded.

A number of skirmishes have been reported
from othier places. The ofiicial reports of thesa
flznts place the patriot loss at Afty-seven kilied
two wounded. and three captured. The loss of
the troopa was thirteen wounded

The number of houses burnsd at Hatabano by
the Insurgents was forty-five. In addition to
the Mayor of the town thres resldents were
wounded In the fighting that ocourred there.

Capt-ten, Weyler has ordered thie poogie re-
aid Ing in the vicinity of the trocha (o remuove Lo
the towns or to the hills,

T his wction is due to his behalf that many of
thein are acting an spics for the insurgents,
They will now be compelled to elther go to the
towns, where 1t is believed their opportu-
nities uf furnishing information to the insur-
genta will bescanty or else Juln the patrints in
the hills of Mlunr del Hio. The order of the
Captatn-tieneral aleo prohibits the establish-
ment of stores or huts near the trochia.

The troops will respect only the property of
foreigners and estates owneill by porsous of
whose loyalty there is no doubit.
