SAX ABOUT THE 8TBEET AFLAME.
Naphtha. TT.ed In IutIbk Igaltea and Badly

Hums a, TTorkman.
Louis Massey, 27 years old, an employee of

the Barber Asphalt Pavement Company, was so
badly burned by the Ignition of a quantity of
naphtha yesterday afternoon that his recovery

I la moro than doubtful. Massey was employed
In repairing the pavement on Eighth avenue,
near Forty-thir- d street. Tho apparatus, which

to Included a Are wagon. In which the Iron tools
I used by the workmen are heated, and a bnrner,
I In which the asphalt Is heated, stood on the

south sldo of Forty-thir- d street, a llttlo cast of
tho avenue.

At. tho Urns tho accident happened Massey
stood beside the burner, tilling It with naphtha
from a half --full barrel, whloh was laid across a
full barrel. The Are wagon was twenty-flv- o

feet away. When the burner was nearly full of
the naphtha Massey put his hand on the cock
In the barrel to turn the stream off. Just then
a gust of wind blew a spark from the fire wagon

i to the burner. It settled In the naphtha that
Was running from tho barrel, and the fluid
caught tire In an Instant.

A pillar of fire enveloped the machine, and
the naDhtha spread over the erouna ana set lire
to Massey's clothing. His clothing fiom head
to foot was at once In flame, which towered five
feet above bis head. Massey ran wildly about
with a sheet of flame stretching out behind
him. Ho finally ran down a flight of stairs
Into the shoe shop of Joseph Italsen.
1.alien's bedroom Is In the Tear of the
shop, and Massey retained presence of mind
enough to pull a blanket from the bed
and wrap It around Himself. Then be
ran Into the Btreet. Max Poeu of 250 Wcbt
Forty-thir- d street, who bad witnessed the acci-
dent, led the burned man, v, hoso flesh was hang-
ing In strips from his arms and body, to Mrcr's
pharmacy. An ambulance was summoned and
Massey was taken from there to Roosevelt Hos-
pital, borne one rang an alarm of Are, but be-

fore the engines arrived Crowley and Johnson,
two of the Darber Company's employees, had
pulled the barrels of naphtha out of tho way and

mothered the flames. Massey is unmarried
and lives at !M3 West Sixty-fourt- h street.

tegents to bo attested. They were Jield up by

the Heu'ents on account of a dlsputo In regard
to the college charter. Tho clini ter was granted
In lhii.-- j, and under its provisions the members
of tho faculty were made trusteos.

Tho Hoard of Regents, through its Secretary,
Melvlllo Dewey, notified the President of tho
college, Mr. V nnd or Veer, that this provision of
tho charter was illegal, and that diplomas
could not be Issued under It. A dispute arose
between the college authorities and the Re-
pents The students have In the mean time
been unable to practise under the State law.
