Losnos, dJuns 17— A despateh recelved liers
to-day revorts that the Hritlah steamer Dirum.
mond Coatle, which salled from Table Hay
May UH for thia port, hias heen sunk near
Usahant, the most westorn of tho Islands aff the

The Cnstle Stenmship Company have issned
the following bulletin recelved from the light-
houne keeper at Uahant;

“The stenmer Drummend Castle was wreeked
at midonight on June 16, A survivor of the
disnster named Morwerk (s at Uabhant and two
othera ars at Ile do Molon, Six bodies have
boen recoversd, Inoluding that of OMeer Gl
Abont alx bodles have beon placed In s snecial
housa. The ahip sank In threa minutes,"

A representative of tho Castle line stated this
afterncon that the Drummond Castle’s passsn.
gor list contalned 141 names, and that she car-
rled a crew of 104 men.

The following despatoh  was received this
sveoning by the Castle Steamship Company from
the British Consul at lirest:

" The Drummond Castlestrunck the rocks weat
of Ile de Molene at midnight on the 10th

The telogram ataten that the SBybitle lowsrad
hor boats and A1d all that it was possibls to do
to rescno those on board the steamer, bhut so
sudden was the collapse of the vessel that the
efforts of the crulesr's man wers valn.

Many friends of persons whn wero known to
have been on board the lost steamer, sapocinlly
Iadion, remaloed at the oMces of ths steamship
eompnny until Iate to-night, hoping to learn
that there wore other sutvivors of the dlsaster
and that among them would be found their
friends,

The meagre telegrams recelved, howarer,
tended oniy 1o confirm the worst reports, and
many of those whe had been walting n long
tiwe In the hiope of obtaining favorahle news,
finally gave uo and departed In grief for their
liomea, Savernl persons fainted, and there wero
many painful acenes,
