When New York was reached Senator Piatt
announced her vote as 17 for McKInley and 64
for Morton.

It was exactly 6:45 when the nomination was
mode, and the cheering only lasted four to five
minutes. But for all that cannons were boom-
ing outside before It had stopped. The Tippe-
canoe Club of Cleveland led In the demonstra-
tion, followed by a Cleveland brass band. The
band had entered the hall by one of the side
entrances, prepared to do business when the time
should come, and It started off with "Seethe
conquering hero comes." After quiet was re-

stored there was no Interruption until tho com-
pletion of the roll call and the announcement
by the Chairman that Major McKInley had
G01H votes. He announced at the same
time that he would recognize one man
from the States which hod presented tho
four leading candidates of the opposition for the
purpose of enabling them to move that the nom-
ination of Major McKInley be made unanimous,
and be recognlred Senator Lodge of Massachu-
setts first.

Ho was followed by
Oov. Hastings, who assured htm of the loyalty
of Pennsylvania.

As the Governor sat down Dr. Depewstood up
in bis chair and was about to speak for New
York. There were shouts of "Depew, Depew,
Depew," and shouts for " Piatt, Platt. Piatt."
At the very first shout Senator Platt stood up In
his obalr, and the Convention was In an uproar.
It was on the programme to reoegnlre Platt.
When he had a chanoe to speak he said In a
voice that could be heard In every part of the
hall:

"On bohalf of the delegates of the State
of New York I wish to second tne motion to
make William MoKlnley's nomination unanl-moa- n,

and I pledge to him the loyal support of

And then the cheering was renewed. It was
followed by cries for Depew, and the Doctor got
up and mode a speech. Gon. Dave Henderson
of Iowa mado the third seconding speech, and
tbe crowd began to shout for Hanna.

They called and tboy kept yelling for some
time, and finally tha Cleveland manager
climbed upon his seat and, steadied on either
side by a dolegate, he looked around grinning
and bowing. It was several minutes before ho
could make himself heard. He tried to quiet
the crowd by waving his hands.

Finally Chairman Thurston succeeded In re-
storing order, and Mr. Hanna said that the
rlotory of Major MoKlnley was a victory
won by the people.

Practically no enthusiasm was evoked in this
city by the announcement of tho nomination of
McKInley and Hobart. It was Just a minute or
two before 0:30 o'clook last evening, local time,
that the news of MoKlnley's nomination was
pasted on the newspaper bulletins In Printing
Houso Square. At that time Park row Is al-

ways congested, and a feeble cheer was raised
wbon the success of the Obto man was
announced. Ten college undergraduates
would have mado ten times as much noise over
a play in a football eame. One bulletin man
was disappointed at the lock of enthusiasm, and
chalked up the statement that the Convention
was cheering Itself hoarse. He added tbls re-

quest: "Now, all cheer I" and tho crowd re-

sponded with a laugh. A lurid portrait of the
candidate holstod by tbo Tribune was equally
Impotent to produce a cheer.

Ihe news had been discounted too long to
disturb anybody's emotional centres. Never
have there been fewer Republicans and mon of
noto In the corridors of the Fifth Avenue Hotel
nn snch an occasion than were there last night.
Tbero was a good deal of hustling on the part
of Republican organizations to be the tlrst to
ratify the action of the Convention and swing
McKInley banners to tbe breeze.

St. Louis, June 18. The closing scones In the
Convention hall were chiefly remarkable for
the results producod when tho oork was Anally
allowed to pop which had so long restrained the
exoltement and enthusiasm of spectators and
dolegates. That furnished the most remarkable
Immodtato result, the result which for the hour
engaged tbe eyo and the ear. Not only daring
tho two previous days of tbo Convention, but
during tho previous week, the natives and vis-

itors have felt that they were being robbed of
something Inherent to all national political con-
ventions, and thoy had grown restless that In
this one tho new pollttoal methods Invented by
the Iron Iioss robbod tho ocoaslon of any oppor-
tunities of enthusiasm until the moinont he
had selected arrived.

