It led to an tin estimation on tho part of
tho school authorities, which has brought out
many Interesting facU, among others that tho
little Hebrew girl mentioned abovo Is respon-
sible for the scares.

Superintendent Jasper, who has now taken tho
matter In hand, has found out, ho la keeping
her identity to himself.

are the daughters of Ignorant parents, full of' Old World superstitions. The news af the
panlo in the Broome street school was snp-- I;

pressed at the time. It was a small affnlrI compared with yesterday's and Thursday's
jf outbreaks, yet it seems to have been respon-

sible for them. A number of tho prlnmrv
pupils of this school have been qnestloned
about the author of the devil story, but none
of them seems to know just who started it.
One girl insisted that it was a younctor In I)
grade and another was equally positive that the
author was tn C grade. Nearly all agree that
it was a Hebrew girl. From other things
that the children said it seems that tho child

, heard at home that the millennium or rather' the Jewish equivalent was coming, and that
prior to its arrival the devil was coming tn re-
move such people as had forfeited their right
to paradise. The youngster told this story In
the school and the result was soon apparent.
The children did nothing but talk about the
expected Ttiltof the devil, nnd worked them-- .
selves up to such a state of nervousness, thnt
when the author of the yarn rushed Into the
play room one afternoon, shrieking at the tup
of her longs tba. she bad Just seen tho devil,
there was a stampede.

Although this trouble was con suppressed,
the damage was doue, and the story spread all

. over the east side. The cntldrcn of other
. schools talked about It In whispers, and tl e

story gradually Increased In horrible details
unfl s point ws reached where the mere cry
of "The devil !" was enough to set a thousand

children wild.

ran amnnd bawling out for somebody to save
them frmn the devil.

The features of the Klvington street panic
were two Idiots, one whoso cries of "Thero he
Is on the roof." and "Fire!" jtarted the young-
sters off again after they had once been sub-
dued. The other Increased the excitement
by telling mothers that their children had Wn
killed, and bringing a small army of them to
the school. There were two moro such ldlota
at yesterday's panic.

Grammar Fcncol 82 is nt Stanton and Sheriff
streets, and Is one of the largest public schools
on, the east side. The general arrangement of
the play rooms Is the samo as In tho other
schools. They are on tho ground floor, nro

, not particularly light, and contain plenty of
, dark corners, enticing to an alarmed imagina

tion.
The entrance to the girls' plav room 1 on the

Btanton street side or the building, und the
room la generally thrown open nt H o'clock In
the morning. That gives thn children an himc
to play around and talk brforn beginning their
studies for the day. As a rule, the children
g--t around a full hour opening tlino
and play In thn street. Mies Julia A. Hell,
the principal of tho primary deportment of
the school, says that the mothers send the
children around early so as to get them out of
the war at home.
Yesterday morning twenty-fiv- e lltilepale. fared

girls stood In a group around the play room
door, and In whispers talked about the devil,
who hail been at the Illvington street school
the day before. Janitor George V. Wudu
law them talking, and heard one little girl sny :

"It hod great big horns, an' It chased tho
girls all around tho room, an" only for tho
p'leecemen 'twould havo carried them all off."

"I heard It had a great club covered with
sticklers, an' that It waved it orout.d an'
around an' around an' that some of the girls
was nearly killed."

"Yes, an' It climbed upon the roof. too. A
man saw it thero," nut in still another clrl.

Janitor Wnde called up to the children to
stop talking Buch nonsense, anil then he went
on about his work. When 8 o'clock sounded
be opened tho play room door, but tho children
did not rush In as usual. They walked in
slowly, and, once Inside, sat around whisper-
ing devil stories.

Just how (ho trouble started or who started
It Wade does not know. Ho was sitting on a
stool on tho sidewalk In front of the playroom
door, when he heard a shrill llttlo voue shout;

"The devil Is horel Tho devil Is hire!"
Then came moro yells and a patter of feet

and three llttlo girls ran out, shrieking. A
number of other children were outside, nnd
when the llttlo ones rushed into their midst
they, too, took up tho cry of "Tho devil!" Wndo
sized up the situation In a moment, and. rush.

I Ing In thedoorway.hcld back tho others who were
trying to get nut. T.ie pullcoinuu on duty at
the school tried to quiet tho children outsldo,
but he could do nothing with them, nnd he
Anally gave It up and sunt In nn alarm to the
station house. In the mean time men and wo-

man poured out of the tenements, and there
were nearly 2,000 screamlrg people In front of
the school In less than ten mliiu.es.

Sergeant Lano got tho alarm at tho T'nlnn
Market stntlon house, and hustled nut thn re-

serves under command of lCnundsin.in llngnn
In short order. When the police gut to tho
school a msn had lust been shunting, "lheru
he Is I" nnd "Fire !' at the top of his I wigs, mid
things were worse thnn ever. Another mini,
who is described as a tramp with grcnt Murk
whiskers and nt'soarred forehead, had been In-
creasing tho children's fright by contorting

, his fare horribly. Miss Bell and several of
the teachers arrived at about the wimu tlmo
the police did. und after about twenty min-
utes' work tl.oy succeeded In calming down tho
panic-stricke- n children and tlmlr foolish moth-
ers. As fast as a group of youngsters was
calm. Miss Hell hustled them ntf Into n
classroom lu charge of u teiioher, and set
them to singing. In this way thi) nungteru
were gradually got Into the school, where Mlas
Bell didn't glie them a clianco to do anything
jut sing for half an hour.

Th pollcnuoii had a lot of work getting thn
parents and relatives tn go home, but llnnlly
dlspcrsed them nil. None of tlm children was
burl except for a few scratches, but ilrriH s
were bndly torn and hats and lwoks vvcro
hopelessly rulxrc" up and srtti ml.

Superintendent Jasper of tho lliblle Schools
said yesterda) (hat ho hud hud no ollli lul re-

port of thn punlca as jet, but that he, nf
course, hail heard about the superstitions
fear of the devil which teemed tn exist among
the east side children.

"The fact that no children wero klllrd In
these panlis." he said, "Is duo In the exirl
lent dlsclpllue In tho schools. Teachers and
children are carefully trained and drilled,
and it Is Impotsible for any serious panic lo
occur if the teachers are present. Thn worst
part of Thursday's panlo wis ier lre the
teachers arrived. As soon as the children taw
thi' teachers they talmed down anu were soonr controlled, I cannot mieVrMtind this devil
