Th first blueflsh of th eaton are reported.

There Is a novelty this year for btue fisher-
men to use, whloh has n good deal to recom-
mend It. It Is an ndjuslablo splntiakor, a stout
pole of oak with no spring to It, which Is fitted
at the heel with a damn to enable. It to bu fast-
ened to the gunwale of a sloop or catboat nnd
securely held. At tho foot Is a largo roel for the
line, a multiplier, which winds five times on th
wheel for one turn of the hand. The lino runt
out through a large curved nlokel tunnel piece
at th end of th spinnaker. Theso poles can be
procured of various lengths, and when placed
hero and there along the side of a boat will enable
It to carry ft largo number of lints which can bo
handled without cutting tho fingers. Tho
steady running In of tho line will also help to
prevent tho flsh overrunning and unhooking It-

self, nnd, for womin, this alone Is enough to
recommend It. Htrango to say, there Is not on
woman In n thousand who can haul In a blue-
flsh line. Hhe may cast a fly, manipulate a dob-so-n

on a black boss line, scoop crabs to perfec-
tion, land weak flsh, or clenr nn eel line, but she
cannot haul In a blueflsh, and when she catches
one on a long line It It due more toluokthan
anything else.

There Is a new rig for sea fishing, which Is
called the Oreaham. after the Englishman who
Introduced It.

Hitherto
this dlfllculty has been met by taking pieces of
hickory about two feet long and two Inches In
diameter, and screwing those to the sldo or
stern of the boat, the 11ns running from tho
boat through an eyelet at the ond of the stick
Into the water, and in some cases theso havo
been supplemented with small bells which
sounded when a flsh pulled on them. Tho
Gresham is an Improvement which consists of
a very shallow pun of metal. In the rims of
which three holos are pierced for tho reception
of metal nrms for tho line to be passed through
nnd extended over the water. When the arms
are In place tho lid to the pan Is
placed ovor it. and then a lever screw
Is turned down, which holds tho arms In placo.
while an under screw secures it to the stern ofa boat, an outrigger, or wherevor delred. An-
other lyre of this Invention, mado smallerand lighter. Is Intended to be used ns ftsprool. Tho arms are fitted In tho same way,
hut the line to the hand Is attached to tho top of
the screw, and tho lend sinker Is attached to the
under part of the metal pan, so that tho bait Is
sunk to any desirod depth, and tho leaders nru
well spread, out of the way of each other. This
should prove Interesting to weakflshermen, nnd
it would seem that any ono w Itli a llttlo gift ofworking lu wire or metal could In a few minutesmake one for his own use at comparatively
small cost.

Boms time ago a small party of explorers
landed on one of ths apparently barren Islands
Just on the borders ot the Antarctto regions,
and found It Inhabited by a remarkable colony
of birds that ranged from largo Mother
Carey-lik- e birds to penguins of all ktndt nnd
degrees. The Island was fairly covered with
the feathered Inhabitants, nnd nt lb boat ran
onto a rock that apparently afforded a landing,
tho birds. Instead ot moving nway, seemed de-
termined to resent the Intrusion, nnd stood
their around. vlelouslv nttjtnklncr tbn mnn wIia- , . .. , v.., .,..,
though they knocked the birds sstde with
clubs nnd oars, mid no appreciable Inroad
upon their numbers.

Th pnrty thon formed a compact body,
and, armed with boat hoiks to push tho shriek-
ing throng asldo, muvod up what apparently
was a street, hore and thore dotted with singu-
lar stool-lik- e objects about three feot In width,
larger nt the top. These were tho nests of tho
allmtross, and ns tho men were osDcclolly de-
sirous of obtaining a set of eggs, thoy observed
tho nests very carefully, but In every Instance
tho bird, when approached, shuffled clumsily
nwny, and no oggs were found, though th
birds were supposed to be sitting upon them.

Finally a nott was found containing an egg,
but Jusl as the men drew near tho bird alight-
ed and took her placo upon It, eying themwith suspicion, and uttering n curious half-hlsiin- g

sound. They watJhod her for n fewmomenta, and then forced her from the nest,when, to their amazement, the egg had disap-
peared ns completely as though It had been
swallowed up. Tho nest was examined close-ly, and finally torn apa.t, tho men thinking
that possibly tl.o egg might hnve slipped into ItIn some mjsterlous wav. but without suc-ct- s.

One of the partv ntlempted to catch an al-
batross, and while ho was following tho birdIn a ladlcrous cho6o over the stubble un eggsuddenly appeared, dropped by tho cunningbird, w hl:h nod all the tlmo been carrying itnot under her wing, as she Is supposed to do atsea by superstitious sailors, but In a oecullarsack in the skin provided by nature for thisvery purpose.

The albatross Is famed for Its rower of flight,following vessels hundreds of miles: yet whennesting it apparently foreets that It has wings,us It can Ihi handled and pushed about In thonest, making no attempt to fly or move unlessdriven awnj by blows. This may be due to thefact that tho egg Is held In tho curious sackand tho bird instinctively knows that It cannot fly olf w Itlt It. so It resists.
This sly bird If called tho molly-mau- nndIts cousin, tho great albatross, has a similarhabit, the egg, which Is five Inches In length,

On Marlon Island tho explorers found theKf'" .Mug I)engulu- -a bird which stands halfas high as a man, with Its bill pointing directlyupward instead o out, as with other birds. Th biggest mapping turtle ever Been In Ocean
county got nwny on Monday by sheer weight
nnd power of muscles coupled with an rxhlbl.
tlon ot sagacity greater thnu these reptiles are
usually credited with.

Ilertlo Correns, ngrd 13, nnd Riley Emmons,
of nbout the snmo nge, were out gathering wnter
lilies In n mill pond nenr Forked III ver.nnd wer
returning with n big bunch of the frngrnnt
blossoms when thoy splod n magnolia tree In
bloom, nnd concluded lu gather some of these
flowers also, at ths guests at tho hotels pay well
for both. They forgot all about the lilies and
the magnolias, however, when they came to n
shallow ditch at the edge of tho swamp, for
there they saw Bomothlng which mado their
eyos bulge.

Moving slowly along the bottom of the dltoh
wnt n snapping turtlo whose shell scraped both
sides of the trench nt he tolled nlong toward
the mill jrond. That ditch It fully three feot
wldo and It contains n foot of wnter. The boys
had heard the old folks tell nbout snappers as
big as washtubs and had seen ono weighing
seventy jounds. but this wns tho biggest ther
everdrcamod of tcclng.
