Tho Hlana-hte- r Will Boon Cnnee It to Die-appe-ar

From the Northwest.
lYom Me Xinntnpoltn Journal.

Tucked away within tho green covers of tho
first annual report of the chief tiro warden of

the State, recently issued, is a contribution
whloh has more than pasting Interest to tho
sportsmen of the Stnto of Minnesota. Tho Rev.
,T, A, Gllfillan, tho n mission worker
among tho Chlrpewa Indians, has furnished for
tho report an article, or pcrhnps It would bottor
be called n blnl's-oj- o view, on the game of tho
forest portions of the Stnto. Mr. Ullllllan has
been at work In tho forests for nearly n quarter
of a contury, and, being a man of striking ob-

servation powers, has learned much beyond tho
details of his work In tho moral nnd religious
interests ot tho red men.

Koepoaks particularly In his communication
of the region In which bis missions nro located,
n stretch of country about 300 miles In circuit,
beginning at White Earth nnd running theinco
by way of Lceoh Lake, 100 mllos, north to
Raven's Point, Wlnnlblgoshlsh, Lake, thirty
mllos, west to tho head ot Cass Lake, twenty
miles, northwest to Red Lnko agency, forty-llv- o

miles, and then south 100 mllos to White Earth
ngaln. He enumerates, among tho large gamo to
bo found In tbo region, deer, bear, mouse, rein-

deer or caribou, and says that In this region
thoeo animals nro slaughtered at all seasons of
tho year, wherover nnd whenever found, and
not only lutbe circle drawn, but overj whom
north nf It tutho British line. Mr. Ullullan'a
duties take him all over tho region at all times
nf tho year, whore ho has an opportunity of si f-

ling In person about all thnt transpires. Speak-
ing of the number of moosu killed lu tbo re-
gion, ho save:

"As tn the number killed by tho Indians In
this region annually. It is hard tei estimate, but
a few sears nero thero worn killed, swimming In
tho water, pursued by Indians lu canoes, In uno
hay, on the north shore uf the south lobe, of Red
l.aKo, opposite iho Red Lake airoucy. nt a place
called by thu while people "1 bo Narrows,' by
tho Indians the largo number of H7 mouse. Tho
animals had taken to tbo water to get away
from tho files, nnd !o wero at tho mercy of the
Indians. Moose am also constantly killed
around Cisa Lake. Lake Itasca, Wlnnlblgoshlsh
and Leech Lukes, and agrcaitnanj in th Big
Fork lllier country. 1o glvo a rough guess nt
tha number of mooso annually killed by tho
Indians in tbo above region, excluding tbo Big

Ibat is to saj, it was now then,
but that has been forty S cars ngo, and 1 w as out
there grow log up with tho country and showing
people how much law a youngster ut twenty one
or two has at his tlngors' ends, Iho Judge was
a man uf sixty or more, and in addition tu a

The Confederate Monnnent In Ht Hope

On the top of a little knoll In Mount Hope
Cemetery, Just outside of tho city, half bidden
from tho New York and Putnam Railroad by
the thick leaved trees, stands n stately obelisk

reared in honor of tho veterans of
the Southern armies who sleep and will sleep
about its base. It is simple but beautiful In Its
simplicity. A plain shaft of Vermont cranlte,
flfts-on- e feet high upon a bae tbat is nine feet
hUh. Savo for a laurel wrcth and a shield of
polished granite on cither sido of the pedestal
It Is without decoration.

1 he pedestal Is made of three stones, the un-

dermost being a great block of granite, ton foot
squnro and weighing eighteen tuns. Tho shaft
is four feet square at the bottom and gradually
tapering until tbo beginning of tho apex la

reached, whero It Is two feet six Inchos square,
and then It tapers off quickly to a sharp point.
This shaft is a eluglu block and weighs forty-eig- ht

tons.
'iwo Inscriptions are on the shields at tho base.

Ou tho side facing the south are the lines:
