Kansas, doc not expect Mr. McKlnlcy's
defeat this year, oxcopt by a union of nit tho
free-silv- forces. On tho othor hand, such n
combination, ho believes, will snecp the coun-
try. Tills was the central 'bought of Senntnr
1'cffer's tiltornnco on tlio political ontlopk In
an Interview y with a United I'ress re-

porter. Incidentally tho Kansas Senator
sharply criticised Mr. Tnubetieck, tho Secre-
tary of tho I'opullst Kntlonnl Committee, for
tho manifesto Issued by him In Bt, Louis a
fow days ago.

"It was wholly nnauthorlrcd," ho said,
"Mr. Taulieneck had no reason to beltavo that
the groat body of our membership would sup-
port a movement of thnt kind. It was imper-
tinent, becansolt assnmed to dlctato what tho
parly should do. It wns treacherous, becauso.
without having authority, this man undertook
to uso his Influence In directing tho current of
jur party opinion. It was untimely, liccnuse It
wns assuming without nuthorlty to say to tho
world In advnnro of our national convention
what our polloy should lm."

"Wlint ought the Populist policy to bo?"
"The leading Idea of our people, when wc

formed our party, wns to orlng about ulti-
mately a union of all tho different reform ele-

ments of the country In opposition to the power
which is now rccognlred by the term 'money
power," so thnt we might be rendy nt nny Hum
to Join forces with the other organlrntlons
which, llko us, are in this opposition, lint wo
wnnt them to do whnt we hnednne. stand
with the present orgnnlmtlon, so thnt, to-
gether, wo may form one party which will
combine those various elemonls of opposition.
If the silver Democrats and silver Ilepuhllcans
meet us mi that ground, wo ought. In turn, tn
make an equal advance, and by combining
form a solid organisation ngainsl tho rominon
cnomy. For I bcllcvo that nil tho signs of
tho times Indicate that the gold men. Repub-
licans and Democrats, will unite to defeat tho
sIIut movement. 1 think, nIo, that our party
should maintain It; present orgnnlnitlim
solidly until some, arrangement can be mado
for a permanent union of nil tlio elements I
refer to."

"Suppose an effort Is made to carry tho I'opu-
llst partyover to the Democratic nominee of tho
Chicago Convention. What do you thlnn
would lie the effect of that?"

"In ense the Democrats adopt their usual
platform, making no allowance for recruits
from other sources, and miming n ticket com-
posed of Democrats,; pledged tn nn
reform except that nf silver, our people win re-
fuse to act with thorn. Wo can, however, form
nn offensive and defensive alliance with them
In tho Northwest. West, Southwest, nnd South
nnd still keep our several organizations Intact.
In that way wo could bring all the strength of
the silver people to bear on the electoral col-
lege."

"Would not this lie tantamount to endors-
ing the Democratic nominee?"

"No. it would operate this way: Take States
llko those In tho Northwest, tho Dakotos, Ne-
braska, Kansas. Colorado, Nevada, and others
in that region, where the Democratic vote is
very light at the liest. There we would havo
entirely I'opullst electors, liecnuse the Demo-
crats are not sufficiently strong to change tlio
imlltirnl complexion o( the vote, tn some of
the Southern State i. where there nre maru
Democrats than 1'opullsts. thcro could ls a
mixture nf electors, representing both elements
In proportion to their voting strength, with
the understanding that the solid electoral vnto
bo cast whichever way It could bo mnde tho
most effective in deciding the election nf Presi-
dent. I see no other way to maintain our o

organizations and got a combined
strength aga'nst the Itepubllcan candidate."

"In this event who would be seated, tho Pop-
ulist or the Democratic nominee?"

"That," replied senator Pcfter. "Is a mat-
ter of detail which" could be settled after the
election."

"I'nder these circumstance", could you de-

feat McKlnley?"
"I shall not say that I doubt It. hut I fear It

would not be successful. I don't think thnr
nny such poll"- - would bring nut the full sil-
ver vote of the country. If would hnve the
nppenrunce of division, and that alone would
deter a good many people who would cuppnrt
a single organisation, national In Its charac-
ter. Hence. I ay. the Importance nf a union
of all the sliver fTCs ir otm new body. If
wo can secure such an organization we shall
carry the election."

"Will not the Democrat i see the wisdom of
such a course nnd advance such a proposition
as can be accepted by your people?"

"I should think they would see It, hut," con-
tinued. Senator PelTer with a smile, "I regret
to say that there Is some force In the criticism
that tho Democratic pnrty does not seem to
know how to avail Itself of a favorablo op-
portunity when one presents Itself."

The audience chcerod and yelled
nnd waved Hags and hnndkerchlofs for fully five
minutes. When ho gotachancothe Major said:

"Lambs ami Oknti.emp.n: It gives me great
pleasure to tie here, supported by a canu such
as has been presented to n fow of us hero on
the platform, having for its handlo tho modoled
head In metal of tho noxt President of tho
United States." (He raised tho catio aloft.)
"This Is going to bo an Important cam-
paign. It Is going to settle, I believe,
on co for all. Issues In which the Amer-
ican pooplo Imvo had an
Interest for many years. Thero hasn't been a
campaign since 1HH4 when tlio Democratic
party hasn't endeavored tu fnrco some Issue
upon tho Itcpubllcnn pnrty, tho ndvocncvof
which the Democrats hoped would divide eiur
party. In 1BH-- they brought up nn
Issue which, vvhllo it didn't ellvlde tho
party, enabled them, some of us bellove,
to atoal New York State.
