GENTRY FOUND GUILTY.

T7IR KILLING OF MADOIS TORIES
MVllDKIt .V XIIK FIUBT DBOltKB.

The Aetor Collapses Completely svhea He
Ileare the Verdlet-I- Ie Oaaps, Ttvltehea,
aad rslnka HohhlaK Into a Chair Appli-
cation on Thursday for a Mew Trlul.

Philadelphia, June 27. James II. Gentry,
tho actor who shot and killed Margaret W.
Drysdate, known on the stage as Madge Yorke,
on Feb. 17, 1803, In this cltj, was convicted to-

day of murder In tho first degree. Tho Jury re-

tired on Friday night and brought In tho ver-

dict at 11 o'clock this morning.
Slnco tho trial began Gentry has become a

physical wreck, and when ho was taken Into
court yesterday to hcor tho vordlct tears roiled
down his checks. Ho had been III during the
night and with difficulty remained on his feet
when the clerk of the court askod the foreman
for tho vordlct. Gentry's mouth twitched and
ho gasped for breath.

"Guilty of murder In the flrst degree," said
the foreman.

Gentry grasped the railing with both hands,
and, as soon as ho was allowed to sit down,
burled hts faco in his hnnds nnd sobbed aloud,
It Is said that never before has such a broken
man facid a Jury In tho criminal courts of Phil-

adelphia. Ills appearance tin the last day of tho
trial was so pllinble that several times tears
came to thu ejus of tho spectators. Throughout
the long dm his bowed head was never raised,
and his black, lustrous eyes stared straight Into
snare. At times his head would shako as If
with the palsy, and n convulsive gulping In his
thtoat was noticed every few minutes. The
mention of Madge Yorke's name again and
again caused tho tears to trickle down his face.
When he was removed to his cell, aflor the case
had gone to tho Jury, ho collapsed utterly.

At the request of Lawyer Brooke of Now
York, senior counsel for Gentry, tho jury were
polled Individually, and each man rrtchoed tho
words uf tho foreman. Tho verdict was

and Mr, Brooke then made tho cus-

tomary motion for a new trial. Thursday next
was set by Judgo Yerkcn as tho day for hearing
argument upon the motion, nnd meantime the
prisoner's attorneys will file their rn.isnns for a
new trial. Tho Judge, before discharging tho
Jurors, thanked them for "tho faithful per-

formance of their duty." and warned them not
to discuss what had tnken place In the Jury
room.

Gentry was taken to his cell In the City Hall,
supported bv a tipstaff, and Inter In tho day he
was returned lo tiio county prison.

Gentry Is of Italian descent and his correct
name Is Donalcllti. He Is 117 years nld. Madge
Virke wn L'Ual tho time of lierdenlh.
