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CORNELL FICTORS AT HOME.

A Grent Demonstration In Monor of Conch
Conriney and Min Winnlag Crews,

ITRACA, June 268.—~Although many victorl-
ona Carnsll erewa have besn weloomod home
to Ithaca, never before haa a  eelebration
equalled that given lart nlght to the arews that
so hronored Cornell at Poughkeepals, Since
tho news of the reanit of tho race renohed here
the preparplions for the grand reception hiave
been going on.  The Ithaca peaple, old, yonng,
and middle aged, the students eho ara loft
fu the eity, and the women, all were wildly
enthanlastie. Cn hionss after hooss ths decora-
sonn began to nppear.  The Cornell erew colors
mingled with the Stars and Stripes quite harmo-
niowily, Acommittee of husiness men slarted n
stbacription paper with which to huy Aireworks,
and In fAfteen minutes enongh money hind been
donnted to buy up the whols stock In the ity
ftores, and It was necessary to telegraph to
other eltles for more,

Tlis scene at the statlon at 8 o'clock te-night
when the traln bearing the crews drow Into
the statlon beggars description, Around the
platform was packed & mass of persona In the
midat of & gayly decorated float on which the
oarsmon were to be conveyoed through the clty.
With the warning whistle of the engine draw-
ing the train, denoting {ta near approch, all the
whistlen In the city wers slarted simultane-
ously, bealdes all the chureh bells and fire bells.
Thense, with the din of horne, cannons, fire-
crackers, and thoe shriek of human voloes,
formed 8 wpectacls the lke of which las
never been wpeen here, not even In ‘70, when
Cornell won In the great college boat race at
Saratoga.

The arrival of the crews was a time for an-
other outburst of enthuslasm, and the men
ware earrled In the arma of the joyous weloom-
ers and placed on the float. Thoe appearance
of Conch Courtney was the capplng ollmax at
the statlon. 'The people soted as If in a delir

fum of Joy. A ling of march had been mappod
out by the Committee of Arrangements, and
the processlon, composed of somes 4,000
wons, maro for at lenst two miles through

B An the hionrs wore on Baturday nlght the ex-
eltement Inereased, and the slightest serap of
news from the seat of war wanenagorly devoured,
At thie end of the first hialf of the final miatch
for the Hiamlilton trophy, lamliiton was ono
trick ahond of Hultimore, *Piny in the second
nalf bogan st A:00, and In the Orst four handa
Maltlinors got level, with twenty hanida to play,
Gus Hemak, the brilliant eaptnin of the Hamil-
tons, was vory unwell, and It looked ns if he
would bave to guit and allow one of the other
delegates from the club to take his place, Boch
aloss as Remak's services moant almost corgaln
dofeat, and when Capl.

BANDIT BANDS IN CUBA.

THEY ARK THE OUIGROWIH OF
PERBISTENT NVANISH MISRULE.

Men Driven to Meétallnte Upon ths Oppress
sore Then Took to the HNwamps and Ouis
Inwry—Many Ontlnwa Now Employed by
the Hpaninrds 1o do Murderous Work,
HavANA, Juna P4,—After the close of the

war In 1678 tlie Bpanish OQuvernment left &

standing army here of about 20,000 mon.

About one-linlf of this force was detalled for

guanrd daty In the vacious forinin and abouk

the large cities and the remainder were tormed
the Guardin Civil. They wers ordersd to pas
trol the Interlor, preserve order, nnd protecd

Inw-alblding eltizens from the disorderly and

Inwiesn,

The Carinin of n company of the Guardis
Clvil was nsslgned to i disteict In one of the
provinces, anil it was lils ostensible duty to ro=
guire Lis troops at stated intervals to visit sach
house to ascertnin if sverytlilng wea quiot and
penconble,  When the Guardia Clvil visitod &
Pouss tha proprietor or peraon In charge waa
reguired to #lgn an o knowledgmeont of the
fact. The Cabans wers not pormitted to slrct
or appoint officers for the purposs of maine
talnlng puablic order.

Home of the Captaine of the Ouardia Clivil
performed  thelr dutles falthifully and maine
thined srder in their disteicts, but most of thom
woere worse than none nt all.  They permitted
their troops 1o lovy blackmisil on the citizens,
take (lielr personnl property from them, and
commit outrages upon their wives and danghe
fers,

If the Cubans made comnlaint (o the etvil
authoritles ngalust any  of the Guardin Clvil
thoy recelved s compante (lesson), which was
a terribie beating with n manat! (n cane or
club made from the sen cow's hidel, glven by
tho Guardia Clvil ngainst whom the complalng
tiad been mmle,

After a tlmoe somoe of the Cubans took the
Inw in thelr own hands and deiddl out sum-
mary Justice onthe Guardia Civil when they
committed such outrages. They would then
w0 to the woods and become outlaws, liviug by
preying upon  the eommunity, The nucleas
thus formed geadually attrocted the lawless
nnd daring natil large bands of thoroughly ore
ganlzed rubbers, wero colleeted in certadn dise
tricta,

Thess robbess did not descand to petty thieve
ing, but levied blackmall Ih large sums upon
the planters and landowners,  The individoal
wie notified by the Teadoer of the robbers that
lie was required to deposit n'gortaln sum at o
given plave witliln a certatn tfds  1f the pers
son falled to comply with the notice, he wus
informed that {f the money wnd ot forthcome
ing promptly. ho woulid be kidan, ed; or If he
Hyed In woclty where It was difflou & to enpture
him, he wos notifled that his proy ety would
T burned. Tho rolibers never fulle  to earry
out their threata, They would perm * a inan,
Lowever, to negotinte for thie pasym at of a
lesser pum, provided the negotlutiony were
opened before they limd been to the trooble of
Kidnnpplug Lim, 1 they demanded £5,000, the
Individunl might got off with the payment
of §500. or i they demnnded $500, they
mieht Lo satisfled with $30, Scttlemonts
wera usunlly mowle upen o binsis of nbout that
ratine  They endowvored to ascertain a mnn's

c toopny before the levy was mode, but (£
they vould not get definlte inférmation they
coprding 1o the wan's Indications of

Ginandin Clvil mmle no effort to chrck
those bl f fuet, some of them boldly
sl thot the Governent bl consod to py
thiem, so that they were eompellsd 1o be I3
Tomete witho the roblers to get toney they were
etitltled to tram the Spanish tiovernment,
Many of theoffieersof the Guardin Civil ghowed
evidences of recelving muell more money than
the spantsh Government ngreed to pay,

In the eastorn part of the island the people
are more fndependent, and refused to submis
ton suell nets o outlhwey. If the Guardle
Civil tatled to enforee thie law, they did it foe
thetn,  Hut In the provinees of Havana and
Mntatzas the people were mor submissive,
unidl less inelined to enforce their flghts,

In those two provinzes the bandits were
thorouglily  orgetilzml.  Manuel Garcia was
at the Lead of o gang that nperated o all of
the provinee of Hoavann and that part of the
{-rn\'lnﬂﬂ-r Mictansns wihteh fs eluded In s
inie extending nortt and sonth from the Union
fon, e lad Bis headguarters (o the olens

swamy) in the seitteastern purt of the
provines of ITavann. He was bold and publia
in litw wilins, froguently visiting the clty
ol lnva He Jevled  wnd collecisl n great
miany thozaand dollnes from the plantors owne-
fug property In his district,  Nobods can ever
tind out the amount,  boctitu=o the men who
hnve E:uurt tribute to klm do not care to dls.
