A Htrrtsh or Pine Forest 'Which Hns Tie en
Converted Into Orchnrdii unit Vineyard

How the GcorBlun Feneea In lit Crops
-- ItncarthlnK n Cnae oraallld Hoodoo.

Ptil.tlAM, Oa., Juo 10. Tho'o peaches on
tho fruit stands In New York- -n few now at
high prices, to bo followed by moro and bettor
and cheaper ones boforu tho month Is ov cr,
como largely from this rclghborhood. Thoy
grow here on tiees that wore pink with blos-
soms while wo wcro bhovclllng snow In tho
North, nnd they take on their rainbow huos
and becomo soft and Juicy while tho Delaware
and Now Jerscyjpcaeho nro jot walnuts in
size nnd innrble In hardness.

This Is not tho Urgest peach-growin- n

drorclo, but nnttiro makes It tho earliest,
for It is only thirty miles north of the Florida
lino. Tosco the orchards thrtvlowl.h thoso
nf Dolnwaro In size, one must go a hundred
miles north of hero to the neighborhood of
Fort Valley, whoro tho rench Is us much of an
nntocrnt ns tho onion In Bermuda or tho ornngo
In Florida. It surprises n Nortliirncr nt first
to hear tho Georgians iiek of this ns the (mut-
est poach-growln- g tstatoof the country: but
that Is the fact, unless tbo statistics havo Wen
very seriously Juggled. In the nature of
things Georgia peaches can nover lie as plenty
In tho Northern markets as Delaware penches,
bocaUBo every mile iff cnrrlngo rcducos tho
profits. It Is only the early ones tlmt can
profitably bo sent North, nnd when Delaware
begins to ship, the Georgia peach must retire
with n blush. Aftor the early part of the crop
has lieen sold, and sold gonorally at tho high-
est prices of tho season, somo hundreds of
thousands of bushels of beautiful peaches can
be had In Georgia nt any prico, or no prlco at
all, Tho Georgians have not learned tho Dela-
ware fine art of converting thclrlsurplus fruit
into peach brandy.

There It a moro romantic story In tho Geor-
gia peach Industry than has ever lieen told. A
few yjars ago, sav twenty jears, this Mitchell
county produced llttlo but pine logs nud tur-
pentine. But nt that time, and Indeed for
several generations before that time, the cen-
tral antl northern parts of the State were set-
tled and cultivated and civilized, lu those
distant days now called "boforo the war," tho
plantors of Houston county, up in the vicinity
of Macon, were accustomed to eat peaches lu
Juno. It cannot be said that they raised peaches;
they simply Ut them gTow. Thero vvero no
big orchards, merel r a few trees here and thero
that received no attention till the fruit was
rlpo, and not much even then, for a dorcn
other frulta ripened at the same tlmo to take
the glar-o- ur from tho velvety peach. Then a
few boxes wero sent North for an experiment,
and the surprlting discovery was made that
there were people In the Northern cities who
would actually pay big prices for pca'-ho- s in
June.

When this news spread the people of Houi-to- n

county becameas wild ns if all their peaches
had lieen converted Into brandy and swallow eet
on the spot. .A few lucky planters who wcro
early In the. field made fortunes, some of them
as much as half a million dollars, and people
began to curso(ench trcea In tho motherly vt ay
that Floridlanshave with their orango tries.
Land that was worth $5 an ncro for cotton sud-
denly become worth $100 for peailifs. S200,
and was almdst priceless when covered with
bearing trees. Fortunes were made In a
rlnglo setson. and It looked for a time as if
corn and cotton would be driven out of Ueor-vl-

and the whole State become a peach
But presently that Immutable thing we

call tho law of suppl) and demand stepped In.
the sudden fortunes stopped coming, and
early peach growing In Georgia became a regu-

lar and on tho whole a profitable Industry.
It was not hard for a shrewd Georgian to

seo that the jieaches sold profitably because
they were enrly, and that they were early

