THE REVOLT OF THE AILFERITES.

Hinllet Kilhanrne Appenrs In Chienge with
a New Deel of End

Cnroaoo, July 3.—Hallet Kllbourne, the seo-
retary of the Grangers' Clab, which meests at
John Chamberiin's, 1n Washington, has ap-
peared with a new declaration of Independonce
for this republie. It le modelled after the orig-
Innl declaration, but It attacks the eurrency
question inatead of *the repeatsd injuries and
usurpations™ of the Kingof Great Brituin, It
declarea:

patlons, pursatilng Invariably the same ohjeot,
evinces a deaign to reduce the people to an ahso-
lute despotinm, It 4 thelr right, It I8 thelr duty,
to cast maide old party organizations and pro.
¥ide new guarda for thelr future security, Buch
hna bean the patient sufferance of the people of
the United States nlhce 1873, whon sllver wan
demonetized, and auch Is now the necensity
which constrains the people to alter thelr for-
mer systems and eatablish new lines of political
action.*

Then It goes on to tell of the awfnlness of the
“orime of 1870." 1t declares that the coln
money In clrenlation In the United Statea In
almost exoluaively sliver. and that Gireat Hritain
has covarsd the gold markets of the world, It
winds up as followns:

All but thirty of the guerriling wers eithor
kllled or wounded, Capt. Orvan adds that the
Inpurgent josses alno wore heavy.

Col, Fleueron reports an etgacement with
the Insurgents under Zayas and Castille, 1,000
strong, at Santa Harbara, near Bejucal, Prov-
Inco of Havana, The Spanish force numbered
only 280 cavalry, They found the insurgents
in l.hr-nﬁrma:w on thelr front and Aanks.

According to the oMeial report vigorous
clianrges were made by the troous, and the in-
surgents were dispersed with & loss of twenty-
one killed,
