In o letter published to-day Mr. Gladstone de-
nounces what he described as the wild, wanton,
and most dangerous expenditure of the present
Government uUpon armaments, which reads
ratber carfously from s statesman who, a littie
more than ten years ago, arrived at the concvlu-
rlon that there was danger of A war betwern
Eogland and Russia, and by s convleof eloguent
aicechaes persnaded the House of Cowmons to
Yote B30,000,000 for war ahips, cannon, and
riflen. His warnings now will fall on denf
ears. Even the falthful Duily News re-
proaches the firand Oid Mam for the
yresent inconvenlient outburst, atnd the Tories
revile him.

integrate the varions siiver delegations and o
muddile the situation for their reapeciive oandls
dntes, All this la done in the hope thst ithe
least objectionable sllver man will be nominne-
ol in the Conventlon, and these ateps toward
diaintegration have also another purposs, and
that in an effort to prevent, If possible, a frees
silver plank ati16 to 1. There is hardly any
doubt that the gold men will osuse havoe
among the rankes of the sliver men, so far aa
candidatos are concerned, but it la still n very
grave quostion whetber they can by any
means  prevent the adoption of m freee
silver coloage plank. Bomn of the more hopeful
gold men bellove that before the fight is over
very matarial concessions will be forthcoming
from the sllver men, This epinion, however, la
not shared by the majority of the gold men.

The sltuation among the
aliver men I8 Lecoming more tangled every
hour. The friends of Hiand proelaim that be ls
farin the van, wnile the friends of * Uncle™
Hod Boles Inslst that the lowa statestnan i
positively mure of the nomination.

Claude Matthews, aud those of John R,
Meleoan, ond the friends of Senator Teller and
all the othier candidnics, have been at work
trying to steal away n few delegatea from
among the gold men, Herels Just where th
trouble is to come. The gold men welcome s
thess overtures from the friends of the In
sllver eandidates, and tell them nll sorta .
slories A to how the various dejveations aFe
divided in support of the sliver candidates. Up
1o the present hour it turns out that the Now
York delegation ls split up between Bland,
Boies, MclLenn and Mattuews, and soveral
seem Ineclined to vote for Senator White
of Callfornla.
