TUB SII.VKlt rOUCEl LESS JOYItJI.
Threo days ago, whsn the ndvanco guards of

the great silver forces reached Chloago, they
wero offensively arrogant In their pride of
power, and polntod out what a simple and easy
thing it would bo for thorn to organize the Con-
vention, adopt the platform, iiomtiialo the can-
didates, and adjourn without as much as to say
" by your leavo" to tho an men, but

y their Joy Is less exuberant. They are as
confident as over that they havo tho votes neces-
sary to control every action of tho Convention,
and this cannot, in truth, be gainsaid. Never-
theless, theso f trumpeters are not so
enthuslastla as they were, not so noisy, and not
nearly so confident of an easy triumph. Their
power comos to thorn haudliappcd by
tho weight of tho AltccMs, tbo s,

nnd the other Popullstlo elemeuts of
the free-silv- army, and the less objectionable
elements, headed by men like Jones of Arkansas
and Daniel of Virginia, find themselves helpless
In the grasp of the anarchlstlo factions of tho
free-silv- party, Altgeld has given the Bland
boom Its greatest Impetus by pledging It the
support of tho Illinois delegation, but tho ring-

leaders of the free-silv- men hesitate to accept
power ana victory at the heavy price of a coali-
tion with the friends and sympathizers of Alt-
geld and Herr Most.

The conferences that havo been carried on by
the free-silv- er men have beon accidental, hur-
ried, disjointed meetings, at which nothing has
been accomplished except to reveal more fully
the lack of organization and the lack of purpose
among those who are howling for a free-silv-

platform and a free-silv- candidate. In the
hotel corridors and on the streets, the silver men
have stood about proclaiming thelrstrength and
listening with Impatience to the
arguments of the sound-mone- y men, and the
leaders of the various delegations have gone
dashing about from one headquarters to an-
other, engaged In the work of attempting to
bring the factions together Into a caucus or con-

ference In advance of a meeting of the Conven-
tion, but all this work has been of no avail.

AI.Tfiri,n THE nrTATOH.
Down In the Sherman House, which Is tho

headquarters of tho free-silv- party, the most
conspicuous man, as he Is elsewhere in all tho
gatherings of the advocates of free silver, stood
John P. Altgeld, the Governor of Illinois, re-

ceiving visitors, who came In a constant proces-
sion to shake his hand and whisper words of
encouragement for his ambition to dictate the
work of the coming Democratic Convention.
Altgeld Is a hard-faco- bright-eye- lynxlike
man shrewd, calculating, cunning, and Im-

placable. He listened to what every man said
who came to see him, and his replies were short
and snappy. He has no magnetism and no ap-

parent sympathy with those who pay him
homage, but he has power and Is not afraid to
use it. It Is claimed by members of the opposi-

tion element in the Democratic party of Illinois
that Cook county would y vote 30,000 In
favor of sound money if an opportunity was
given, and that Altgeld is in power as a result of
his ability to manlpulato tho primaries and
choke down the sound- - money sentiment.

By Altceld's side as he received his
free-silv- callers, stood "Buck" Uenrlchscn,
his first lieutenant, who has monopolized nearly
all tho political offices In tho Democratic party
of the State, and who desires to continue as the
leader under the generalship of tho Anarchist
Governor. Henrlchsen is a big, burly,

d man whose geniality and
good fellowship aie a contrast and a set-o- ff to
tbe hardness of Altgeld's perronality, and to-

gether they mako a strong political team. They
have jointly unnounred that Illinois Is for Bland,
and have repressed such opposition as there was
among the delegates, fhese two bosses have
sntout to nominate Bland or mako trouble In
the Convention.

Across the hall from the Altgeld headquar-
ters are the rooms of the Bimetallic National
Committee, presided over by Senator Harris of
Tennessee, who hopes to be tbe permanent
Chairman of the Convention. But nothing was
being done In the room or this important com-
mittee Its members began the work too
early. They came on from Washington a week
ago, and at once took control of affalts and
started out to run tbe free-silv- machine to
suit themselves. They had not consulted Alt-
geld, however, and forgot to take him Into their
calculations. To-da- while the big free-silv-

procession moved In and out of tho Illinois Gov-
ernor's rooms, thoantlqualed old Senators tat
in tbo room of the liimetalllo Committee, de-
serted nnd alone. The procession did not stop
at tbelr door, but passed them by unnoticed.

