arma, and, throwing his head, ho yelled like &
calllope:

At this the silver men sent up great volumes
of cheers, and the old men started a steady de-
lued roar for * 1L The Conventlon waa
disorder.

Thero were shirieks and laugh-
cheers nod bowls, and Chairman Huar-

Mr. Marsden, when he conld get another
chanee, wenul on to say that Senator Hill was
opposed by two-thirds of the delegates to this
Coovention, and he took time for another drink
of Lake Michigan water. A shrill volee in the
gallery rang fout, * A Demnorat never takes
water," and this provoked Mr Whitney, Mr.
Hill,, and Wilson =, Dssell to such laughter
that the tears rolled down thelr faces,

A CLARION VOICR FROM TEXAS,

There was more confnsion, but Mr, Harrity
quickly got the Convention under control, and
the ellver men produced another orator. Ho
was John M. Doncan, a delegate at largo from
Texns, Mr, Duncen had a volee that rang out

K, Ladd, one of Gov, All-
gald's delegates, declared that this was a ques-
tion for the Demosratic family, and that hie did
not want any family quarrels, e added that
this was not o ight against Hill or against New
York, but thnt It was s time-honored precedent
that the majority shoulil rmle the Democratio

Claxton declared that o also was Sanator Hill's
frlend In thd Natlunnl Conventlon four yeara
ago.

He added that SBenator Hill wan “ right on the
allvgr queation when he dellvered that great
Eimira speech,” and Mr. Clayton satd that he
had learned Democracy at the feot of Senator
L and thit his lesnons had taught hlm that
the majority should rule.

UBAULY OF TI'E PIONT,

Chatrman Harrity then dirscted the Bocretary
to eall the roll, and the resolt In as was told in
the beginning of this article. Gov, Altgeld of
Hlinols, tiov. Btone of Missourl, Senator Hlack-
burn of Kentucky, and John R, MoLean and
Allen W, Thurman of Ohlo all voted ngainst
Hen ator HillL

Chalrman Harrlty formally annonneced the re-
anlt of the ballot and he named Benator James
K. Jones of Arkansas, Henator Stephen M.
White of Callfornis, and R. P. Keating
of Nevada to esoort ERenator Danlel
to the rostrum, Senator Danlel wns greeted by
a fair amount of cheers, but It must be sald
that there was no great enthuslasm over his
selection. Not even the sliver men who had
battled so sturdily for him were enthusiastle,
but posathly they had worn themselves outin
the fight and wera contented and quletly happy
over thelr vlatory, Certainly there was no great
demonstration on thelr part.

The moment that Senator Danlel bogan his
npeech the crowd began getting up and leaving.
From start to finlsh of the speech there was not
ons hearty nutbaret of applause. Several timea
while it wan being delivered |t was neceasary
for Mr. Harrity to rap for order with his gavel
and for Sergeant-at-Arms Martin to screech
ont to his nesistants and to the police that order
must be preserved. Fren when theSenator had
finished hia speech thers was no applavse to
spenk of. Anpd the moment s was done there
wore ories in every part of the hall for * Hill,
Hil, Hi™

DANIEL HAS THE GAVEL

Mr. Daninl had the gavel now, and he nearly
thomped his armsoff trying to get order. He
finally recognized Benator Jones of Arknnsan
The Senator had = resolution to offer. It
thanked Chalrman Harrity of the Natlonal
Commlittes for the able and Impartial manner
in which ha had discharged the dutles con-
nected with calling the Conventlon to order,

As the resolution was being read thore were
shouts of * Yes, yes," and when {t wns put ton
vote there was & mighty roarof nyes. Chalrman
Harrlty blushed and bowed, The cries for I
were renewed and Mr. Daniel had to do alot
more thumping.

He recoguized Senmtor White of Californis
next, nud he offered a resolution that the rules
of the last Democratle Conventlon, ineluding
the rules that had governed the Fifty-third
Congreas so far as applicable, should govern
the body until otherwise onlered.

This was adopted, and then the shouting for
Hill waa* renewed again,  Sepator Hill was
chatting with the Hon, Willlam C. Whitney In
the New York delegation, and he smiled at the
calls,

Gov. Hogg of Texas wan recognized, and he
offered the usual resclution appointing com-
mittees on permanent organization, credentlals,
and platform.

When Ohlo was reached In the roll call which
followed, one of the delegates on behalf of the
coutesting delegation from South Dakotn pro-
tested agninst the sitting delogation from that
State having any ropresentation on any of the
committees until the question of whether they
were rightly entitled to their seats had been
sottled.

Senator Danfel ruled that the temporary offi-
cers of the Conventlon were compelled
to accept tlie temporary roll of the Con-
ventinn which was mnde up by the Natlonal
Committee as primn facle evidence that the per-
nong whose names appeared thereon were legally
elected and were entitled to thelr seats in the
Convention and to the privilege of representa-
tion oo nll committees. At the proper time
Senator Daniel and his sllver frienda will throw
out all contestants who are not favorable to
their eaune.

BULZEN'S CURAY REEOLUTION,

In the midst of the roll call Congrassman Sul-
zerof New York leaped up, and rushing to the
foot of the platform shouted thiat hio had a reso-
lutlon which he wanted to offer. Of conrso
he was out of order., as the roll call was
begun, but e made a spactacular display and
looked very much plensed. His resolution was
the snme one that he offers at every Convention
he attends, It is for free Cuba. This time he
has gone o step farther than at any other Con-
vantlon, and the resolution calls for the armed
intervention of the U'nited Staten.

The plank is the same that was drawn by &
newnpaper reporter for m fake New York shoet
at St. Louls, and that was thrown in the waste
baskeot by the Hepubllcan Committes on Heso-
lutions there,

After Mr. Buiser's little diversion the roil eall
was procesded with.

it was nonounced that all of the committees
would meet in the northwest corner of the
Convention hall immediately on adfournment,
and a motion to adjonrn antil to-morrow at 10
o'clock was carrled amid shouts of * that's too
damned early."

At thiatime less than one-third of the andience
that bad attended the early part of the sesslon
was In the bullding, so the crowd that was left
ilid not have a very hard job geiling back to
civilization, as the Chicago people are pleascd
to eall the hotel district In this town,
