W 1" st John of New York alao secured an
atidisnco 1o present demands of the Young
Democracy of New York and the American Sil-
yer Drganization, As followa:

wwalving all digsenision as 0 a protective
arift, or (ariff for revenue only —committing
thess with other reforms to the conservative
wisidom of Congress and the Executive, under
the optional initiative of the people—we unite
o the foillowing demnnds:

« First (A'-That the minta of the United
Frates shall be reopened to equally unrestricted
coitage of gold and silver into unlimited legal
tender money of the United States, the gold to
{gnue io the present ntandard gold coins and the
aliver to iasue in the present standard aliver
dollars. (B Depositors of the gold or sllver at
the mint to recelve, If they prefer. In llen of
ooin at the colning value, coln certificates which
ghall be redesmed on demand In gold or silver
coin at the option and according to the conveni=
enceof the United States. (C) And as nsafe-
guard agninst panie and money siringency
the Secretary of the Treasury ashall be
empowersd Lo lssue such coln certifi-
cates additionally agninst depoalta of In-
terest-besring bonds of the United States,
the Intersst mccruing on  the bonda to
faure ta the United States pendiog thelr re-
exchange for the coin certificates, which coln
certificates, when returned, shall be cancelled;
provided that such additional lssues of coln cer;
tificates shall not redyce the peroentage of coln
acd bulllon reserved for coln certificates and
gilver certificates below 60 percent. of the ag-
gregn.e sum of coln certificates and allver cer-
tificates outatanding. The now outatanding
silver certificates, gold certificates, and Treasury

Harving been nt the head of a New York na-
tonal bank for many years and a Republican,
Mr, St Jonn's pronounced pro-silver views were
recelved with great satisfaction by the allver

W, W.Gatewood, s delegate from the Twelfth
district of Texas, which In 1884 elected Judge
Noonan, & Hepnblican, to the Fifsy-fourth Con-
gress, but who casrled it Iater himself, after a
piz-weeke' campaign, for sllver, was present to
urge the adoption of the following plank on the
tarifl:

*The platforin exactly fits the mob that will
adopt (L Itstarts out with the hatkneyed Joa
that silver and gold ars the money meoetals pre-
scribed by the Constitution, and that the silver
dollar wan thes unit of value under the first eoln-
age act; nelther of whichistroe, Thestalement
that the Actof 1870 caused thindecline in the
price of sllver isequally false. [t was thecloaing
of the Enropesan mints incldent tothe melting
down and sals of large masses of sllver colna by
Germany, and the enormonsly Inereased prodoct
which depreciated the value of silvar as
measured by gold, The alloged evila attributed
to  our adoption of the Hritish polley of
®old mono-metalllsm have besn a long time
devoloping, for we bave had practieally the
gold standard In this country for over aixty-
three sears; legally It hns bean the only stand-
ard for twentr-fonr years. During that period
we have had wonderful proaperity, proaperity
unparalleled In the history of the world, All
this talk aboot the adoption or gold mono-
matalllsm at this time is pure rot. Those who
favor the gold standard do nnt propose any
change In existing enrrency conditiona, They
want to maintain what we have, Those who

tention to the fact that the Constitution nam
sllver and gold together as Lthe money metals of
the United Staten, and that the first colunges Inw
passed by Congress under the Constitution
munde the sliver dollar the money umt, and ad-
mitted gold to tree coliage at a ratio based upon
the silver dollar untt.

We doclare that the act of 1870 demnnetiaing
silver withaut the knowledge or approval of the
American Yvum- has resulted In the apprecla.
tion of gold, and a corresponding fall in the
pricea ot commnditiea produced by tlual;u-up!.-
n heary Increass in the burden of tazntion an
of all ilabta, public anid private; the enrichment
of the money-lending elnsas at home and abromd,
the prostration of indastry, and Impoverishment
of the people,

We are unalterably oppossd to m metal
lism, which has locked fastthe prosperity of an
Induostrial people in the paralysis of hard t'mes.
Cold monometalliam is a British pullcy and s
adoption has brought other nations Ints foan-
cial servitude to London, It {s not only un-
American, bot antl-American, and it can be
fastened on the United States only by the stifiing
of that spirit and love of llberty which pro-
claimed our political lodependence In 1776 and
won it in the war of the Revolution,

We demand the fres and unlimited coinage of
both gold and allver at the present legal ratio
of 16 to 1, without walting for the ald or consent
of any other nation, We demand that the siand-
ard silver doliar shall be a full legal tender,
equally with Fnld. for a1l debis, public and pri.
wate, and we favor such legisiation as will pre-
vent for the futore the demonetizatjon of any
kind of legal tendee mouey by private contract,

We are opposed to the policy and ﬁrlcllﬂl af
surrendering to the holders of the obligations of
the United States the optlon reserved hy law to
the Government of redeeming such obligations
1o either sllver coln or gold eoln.

We are oppos to_the lsaning of Intereaf.

ng syndicates whieh, In exchange for bonda

AENATOR HILL'S FIEWS IN 1883.

Internatlonal HBimetslllam ¢ FPoseible; IF
Not, Then Indepradent Bimetalliom.

Crreaao, July 8, The foliowing letter writ-
ten by United States Sanntor HII tathe Atlanta
Comafttution on July 13, 18001, on the lssus for
the vampalgh of 1404, Is being quletly elrcu-
lated, and may be read in the €onvention:

* As to the repeal of the Sherman Iaw, | have
alwaya been oppnsed to t. It shiould ba aban-
doned by general consent. My views were
partly expressed in my recent Tammany letter,
which you have undonbtedly seen. Porsonally,
1 should prefer not to repeal the lax unt!l an ac-
coptable substitute was provided, In order to
render more probable the adoption of such sub-
stitnte, and not because [ approve at all of the
Sherman silver law. Hot from a party polnt of
view the wisest coursa s unconditional repeal.
The rountry expects It, and the party will ba
found falriy well united in favor of it. Thers
fore it Is unwise, while agresing upon the gen-
eral proposition, to waste our tlme In agreeing
upon asubstitute pending the repeal, let the
repenl he made at once, and let us differ as to
other financial matters afterward,

“1am in favor of bimetallism as the fssue nf
the future. Weshould seek to keep that jasue
tothe front. 'We shonld not strive for tem-
porary success or compromise. We should be
for free colnage under an International ngree-
ment, If It be posaible to procurs ono, and {or
which every exertion should be made, and if
not posalble, then for independent bimetallism,
Thin is the one great goal for which we should
strive. It cannot be done st ones, Onr friendn
must not be impatient. The peoplo must be od-
ucated. The unexpected action of Indiana
and the general sentiment of the mon-
fed classes conspire against us At
this time. 1 do not bhelleve In  the
Bland bill or any other measure which guaran-

for gold and ailver allke, as pledeed In the
Democratic natiopal platform, Let us prepars
not for present victory, but for victory upon
that lssue in 180, The repeal of the Sherman
law will not give the relief which is anticipated,
It will ald business temporarily, but in a year
times will be hard and the demand for per-
maneant financial rellef will be irreaistible. Wa
should continue to hold out free coinage as the
wonl which the country must altimately reach
The triumph of the monometallists will be but
temporary.”
