NAMES OF THEATRES.

A Lack of Originallty Whiek Manngers
Have Displayed ' New York,

The recent controversy over the name of
what was, when opened, “Abbey's Theatre,”
has called to the attention of sume reminis-
cent persons the lack of originality smong
manageis having occnsion to bostow names
upon theatres. It might be supposed that in a
pirofession whoss members strive continuous]y
wfter novelty thers would be no dearth of ple-
turesque, appropriste, and attractive names
fur playbouses: but, however It may be In
other capital citles (fos New York s the the-
atrienl capital of the United Htates, and far
beyond all rivals) the managers of N ew York
theatres in times post, as well as in the pres.
ent. linve been satisflod to follow In a groove
and use w fow stock names for theatres with-
out varlance or originality.

Tho two leading thorouwhfares of New
York, having for many yoars beon Broadway
nnd the Howery, Bromdway Theatres and How-
ery Theatres have been fainllinr o New York.
The Nret Bowery Theatra was opened (o 1820,
There was aftarw, the New Bowery Theatre,
and the fAest one, tho Old Howery, na It came Lo
Lo known, bore that name until 1870, {ts euly
suovessor at present belng Miner's Howery
Theatre on_the other slde of the uu.r furthor
up town, The Hroadway Theatre. {n Hroad-
way near Pearl sireot, was opensd in 1850,
There was still avother Brondway Theatre
later below Hroome street, then tl Broad way
Theatrs on the future site of Hawirigan &
Hurt's below Astor place, then the Broadway

beatre on (he obreseut slte of Daly's Theatrs
at Hroadway and Thirtleth street, and, finally,
the present Hroadway Thestro at Hrosdwa
nud Forty.first  stroew. The original Par
Theatre, on Purk row arpunu the City Ial
Park, was opened in 1780, and the second
Park Theatro in 1821, The Park Theatre of
which Henry E. Auboy wos managoer, st Hrosd-
way aud wonty-second street, went up in
flames on the night tized for the first appear-
ance In tho United Hiates of Mrs. Langtry,
and later the present Herald Hquare Thestrs
was kunown nv the Park Theatre for s tine,

In his opinion in favor of the defendant,
Judge Bage of the United Btatea Conrt de-
clded that the mase of testimony offered by Lhe
plaintiff was garbled and false, Foremost
among the counsel for the plalntiff was Joseph
Betison Foraker, United Blales Senator sloot.

The history of the Loniworth family moes
back tobefors the beginulng of Lhe prewnt
century, Dvuring the Revolutlon, when (ke
West was an unexplored eountry, Nliocholas
Longweorth was born, He became & lawyer
and a business man and when Clnolnnatl was
still & hamlet he had amuassed a comnaiency
in money and lands, and much of the property
upen which Clnocinnatl has been bullt was at
one time or another posssesed by him. When
be died, In 1803, the Longworth estates wore
rated at more than two millions,

He had several children. Frowm thess have
sprung the well-known Cinelnnat! families of
Asdernon, Btorer, and Swettinjus, One dangh-
ter, Ellea Longworth, was her father's pet,
and 't was upon her that the attack was made
In the sult just decided.

MRS, BALLINGTON BOOTH'S PLANR
FOR PRIRON WORK,

She Wil Endeaver to Merform Conviets ang
Enable Them Earn an Honest Living
When NReleanrd—Sucecns of Her Effirig
at Siag disg-Homes for Ex.Convicin,

The pormanent refnrmation of convicts and
the supplying of honest smployment for them
when thelr terms of Imprisonment are uver Iy a
problem which has puzsled reformer and socind
sconomista for years, A new student of the
problem has appeared In the person of Mra,
Ballington Hooth, 8he belleves that she lLas
solved the problem,

Mra. Booth first became interestod In the livee
and futures of Amerlcan conviets shortly aftee
whe enme (o thiscountry withh her hushand, thien
the Commander of the Ameriean branch of tlae
Salvation Army. Her first work in this line
was among the conviots of Ban Quentin prisog
In Callfornia.  After the formation of the
Ameriean Volonteers she again turmed her
thooghts toward the Inmates of prisons and
longed to make the work of reforming and help.
ing them practieally one of the chief branchea
of the labors of the Volunteers, A fow weeks
ago an invitation to vislt Sing Bing prison and
addrens thie conviets gave Mra, Hooth the firag
opportanity she bas had in the East of putting
to n practical test & part of & plan to which she
han given yeara of eareful study. Before shis
could put her plan In operation she had to gey
In tonch with the convicts. Her vialt o Sitg
Bing gave her toe opportunity, The Arst visis
was followed by a second, and the result of the
two vislts han been that she has not only cotne
Into personal contact with n number of the oon-
viots, but wiso, nt her invitatlon, a much larger
number bhave d & correspond with
her.

In these lottern the convicts hiave * put thele
pouls on paper,” s Carlyle sald, They hava
told Mra. Booth of their past Hves, of thelr fam!.
lles, of their desire, awakened through her 1un
visita to the prison, to lead botter llves when tlie
years of their lmprisonment are over, and many
of them have exprossod a donlre for Mrs. Bootl's
help In rellgioun matters. The last time Mrs,
Booth visited Sing Bing she had talks wilth a
puniber of men in thelr cells, As she and the
prinon chaplain were golng along one of the
balconies n volee from one of the cells called 10
tbe cbaplain, The Iatter stepped Lo the cell
door and learned that the prisoner wanted to
speak to Mre. Hooth.,  As the chapluin repeated
to Mra, Booth the prisoner's wish Le sald:

“You have evidently made & strong Impres-
plon in Sing Siog, Mrs. Booth, It Is the 1
time that that man lias ever been koown Lo ask
to see any one who had anything to do with re-
Hglon, He ls the most self-contalosd man in
the institution."

Mra. Booth walked back to the cell. It is
probably a tact that she felt a ltle natural cs-
rinalty Lo see what this very resorved man was
like. Even in bls prison clothiug he waa strik-
ingly handsome, Ope glance at his faoe was
enough to show that his was one of thoss cases
of & man of good birth gone wrong. With thae
exception of hls mouth, which was weak aud
indicated love of plessure, the man's face was
strong. Mis featureas were regular, his head
well-shaped, mnd his forehead Indicated high in-

telligence. In his dark halr there were plenti-
ful stroaks of alilver. He was batween thirty
aud thirly-ve years old. As Mra. Hoolh ap=
pronched the celldoor theconvict smiled, bowed
courteously, and extended his hand through the
