New York men which had Included In Its tints
snoh celebrities as Wrlsht Sanford, Fred May.
and Ooorfte I'ollock. Many of them are still
lire, bat they clay no such conspicuous part

In the life of the city aa ther did ten or fifteen
yeara ago. Tho man about town of tha day haa
ohanired tn a number of particulars, and ho Is
not of Just tha namo athletic- breed aa formerly.
These earlier club men dovotcd more time to
heavier exercises, and whether or not that
was responsible for their size and health, they
certainly wero a vlcorous-lookln- c lot. Soma
of tha yarns told about Mr. Law wero true
and some were not; hut they wore nearly all
interesting.

days, say forty year ago, the most popular
and In vcry way th most successful manu-
facturing establishment In this village was a
small-size- whiskey distillery that stood on
the east hank of tho canal, about a mile north
of the contra of tho village. Not only did the
distillery furnish a market for tho corn which
waa then the chief product of tho black farm
lands of this part of northwestern Ohio, hut the
owners of tho farm lands furnished n market
for tho whisker of the distillery, and the canal
to Toledo at tho north and Cincinnati nt the
snntli furnished n. cheap and ready nutlet for
tho products of both distillery and farm.

How tho farmers uod to gather on tbo tow-pat- h

opposite tho dlsllllory nnd race their
horses for a Jug of distillery product as n prize
which was always hung on a polo over tha
track at tho finish Is a story that has al-

ready been i elated In Tim HJtTN. Hut the dis-
tillery Is no longer to be found on the bank of
tho canal. The distillery has inovod away, and
tho last race for a Jug of whiskey on the tow-pa- th

of the canal waa held bo long ago that the
peoplo not only have forgotton the dato hut
the namo of tho winner. And ail this haa
happened becauso of a peculiarity In tho tonns
of n contract under which the distiller used to
sell whiskey on credit to the farmers and of the
trouhlo which followed a change in tho terms
of that contract.

Money being scarce and coonsktns not over
plenty, it was agreed between the distiller
and tho farmers, soon after the distillery began
operations, that the Drlco of a quart of whiskey
should be either a bushel of wheat or four
bushels of potatoes, at the option of tho farmer.
And this contract was put In writing. It was
agreed on all sides, whon this arrangement
was mad, that this was a fair deal. Van
Wert county land was good for a regular re-
turn of each orop from 5 ear to year, nnd there
was an equally unvarying cost In the product
of whiskey, whllo the quality of nil products
was to the entire satisfaction of everybody
ooncrrncd. Indeed, so well were the fuimers
satisfied tbat they were In the habit of gotttng
their wblskoy supplies by the barrel and paying
for them once a year at harvest time, either In
wheat or potatoes, as waa most conreniont.

After several years of m itual satisfactionamong tho parties to this deal there enruo a
hustling Yankee Into the region, who brought
with him a new kind of potato. It was n tuner
that win not only Jnst us good in qunlitv tin
the old kind, hut with the sumo labor In the
Held a product twice an great could bo de-
pended on. Very naturally the distillery be-
ing a ploco jof common resort the distiller heard
of tho raor proline potato soon after It was in-
troduced, and at once foresaw that he should
bo flooded with theso potatoes in exchango for
whlskoy and that ho should get no n bent at
all. A farmer who oould raise four bushels of
tbo new potatoes with half the labor required to
raise u bushel of whoat would naturally bring
the potatoes when paying for the whiskey he
bad had.

So the. distiller, by tamo means unknown to
the farmer, so It Is charged, secured a hangp)
In the contractu br which wheat only should
bo recoived thereafter In case tho farmer
wanted more than a pint of whiskey.

For a time this olinnge in the contract wns
not noticed. It took time for tho new variety
of potatoes to become common, and until that
Urns arrived the farmer continued to swap
both wheat and potatoes ns before for tbelr
liquor. Hut eventually a day came when the
distiller brought nut his changed contracts,
showed them to the farmers, and refused to
exchange) more than a pint of whiskey for any-
thing but wheat. And then the trouble began.

Tho farmers had been putting more and more
land to potatoes, and nhon tbo distiller re-
fused to roceivo them the country became
glutted with potatoes. The potato industry
seemed ruined, aud the farmers began to argue
tho matter with their Jmtwbllo friend, the dis-
tiller, and they laid espcclul stress on the

fuct that tho contraH hod ben rhanged
without their knowledge or consent. In tills
tho distiller replied that even If that were so
the new wero fulr. Th" lubor In

oIved In making siblskeylnas unchanged, ami
tho labor i ivnlved inirioivltig a bushel of
wheat was 'he lame If anything, becnuso of
improved mnchltn ry, it nan less. So for tho
farmer, at least, a quart of w hlskey for a bushel
of uheut waa afalrsAur.

I.at of all ho declared tnat if the farmers,
who. under tho new contract, had heen getting
whlkey as before, refused to adhere to their
contracts, thev would simply compel him to
stop all supplies of v, blrke) nnd emigrate.

At that sumo of the farmers greatly
ettnigeii. One or two even wanted to burn tl.o
distillery aud hung the distiller, living that his
demand for wheat instead of potatoes for the
wbiiiLfli they hnd had was sheer robbery. This
crj having been often repiated by tho moro
blatant of thosi' who owed nheat, iufli rued the
whulu community so that the distiller was
obliged to flee for biH life.

lie received neither wheat nor potv.oos for
the uhlsaey bo bad freely old on credit, and
his distillery was utterly destrocd. And to
this day tho people of north western Ohio are
asking ono another whether the distiller
shn.ld have been paid, aciording to the inter
contract, In whe.it that required tho same
amount of labor as ever to produce a bushel, or
In potatoes, which could be produced with half
tho labor.
