Women Datectiven In Khricha' Htore Ae.
enss Them of Thef — Mra. Delxands
Falnted When Informed of the Charge

Mra. Maris Delgado, 28 years old, who 18 sald
to be m wenlthy woman, living at 74 Weat
Ninoty-seoond sireet, her cousin, Bophia Del-
gndo, 18 years old, and Tuana Rodrigues, 15
years old, a friand of Sophin's, were arrested
yestorday charged with shoplifting, All three
are Cubans, and Mra. Delgado's husband s at
present in Cuba with the father and mother of
Sophia, who, when they laft here slx monthas
ago, left the ohild In charge of Mra Delgado.
Tunna also livea with Mrs, Dolgado, The Iatter
wins looked up In the Waost Thirtieth street
station last evening., and the two children
wero sent to the Gerry so®ioly rooma prisoners
upon complaint of two women detectives em-
ployed In Ehrloh's dry gooda store. According
to the detectives the ohildren woere seen
by them to enter the ators shortly before
i o'vlook last evening., speak to Mrs. Delgado,
then go over to one of the conntera where a lot
of cheap notlona were displayed, drop their
handkerchlsfs upon aamall bracelet and some
fans, and walk away toward the woman,
The polles do not know whether the chil-
dren took the articlea or not for the
reason that when they were searched at the
West Thirtleth strect statlon nothing wnas
found npon them. the women deteotives having
soarched them in the store. The latter turnea
over n quantity of articlea at the desk In the
atatlion houere, which they cisimed o have
found In an umbrella which they sald one of
the childran carrled,

In the package they hand ed to Sergeant Tima
ware four pocketbookas, three seta of walst but-
tonm, thres slik belts, a sldecomb, three fans,
and n bottle of cement for mending chinawares,

The women detectives sald that after they
snw the children talk to Mra, Deleado they had
whntched them go tothe eounter and take the
articles mentioned, They walted untll the
womnan and children started to leave the store.
Thon they stoppoed them, took them to a room,
and searched them,

Thins Intter part of the procesdings the women
detectives asnid nothing about, but the younger
girl, who I8 the only one of the "prison-
ers wlio aponks Engllsh, told the poliee
that they lind been searched (n & private
room by the detectives before they were taken
to the polioe station by Policeman Hehr, YWhen
(‘nxl. Chapman heard thin he was vory angry,
and deoclared that it was against the law 1o
soarch a prisoner in any place other than the
station honse, He then sent the prisoners to the
r:anlmn. who could find no stolen articles upon
them.

Abont 70 cents® worth nf the property alleged
to have been found upon the prisniers was
clalmed by the atnre detectives, while the bal-
ance, yalued at $12 or $14, Mrs. Delgndo sald
nlie hiad bought nt another store,

The ehildren and women were hysterical when
they waro arral tore the Sergeant's desk,
andwhen Miss Delgado was made to understand
the chinrge, and that she wonld have to be de-
tainml at the police station, she fainted. Allthe
prisoners are wall dreased,

After she hml been locked up Mra. Delgado
panit a messenger Lo m Mr. Narganes of 200
West Fifty-sizth street, He reachel the sta-
tion Lhouse ashort! after B o'niock, and
when Informed of the charge he told
thin Sergeant that Mrs, Delgado was a most esti-
mahle woman and the mother of nine children.
He denouneed her arrest nn an outrage, and in-
sinted that a mistake hnd been mnde. He of.
fered to give bail for her In any amount. The
Sergeant told him that only S!ngmuu could
accept balil.

During the evening & number of Cubans
ealled at the police station in carriagesto in-
quire what mll{:?ha done for the prisoner, Late
at night Mrs, Delgado was bailed ont by Robert
Hiackburn of the Gilisey Houwse,

She sald that she believed the store detec-
tives were angry at her souain, because when
one of them sotpped her she made & romark
-b;nmi guba. whereat the child stuck Lier Longue
out at her.