Muoh must havo been forgiven Mr. Hanna
when that opportunity did arrive, for he had
devised more aids to nurse and expand tbe ex-

citement than were over dreamed of In any prior
Convention, national or otherwise. It was
theatrio to a very large degree, bat It was also In
an equal degree an exhibition of genuine frenzy.
It was manufactured, If yon please, to begin
with, but there wero many times during the
twenty-fiv-e minutes of excitement and noise
and confusion whloh followed the naming of
Mr. McKInley by Mr. Foraker whon those In
the hall who wero paid to contribute pretended
enthusiasm could roat and refresh themselves,
and yet the demonstration was kept up.

It was manufactured, artificial, simulated, or
whatever you like, but It was enthusiasm,
nevertheless. You have seen a crowded theatre
when the audience cheered with genuine ex-

oltement and enthusiasm over a pretended deed
of great daring done by a paid mummer on the
stage. The faot that the mammer was paid did
not provo that all who cheered In the audience
were not enjoying tbe sensation of honestly felt
enthusiasm.

There were times y when 10,000 persons
probably, for the hall was outrageously over-

crowdedJoined In singing patrlotlo songs.
That was moving. Intensely moving, though
you know that the band which had started the
tune bad done so at the signal of a man on tha
floor, and that the glee clubs which started the
singing were engaged for no other purpose.
Yet. when 15,000 persons Joined in the song and
there was at work upon the emotions of the
crowd tho doable Influence, each tremendous,
of the strains of a patriotic song and the great
volume of human voice. It was moving. Sir.
Hanna deserves recognition as a skilled and art-
ful manufacturer of enthusiasm.

8ECEDE1UI JtPPLT THO IJLSn.
Historically the great events of the day were

the nomination of McKInley for the Presidency
and the secession from thelrparty, under highly
dramatto circumstances, of a number of men of
national Importance nnd high leadership as Re-
publicans. Leaving asldo entirely the possible
effect and meaning of the event.
It was tremendously Important In appearances
and In tbe method of Its accomplishment; and
there were some elements of the tragic In It.
It is equally truo that there were somo elements
of the ridiculous; there sat hundreds of the
leaders of the Republican party listening to a
scathing arraignment for what their censors
called perfidy to the principles of their party.
This they stood as long as they could, and then
cried quits. But the secedcrs were terribly In
earnest, bad tbe courage of their convictions,
and kept on applying tho lash until the Chair-
man of the Convention Interposed to stop the
punishment.

It was understood by all that the work of the
Convention would do completed and this
bad the result of exhausting the ticket specula-
tors' stock In trade. It was desirable that the
hall should be tilled as to Its seating capacity,
but the anxiety to witness scenes which, it was
confidently anticipated, would bo exciting,
caused a speculation In badges, which secured
admission to an extent that disgracefully crowd-
ed parts of the kail, and so filled np the aisles
between the correspondents' section and the
telegraph offices that tbe newspaper men had
frequently to call on the police before they could
get their messengers to and from tho telegraph
operators.

The crowd was on hand early and gave an at-
tentive listening to tbe review of the report of
the Committee on Resolutions. Oov. Foraker
read this report with a full senso of making his
points, as the playors say. Of course, tho orowd
gave a great reception to the financial plank,
and the delegates themselves, many of them.
Jumped to tbelr feet and cheered for the ex-

pressed allegiance to gold. Subsequent events
seemed to euggest that the cheers were more of
defiance to the socoders than of loyalty to sound
money. Tbe reading was finished shortly after
11 o'clook, and then Mr. Foraker movod the
adoption of tho report.

TELi.rit to Tnr. rnoaT.
"Are you ready for tho question ?" asked the

Chairman, but there was absolute silence, for
tbe delegates saw the tall form of Sonalor
Teller moving from the rear of tho platform to
the front, and they understood that the drama
of secession was about to be played. TherCon-ventlo- n

Hall was more hushed at that moment
than at any other time. Yet what Mr. Teller had
to say to tbo Chairman, be told In suoh a low
voice that the Chairman repeated It, for no one
else could hear. The Chairman explained that
there was a minority report, and It was read by
the Secretary as elsowhere published In these
despatches.