they grow In tho South, an 1 that the
earlier the fruit the better the price. From
this It was easy to reach tlio conclusion that
still further south the fruit would lie still
earlier, anil it was this conclusion that led
eventually to tho transformation of tho
Mitchell connty pine forests Into fruit orhnrdv
Mitchell Is a hundred miles south of Houston
county, and the experts say thnt fruit ripens
hero ten days earlier. The bo) who buys a
Pelham pea-- h lrom the fruit stand might find
other things here to make his mouth viator.
Bi shlo the peach orchards aro fields of melons;
and lieslde tho melon fields are vineyards full
of grapes; and be)onl the vineyards nre fields
of plndars. Perhaps tho New Yorker would
not know that plndars are peanuts, any more
than tint Georgia ly.would know tint pea-
nuts are only ptndars. Bui bj the time the
(teorglan eats his plndars they are Indifferent
form, they are first fed to the hogs nnd con
verted Into pork, nnd he eatn the pork, which
he calls meet.

Tho Salvationists held a sensational midnight
funeral over the body of an outcast girl In Lon-

don recently which Is described as follows by
tho Dalit iVctw:

"A strange scene, full of human Interest, was
enacted last ulght at the Falvatlon Army hall
In Oxford Circus. Between 11 and midnight
a gathering hud been summoned to attend the
funeral servlo of a late member of the Salva.
tlon Army. Tho hnlt In which tho mournful
ceremonial was held Is a spacious structure
lying Just off the western side of tho Circus. A
gallery runs round tiirco sides of It, furnished,
as Is the floor spaco below, with plain
wooden benches. Facing the platform a
temiorary bier had bcon erected. It was
simply o table rotting upon two benches. For
ooverlng the bier had a red cloth, over which
was placed a white cloth. The handbill sum-
moning the meeting had a blaik-cdge- d bonier,
and was In the following terms: " Death of a
Piccadilly Girl. Great Midnight Funeral Ser-vlc- o

lu tho Salvation Arm) Hall." After the
ordinary evening service, which had special
reference to the sin and misery which attended
the lives of tho erring souls whose salvation
tho Army had specially In vlow, the hall was
cleared and a procession of officers and soldiers
was formed as an escort for the funeral
party. Meanwhllo people dropped In by
twos antl threes and took their placos quletly
on the long mws of benches. Many of those
present at this stage of tho proceedings were
young girls obviously of tho class with which
street life Is more or less familiar. Their be-

havior was decorous. Manv were dressed in
black. Later on colored blouses and fashlon-ubl- e

hats were to be seen sprinkled hero und
there In tho gathering, which included as many
men as women. An artilleryman was conspicu-
ous in the ccntie of tbo hall, and here and there
were scattered a few Salvation lasses,
whoso sombro attire was in striking con-

trast to the bright hues of the other dresses.
It was nearly hnlt past l'J bofnre the strains of
tho band could be heard playing outside
tho " Dead March." The hall was well filled as
the bearers brought In the coftln. wlifcti waa
covered with two hnndsome wreaths of white
flowers. It was followed by a bevy of gavly
dressed girls, who took possession of the trout
bench, nnd were therefore the chief mourners
In this extrnorillnnr) serv Ice. If any doubt ex-
isted nsto the riason uf their appearance It was
soon set nt rest, for three or four uf them were
weeping bitterly. Notwithstanding theslrange,
not 10 ra) grotesque, ntcompanlmeiits of tins
funeral service, no one could look on quite un-
moved. As the bantl and singing wero

hushed luutl sobbing could be heard
coming front the throng. It was a striking
st cue unique probabl) in its way that was
presented as the nlllcer w ho led the service rose
to deliver an earnest extempore pra)er The
spare figure on the platform gesticulating and
exhorting, the coffin below on its simple bier,
and liie gn)ly dressed tnournersjwhuse gnet)
had tlipnrtid, mado up a strangely moving
scene. Hy this time the hnll was crowded, many

having aptmriutl) been attracted by tho
sight of tlie strange procession. After the hymn" liock of Ages" had bten ung. the service wns
proceeded with. It wn long after 1 o'l lock be-
fore the hall was Ilnall) cleared.