AT THU DOIES HEAliqUAItTKKH.

Down at the Palmer Huusn the rooms of tbe
Iowa delegation wero crowded with little free-silv-

Hawkeyes, but there were no leaders
there, and the shuflllng In and out of the
crowds meant nothing, except that they were
looking for "Uncle Hod " and hooping It up
for him to tbe best of their abilities. But Hod
was not there. He showed his affable face for
a few hours yesterday, pumped a llttlo en-

thusiasm Into tbo hearts of his followers, and
then went back to the Grundy county farm.
There were a hundred speaking likenesses of
Iowa's Grangor candidate hung 011 the walls of
the hotel however, and as a rellectlve
visitor gazed upon them, he asked one of the
Ion a men:

"Why Is It that you always Bpoak of 'tho
affidavit face' of Gov, Holes? What does It
mean ?"

"Why," replied tho Hawkeye, "don't you see
what a fine, open, unbewhlskered countenance
Uncle Horace has? Don't you seo that it is a
face tnat has nothing to conceal, that It Is an
evidence in Itself of tho character and high
purposes of tho man to whom It belongB?
Don't you seo that that faco Is nn affidavit In
Ithelf as to tho character and democracy of our
candidate? Don't you understand, then, what
we mean hen wo say Unit Uncle Hod's face Is

as an affidavit and his voice as the psalms of
David ? That face and that voire represent his
claims to the Presidential nomination, and
they are hound to win,"

Bland's pictures and Bland's name are every-
where, but Bland himself Is down at Lebanon
making hay, and his baomers now say that lie
will not enmo to Chicago, It is perhaps well
that he does not come, because whatever quali-

fications he may have he does not possess an
" affidavit face " nor a voice like tho psalms of
David or the psalms of anybody else. Bland is
not pretty, and if he should come to towu It
would be seen at once that the lithographs that
strew the city .11 tho north, south, and west
sides, and even on the lake front, are counter-
feits. Bland's face Is covered with straggly,
bushy, untrlmmed whiskers, and his voice is
down in bis stomach like that of a ventriloquist,
and If he should be put In comparison with
Boles In tbe matter of looks the Bland boom
would undoubtedly suffer an early death.

INDIANA KOT BOMD KOU MATTHEWS.

Something has happened to tho boom of
Matthews of Indiana, but just w hut it Is nobody

seems to know. His headquarters havo been
open all day In the I'almor House, and enthusi-
astic Hooslers aro on hand, distributing with
one hand cotton badges with a picture on thorn
of the Indiana Governor, who has announced
himself ready to endorse any sort of financial
plank that the Convention may adopt, and with
tho other hand distributing llthograpulo
sketches of the nowly discovered Indiana
statesman. But tho leader of the Indiana del-

egation, tho venerable and harsh-voice- d Sena-
tor Tnrple, Is no longer shouting that Indiana is
solid for Matthews, becauso there has been a
split in the delegation, and a split at this
stage of tho game Is fatal. Altgold gave the
first kick to th Matthows boom, then the
Boles men kicked It, and now everybody glvea It
a whack as bo passes by. For the first lime In
many cars Indiana does not claim to be a
powerful factor In a Demooratlo Convention,
and her candidate Is not now honored even
with the prospect of anomlnatlon for the second
placo on the ticket. Three days ago. when
everything looked so bright for the Matthews
boom, as seen through tho glasses of his sup-

porters. Senator Turnle announced In behalf of
tbe delegation that Matthews was t candidate
for first placo or nothing. This Is a favorite
trick of candidates lately, but somehow the
delegations took Matthews at his word, and It
now looks vory much as If he would get nothing.