Thon Mr. Teller stood facing the silent, hostile
throng before htm, himself silent for some
time. His face was careworn and deeply lined
and painfully pale. When he spoko It was with
deep feeling, tears frequently ran down but
face, and there was no quostlon of pretence. He
was an old, stern man, dooply moved; a strik-
ing picture for tbe mind as well as the oye, and
for tbe former plotare the high light was fur-
nished by tbe thought that tbe man who stood
there telling why ho felt oompolled to secede
from the Republican party hod helpod to place
Abraham Lincoln In nomination for his first
term, and had been an active and Important
member of the party for forty years.

Ho started with an audlento oold and hostile,
but his oarnostness, and perhaps tho pathos of
his position In the minds of somo, gnlned him
first sympathy and next applauso. Ilefore he
spoke of his own labors In and on behalf of the
party ho was about to leavo bo said. In a broken
volcei

"I must beg your Indulgence If I seem to
transcend the proprieties In saying something
personal to myself,"

From that point he gained sympathy so rap-Idl- y,

largely probably from among tho specta-
tors, that the Chairman twice arose to suppress
cheers for tbe old man, which were too long
continued. The delegates themselves were
losing patience, and thero were orles of " Go, go,
go." After a time this Impatience extended to
tbe flokle multitude. They had heard blm as
long as they wanted; they were anxious to see
the spectacle of tho walking out, not presum-
ably that they approved of or rejoiced In that ac-
tion, but "If ltmast bo,why let's see it." It Is the
kind of entertainment one finds at a tire which
Is destroying somo one elso's houso. You sym-
pathize with the owner, but oongratulate your-
self that you happon to be In tbe neighborhood
at the time of tbe fire.

Mr. Teller concluded by expressing the hope
that tbe Republican party would so alter Its
views about sliver that he would "ultimately
have the pleasure of addressing tou again,"
Then he mode a low, stately bow to tbe Chair-
man and rottred up tbe platform, wnllo tbo
spectators choered loudly. The motion to table
the minority report was carried, of course, over-
whelmingly. This was by roll call, and there
was assoond roll oall on the separate adoption

of the Qnanolal plank, and than the whole plat-
form was adopted.

CAPTHOH READS TtlB ADDRESS.

Now was seen a high ourlosttr on all sides.
In what form would tho seoeders leave the
Convention Hall t It was to be the last aotof
an exolttng drama. Again Senator Teller
walked to the front of the platform, and made
a request to the Chairman. It was
explained that ooneent was asked that Benator
Cannon of Utah be allowed to read an address
signed by the secessionists.

This was unlooked for. Many delegates were
seon to consult their neighbors. They were sus-
picious that a surprise of an unpleasant nature
might be sprung upon them. The state of the
esse roqalred that the Chairman should say,
"Is there any objection?" Mr. Thurston, how-
ever, did not do this. Thero would surely have
been an objection made, and that would have
precipitated a row. Hoonly said aulckly: "In
the absence of objection tbo gentloman will pro-

ceed."
Thereupon an active-lookin- g, strongly built

man of under middle age, one of the two first
Senators of the new State of Utah. Mr. Cannon,
stepped to the front of the platform. He was
pale, distressingly pale, by comparison with his
blaok hair and moustache, and spoko at first
with evidence of great agitation. There were
cries of "Louder" and much confusion, and the
V airman said, "I ask respectful hearing and

feet once." Soon the voice of the speaker
rose and a little later was ringing out In fiery
denunciation of the upholders of sound money.
He became highly dramatlo In hts tone and
manner when he explained "at the parting of
the ways we cling to the faith; let the name go
where It will."