TF.LLKH IIOOMEIU) OlVt Ul THE ndllT.
But, after all, the discouragement of the Holes

men and the disgust and indignation of the
Matthews supporters are nothing In comparison
with tho feelings of the Teller men. The sor-

riest group of politicians In Chicago to-d- Is

the contingent of Ilepubllcan free-silv- er United
States Senators who walked out of the Repub-
lican Convention and who aro now going about
the streets of Chicago asking tho free-silv-

Democrats tonomlnato their leader, tho Ilepub-
llcan Senator from Colorado. These men are
not even being treated with common respect.
They aro cousulted by not jdy and their pleas
for Teller's nomination (.re openly laughed at.
Three days ago, before tho leaders of the vari-

ous delegations had arrived In Chi-

cago, tho Teller boom seemed to be
making headway. Now It appears that
this state of things was due almost
entirely to tho faot that the Democrats had not
arrived In town. Having arrived, they have
spurned tbo Toller proposition, and now leave
the bolting Republican Senators unnoticed on
the sidewalk. Some one bas dubbed these free,
silver Republican Senators "street walkers,"
and one of them confessed to-d- that this is
about all they amount to, after all. The plea of
these Teller men Is that It he should be nomi-

nated he would be endorsed at tho Populist
Convention, that meets 111 St. Louis on July 2- -,

and that, as he would be ublo to carry tho free-sllv- er

Democratlo States, the free-silv- Repub-
lican States, and tbe Populist States, he would
defeat McKlnloy. The Democratic leaders ad-

mit that this might be so, but they say they
havo come to Chicago to nominate a Democratic
candidate for the Presidency and not a Repub-
lican, The Tellsr missionaries have already
given up their fight, and are getting ready to
pack their gripsacks and go back to St. Louis to
appeal to the Populist Convention to nominate
tbelr Republican candidate.

It is now almost definitely Battled that the ail-- "

ver mon will havo but one plank In the plat-

form, and that It will demand the free coinage
of silver at IS to 1, Independent of International
agreement. This is tho Idea of John R. Mc-

Lean, and he is supported by Charles Henry
Jones, the chief boomer for Bland. Such a
plank, tbe silver men declare, vrill capture all
tbe silver votes. Democrat and Republicans,
and that it will also gain the support of the
Populists, and thus avoid another candidate at
St. I.ouls on July ZS.

WOM'T ENTIH THE SII.VEll CAUCUS.

CniCAOo, July 01 A. M. Tho friends of
Boles. Matthews, Blackburn, and McLean havo
refused toentr the silver caucus
called for this afternoon.

The advocates of these sliver candidates be-

lieve that they can do better on the outside, apd
tbat they would be foolish to be bound by the
actlen of the canons.

ALTOBt.V AXT HOST.

rrteadaofthe Qoveraor Bay lie Never Met
"Tne Dirty Fellow."

CH icaoo, July 5. - The Hon. John Pardon Alt-
geld threw nineteen fits In quick succession

when bo heard that Herr Jbann Most
had given away tbe fact that he and tho Gov-

ernor wero warm personal friends, The Gov-

ernor would not trust himself to be Interviewed
on the subject by newspaper men. He loccnd
himself up In his office. He let a friend do tho
talking for him. This Is what tbe friend said :

"The Governor never met the dirty fellow In
his life, and never even saw htm for a moment.
It is a notorious fact that none Is more ready to
recognize and admit the purity and uprightness
of Mr. Altgeld's !lfo than those who are op-

posed to blm In politics. Think of him being
found with the unspeakable Most drinking beer
In a barroom. He Is not that kind. He Is not a
barroom loafer. He Is a

gentleman."
The peoplo of Chicago who read TheHu.Vh in-

terview in the Chicago papers said that It was un-

doubtedly true that Altgeld was a warm personal
friend of Most. The whole aim and purpose of
the two men, thoy said, Is the same, and why
should they not be boon companions? Their
Ideas aro the name, thelrmethods are the same;
of course they are friends, Asa proof of what
they say they point to tbe action of the Gov-

ernor in pardoning the Haytnarket murderers,
nnd to his denunciation of the Federal Govern-

ment two years ago when Federal troops wero
sent here to put down the Ararchlsu who hod
taken possession of the town.

He Is a man
of strong personality, ond all who know him
are Ills friends. His nomination would save
North Carolina to the Democratlo party. We
need his nomination to save our State ticket.