Theatrio T Yes, highly so. Bo was the effect.
Tbe gallery so oheered the speaker, moved as
the spectators were more by the manner than
tbe matter, that tbe delegates who were being
arraigned, became reettess and resentful, and
their determined cries of " Time." "time," were
heard. The Chairman eucccoded In restoring or-

der, but there was a storm of angry hisses when
a little later tbe speaker exclaimed :

"The Republican party was onoe the re-

deemer of the people, but cow Is about to be-

come their oppressors."
The storm of hisses from the pit was met and

overthrown by a cyclone of cheers from the gal-

leries. Delegates shouted: "Throw him out!"
' Oood-byl- " " Leave to print!" Confusion con-

tinued until the speaker read the signers of the
declaration, during whloh each name was re-
ceived with cheers and hisses. When Mr. Can-
non finished. Senator Teller stepped forward, and
Pandemonium reigned. In a row In the centre
and at the front of tbe platform stood
Mr. Foraker and Senators Thurston, Can-
non, and Teller. The latter spoke to
Senator Cannon, and then, his face wet with
tears, stepped In front of the Chairman and
shook bands with Foraker, and next be ex-

tended his hand to Chairman Thurston, bidding,
so to say. ofilclal farewell to tbe party he had
served forty years. He slowly rotlred. and his
action was repeated by benator Cannon. The
two twen went down into the pit, where they
were Joined by tbo other seceders,and the party
slowly walked out from tbe hall.

They walked between w alls of delegates stand-
ing on chairs, hissing and shaking their fists i

all was in an uproar, when the strains of muslo
by the band were faintly heard over the tur-
moil. Moved by a common Impulse, to bear
what tune the band might bo playing, to bear
it It would offer some point to the demonstra-
tion, the cheering, hissing, shouting, screaming
by the thousands suddenly ceased, and then,
when ibey caught the tune, "Three Cheers for
the Red. White, and lilua," they sang with the
music.

It was from this scene and this sound that the
eeceders walked out from the building. From
the moment Teller and Cannon bod left the
platform, and during all that followed, Foraker
and (Thurston stood posed at tho front of tbe
platform, tbelr lianas clasped; something more
than a suspicion of theatrics about this, too.

When by hereto efforts ttie Chairman had re-

stored something approaching order It was seen
that another Senator, Mantle, he of Montana,
was standing on a chair and shouting for recog-

nition. He obtained It, and he also proceeded
to lecture the delegates In a way thoy did not
fancy, but which tho spectators liked so well
that they shouted down a man who attempted
to Interrupt. Yet another Senator was to be
heard from concerning the event, and a young
man, not yet a benator, but who hopes to bo.
talked about It and managed to ring In tbe name
of McKInley, which resulted In n disappoint-
ment, as the nnme did not aronse enthuslusm nt
that time. Tho official cork puller was not yet
ready.

Someone else wanted to talk on the secession,
but, to the delight of thespeotatois, the Chair-
man heeded tho loud cries for "regular order
of busluess." and announced that the Secretary
would call the roll of States for nominations for
President. This was received with cheers,

NOMINATIONS 1IEOIW.

Iowa was the first State to respond, and sent
to ttie platform a perfect type of the natural
orator, a mun with full, loose lips and such
warmth of uxpreshlon and resouudlng terms
that ho was cheered for his oratory rather than
for tils candidate, Allison.

Tho next Mate to respond was Malno, and the
name nlnna brought n quick, loud che r from
the spectators That State sent to the platform
a borrowed orator, Henry Cabot Lodge. Ha Is a
BCholnrly looking. eoundcnt,and)nuthful Seua-lo- r.

Ho Is tho owner of an extenslvo voca-
bulary and made excellont soleotlons from It,
but In a naturally bursh olco, which was
husky with much recent uso. Ho lacks
that quality wo have decided to characterise as
magnetism, nnd much of his construction
seems "cnvlaro to the general." Ho porforined
bis duty and placed Reed In nomlnntlon, where-
upon a young woman on the platform Jumped
upon a chair and waved u Kcod banner,
'lhls ominously proved badly fustoned to
Its staff and fluttered to tbe floor, where-
upon the ouug wotniu retired discom-
fited, A Reed banner was towered from tho
gallery, too, but tbe ocal resunnse fell sadly
short of anticipation. A tall Malno statesman
seconded Reed's nomination, and he rpnko In
Burn a scholarly munnor that it was humiliat-
ing to hoar his well ohueen words Interrupted
with cries of "time." This Interruption was
not the worst offence committed during bit
speech, for while he still held the platform and
vt us talk lug earnestly in support of his candi-
date, the pit us Invaded by a Bcore of men
bringing In the first consignment of tbo toots
with which the McKInley exoltement was to be
promoted. These consisted of long bundles of
died pampas grass, nnd the work of distribu-
tion went noisily on during tho latter half of
tho Maine man's speech,