I did not write n letter such
as published by you some day since, but I did
write a letter to the proper ofUcer of tbe club In
reply to hi communication proposing to send
literature and men to uld In our campaign for
sound money In Michigan, In which I very civil-
ly and politely suggested that I pretcrnd to use
our own methods and means, and suggested
that their methods would harm the cause. A
copy of tbat letter I can furnish from my letter
book In Detroit. I hnd befuro written several
letters In which, while I did not presume to
criticise tholr methods, I suggested changes.

I was never "dunned" by the club and never
failed to respond promptly with a check on re-

ceiving notice of duos. Tho letter which Mr.
WlndmQller says ho destroyed contained a
check for dues lu prompt roply to the first
notice I hod tbat they w ero due. lie did not de-
stroy tho check, If he did the letter.

Inasmuch as they attack me gratuitously, I
will say now that I fully endorse everything
The Sun has said In criticism of the club's
methods and Mr. Wlndmtlller's management.
They aro generally condemned In the West. I
may add that In my opinion these methods and
W.'s management havo helped Incalculably tbe
cause of unsound money and the sectional feel-
ing against New York n hlch I havo consistently
striven to allay.

Tne Reform Club muy bo mado a power for
good under proper management, but as It is
conducted at present It Is an evil. Prominent
members of that club from Now York now here
fully agree with me In this.

"I camo here," he said "with tbo In-

But bless you, it kept going
down so fast tbutnothluir could stoplu lam
reminded of the story of u man who wo travel-
ling across the Western plains and sun what he
supposed was a monument.

'"Who's that monument in honor of?' he

Less than two hundred men started for Chi-

cago on tho Tammany special train which left
over the New York Central Railroad yesterday
morning. The train, consisting of eight sleep-

ing cars, a dining car, and a baggage car, left
the Grand Central Station at 0i!l0 o'clock. Just
after the departure of the fast mall, and was to
run on the tlmo of tho latter train to Buffalo,
where it was to be divided Into two sections,
one being sent on after the fast mall over the
Lake Shore and the other going over the Can-

ada Southern and Michigan Central. Both sec-

tions are expected to mako tho trip to Chicago
In twenty-Bl- x hours.

The braves began to assomble at the station
ns early as 8 o'clock. The early nrrhnls were
sent by the leaders to look after the champagne
and other stores designed for dlfferont dlstrlot
delegations, and sen to It that it got Into the
rlghtcars. There were thirty-fiv- e casss at tho
station for tho Tammany train, and It was all
properly stored.

It la not the purpose of the Tammany men to
make much of a demonstration nt Chicago.
They wero so badly treated In tho Windy City
four years ago that there was no great dealro on
the part of tho braves to go there this year. In
1803 the displaying of a Tammany badge on the
rnstof a visitor was the signal for extortion to
dispensers of drinks and to waltnrs. Those

Cn icaoo, July 5. Kvery National Conven-

Out of tbe thousands v bo attend
these conventions nnd out of tho hundreds of
political leaders, ono man usually turns up as
the great man of the occasion aud the man upon
whom all eyes are dlroctod. This always bas
been so, and undoubtedly It always will be so.

Senator Hill merely told him that the
place bad not been offered him by the National
Committee, but he had understood that the
majority of the committeemen wero to present
his name.

Sen-
ator Hill's visitors did not question his De-

Sen-
ator Hill Informed them that it made little or
no dlff eronco whether ho was temporary Chair-
man of the Convention, he should certainly de-

liver a speech for the gold Democrats In tho
Convention. It made little difference to him,
he added, whether this speech was from the
rostrum or from the floor of tho Convention, the
speech would be delivered just tbe same. More-
over, tho speech would be delivered as repre-
senting the principles advocated by the minority
of tho Commlttoo on Resolutions.

Tbe solicitude of the silver Senators for Sena-

tor Hill's welfare was almost touching If it had
not been thoroughly understood. They begged
him again and again not to put them in the po-

sition of being compelled to unseat htm as tem-
porary Chairman. They declared that It would
be tho saddest task In their lives, that they
didn't wish to go beforo the country with tbe
charge that they hod unseated a Democrat of
Senator Hill's prominence. They thoroughly
underi-too- tho embarriisslng position which
they occupied, and they besought Senator Ulll
ovor and over again to mako tbelr pathway
easier aud not to compel them to take such
extreme action.