Tho third hUte to respond was New York,
which bad iioni-m- l to burrow oratory, for her
own Chauncey llepew was on hand; on top, so
to Buy, Ills advanco to tho platform created so
much enthusiasm that somo heedless own-
ers of pampas grass med their sup-
ply a oft, and wero thcronpnn quickly and
seeiely put down by tho foreman of the Iron
boss, Mr, Dcpuw's effort will bu best romem-berr- d

by an unhappy lapse of tho louguu It
He was using tho familiar method of

Juggling with great names to stir the hearts of
the listeners during nblch he spoke of "that
apostle of reciprocity, that gallant leader of
men, that magnetio debater, that white-plum-

knight, James O. Garfield."
Tha laps was called to his attention, ami

t

the New Yorker was as nearly confused as he
ever waa on his feet when he Interrupted him-
self to say: "I mean James O. Blaine?'

Mr. Depew Jollied the Oh loans a llttte. no
notloeably winked at Mr. Hanna when he said :
" We have more Ohio men In New York than
there are In Columbus; these men are the
survival of tho fittest; they work oat of tbelr
surroundings and oome to New York. Even
their Unltod States Senators come there to lire
sometimes."

Mr. Depow received plenty of apnlanss whan
ho talked In this wise, but ho fulled In his ef-
fort to work up any enthusiasm for his candi-
date, Levi P. Morton.

THE NAMINO Or M'KItU.EV.
At last came Ohio. The name of the Btate

was cheered, and Mr. Foraker wascheored as
he went to tho platform. Ho worked up rery
well to tho name. It was expected: It was
longed for. Kvcry one know that with Its utter-
ance tlm cork would pop from tho Hnnna brand
of bottled enthusiasm, and It did.

"William McKInley," shouted the speaker at
the end of a carefully prepared sentence, and

"wowl" Muny may claim the honor of giv-
ing the first yell, but this correspondent

to know exactly who It was. It wasalusty-unge- d.

d Cievelander, n ho had wedged
himself In by the side of the correspond-
ent's chair, and stood there perspiring
while watting for hts cue. He was one
of a half thousand, seemingly, who bad
been passed Into the bnlldlng on the strength
of wearing a sergoant-nt-arm- s badge, and ho
knew his business. He was perhaps only a
tenth of a second nhood, but that be won the
honor by a short no--e- - a red and turned ud
nose, by the wuy there can be no dispute. All
the McKInley delegates Jumped to their feet,
waved banners, flags, handkerchiefs, fans, andpampas grass, and they yelled. All of thespectators were on their feet at first only the
sympathizers j oiling, but soon Infection had
done Its work and the whole crowd was cheer-
ing.

I or two minutes Mr. Hanna was the sole Mo-
Klnley man who remained seated, silent and
apparently calm. At the limit he
arose and slowly waved a handkerchief, sur-
veying the scene with satisfaction. In four and
one-ha- lf minutes a tremendous banner wasbrought In and quickly raised by halliards anda staff, which were In readiness, up against the
balcony opposite the platform.

This put steam Into the performance and car-
ried It along at a fairly good pressure until the
sixth minute, when a band was signalled and
started playing "Marching Through Georgia."
This carried tbe cheers along until the seventhminute, when a glee olub was signalled andstarted singing the same music. Theshouterswere, of course, hard at work, but tbe glee club
suited most of tbe spectators, and In anotherminute a great majority of the crowd bod Joined
In the chorus.

On the ninth mlnnto the band and the glee
clubs moved along a number on tbe Drogramme
and started playing "Rally round tho flag."
This was very effective. The entire audience
took up the great Blow swing of the march andsang It so lnsplrtngly that tho ebouters had a
rest for some time.

At ten minutes tbe muslo and singing waschanged to "My Country, 'Tls of Thee." Attho same time, between each of the supportingposts of the gallery, conspicuously dressed wo-
men began waving flags, keeping time with themusic When the singing ceased tbe shoutersstarted up again, and being aided now by a d

corps of young men with tin horns, theconfusion was carried along so satisfactorily
that Mr. Hanna sat down and consulted over
some despatches with Mr. Grosvenor.

At fifteen minutes the bind played "Tho
Banner." This Is always a diffi-

cult song for an untrained company to sing andproved somewhat of a failure, the singing being
confined almost entirely to the glee clubs. Thosinging was hotter, to bo sare, bat not nearly soInspiring as when all tbe spectators were JoinedIn tho chorus.

At sixteen minutes the band changed tunesagain, but the n brigade was overdoing
Its part, and tbe spectators could not make outwhat the baud was playing. This well nigh
caused the manufacturer to shut down. Al-though the mill was well equlDped, admirably
so In fact. It could not run without rw mate-
rial. Fromthaseventeenthtothetwentlethmln-til- e

the paid shouters and tin-hor- n brigade hadthe shop almost to themselves.
IIAHStA. OHTS TIME TO SIT IOWT.

The peoplo wore having too much fun. how-ever, to come to order. 1 her were pelting eachother with paper, laughing, jokinir. and talking,
and noisily discussing the process by which theenthusiasm had been manufactured and the eu-J-

mentof its success. At '.'0 minutes the bandnnd glee clubs repeated "The Red, White andulue,"and effected almost a complete reestab-me- nt

of the musical disorder.
'I his lasted In varying degrees until tho

twenty-fourt- h minute. At that tlrao a manwho looks something like McKInley donned thekind of hat wbloh tho caricuturlsis draw whenMcKInley Is Illustrated lu comic papers. Hestarted at one end of one section of the cor-respondents' seats and walked over thesents to the platform. He was so well
innde up. as the McKInley of piic
that he was recognized nt once and. to show thestain of mind In which McKInley men were. ItIs only nocessary to say thai tho clown was rap-
turously applauded. At twenty-liv- e minuteshisses aided tho Chairman's efforts to restoreorder, and a minute later Mr. Foraker had re-
sumed his speech. The people did net rare fornny more, however; It was like introducing
weak lemonade to a company which had beenrevelling In champagne, nor was there a repe-
tition of tho sccno while the Convention lasted.

APrLAUSH roil QUAY.
The greatest amount of enthusiasm, and ap-parently more genuine enthusiasm than wasdisplayed In the manufactured scene tookplace when Quay was plaoed In nomination.'iho whole affair was some-

what stupid and tiresome, and was relievedfrom being wholly so only by the enthusiasm ofthe Tennesseeans for their candidate. Theyknow how to yell, those Southerners, and onevote for Kvane produced no much frontto vocal
exerolse as had ten for McKInley.

The delegates and the spectators both liked Itthat New lork and Pennsylvania voted solidly
for the successful Jerseyman, Hebart, As Isusually tho oase, however, tho principal nomina-tion having been made, tho secondary one was asore trial to tbe patience of tho hungry and tireddelegates.

What added to the dreariness of tho Interiorof tbo hall was tho fact that outside tbe can-nons wero heard to roar, tbo bauds to play, andmarching organizations were heard In an end-less tramp and cheering about the streets.
t, well, it Is after the ball Is over, sofar as the delegates are concerned. Thoy arehurrying from town tn crowds and by every

train. 1 holr absence, however, has had no
eflect upon the nolso of the street audhotol crowds.

Someone Is supplying the wherewithal for agreat deal of stimulated enthusiasm. Sir.Hanna Is a merry man and he hasdoubtless given orders tbnt hts mirth should beshared by as many who may caro for tho prlv-lieg- e.
