Bixteen to One,

Many people ask us to explain what 18 to
1 menus.

They mre figures of weight. By the
Mint act of 1504, which, except aa re-
gards silver dollars, ls atill in foroe,
every owner of gold bullion and of silver
bullion was permitted to take It to the
Mint to unlimited quantities and have
it coined, free of expense, except for refin-
ing and for the alloy used, into silver dollars
and gold eagles and fractions of an engle,
at the rate of sixteen times ns many dollars
for a given weight of gold as for an
equal weight of silver. That Is to say,
while 28,22 graius of pure gold went to the
dollar in gold, 871% grains of pure
sllver were required for a silver dollar.
With the alloy added it took 258
grains of standard gold for the dollar in
gold, and 412% grains of standard allver
for the silver dollar. The provision of this
law, as to silver, was ropealed in 18738, and
this provision the silverites now demound to
have retnacted,

As a matter of fact, an ounce of silver
was worth in the markets of the world,

from 1534 to 1873, more than one-
sixteenth of an ouncs of gold, the
value In Europs tbeing at the rate
of 156l to 1. Consequently, our silver |

coin was exported as fast as it was colned,
gold became the ouly eoln in clreulation,
and in 1853 small change had become ko
seares thnt Congress nuthorized silver
halves and qunriers of a dollar to be coined,
on Government account exclusively, of less
welght than the proportionate parts of a
fall dollar, so that two halves and four
quarters contained only 884 geains of stand-
ard allver, inatend of 412% grains.

At the present moment, the market value
of silver bullion relatively to that of gold
bullion is as about 81 to 1. That is to say,
one ounce of gold is exchangeable In the
market for 81 ounces of silver. Hence, if
the law of 1884 relating to ellver
were relnacted, the dollar would »sink
fn_value very nearly one-half, because
under free and unlimited coinage, silver
coln would be worth no more than sil-
ver bullion. The reason that the silver
dollars now in circulation remain equal in
value to dollars in guld is that the quantity
of them is limited, nnd they are received by
the Government on the same footing as
gold in payment of duties and taxes.

In the history of this silver dollar, which
the United States censed coining on private
account twenty-three years ago, the infla-
tionist, the demagomne, nod the plratieal
debtor see their chance. Because the
silver dollar enjoyed the privilege of
eolnage once upon a time, when the bullion
in it was worth more than the bullion in a
gold dollar, the inflationists attempt to give
respectability to their highwayman demand
that it shall be readopted as the standard,
or in other words, that something worth 68
eents shiall be pronounced a dollar.

According to thelr plan, every man who
todny owns a dollar, therefore, or who
under agreement expecta to receive a dollar,
would bave it cut in half. Debtors would

Mr. MOKLEY Legnn by polnting out that
of the tutnl forelgn trade of the United
Kingdom less than o yooarter was trans
acted with viie liritlah possessions. The
gist, consequently, of the proposed areange-
ment in thut a burden should be placed on
three-fourths of the triule in the hope that
one-fourth might Le stimulaval. Tho as-
sumption thut the three-fourthy would re-
main stntlousry, sud that Brivish consumers
would enrn an cqual amount of money
wherewith tw buy fuod, Is, he showed, il
lactous.  For suppose n balfpenny o pound
woere levied on wool  [roin Argentiog,
That wool would theu be sont to Belgium,
and the Belgisn muvufretirers of woullen
goods, wsaviog that halfpenny, would
be asble to undersell ctheir Britisk

competitors in the Argentine and other
murkots. But, while the British operative
would thus bave less work to do, and, there
fore, leas money wherewith to pay for food,

b

the price of food wonld be higher, owing to
tha duty on grain imported from the United
States. Practioally, the British workman
would have to glve his wife and children a
smaller Inaf of bread, and, when they coms-
platned, he conld only say that the stunted
loaf was intended to promote friendly feel-
jngs botween the people of Great Britaln
nnid the peopls of the colonfes. Mr. Mon-
LEY oplned that tlis intention would mis-
oArry.

In like manner among ths workingmen of
the colotien the suggested nollverein would
produce a feeling the opposite of that which
it s designed to promote. TFor the sole con-
sideration moving Great Britain to admit
coloninl raw products, duty free, while Im-
posing duties on almilay commodities from
foreign countries, wonld bs a reciprocal
agreament on the part of the colonies that
the duties levied by them on Brit-
ish goods should not only be lower
than  thoss [mposed on  goods from
ontslde conntries, but also so much
diminished absolutely, that they would be
able to compete with those of eolonial mann-
facture. The effect of such a reciprocal
agreement in A& colony llke Victoria
wonld be to close a multitnde of factories;
Is it likely that the colonial operative,
thrown out of work and starving, wonld
cherish toward the mother country those
fealings of profound affection which it is the
aim of the zollvereln to cultivate ! They do
not think so in Melbourns, for the Premier
of Victoris has announced that his Govern-
ment would not accept the proposals favored
by Mr. CHAMBERLAIN,

From that time until now he
has been a silver factionist, thick with the
Popullsts, secking power by & union of
struggling parties and cranks and a frag-
ment of the Nebraska Democracy.

At a public meeting in Birmingbam,
Ala,, in 1845, Mr. HEYVAY showed his iden
of the Democratic purty and his devotion to
it Ly giving this declamation in reply to an
inquiry ns to what his course would be if
the next Democratic Natlonal Convention
should be opposed to free coinage of ailver:

=Nothing In heaven above, on the oarth below, or
in bell beneath conld maks me support & gold stand-
ard candidate or a gold-standard platform.™

Mr. BrYAN was at Chicago as n member
of a contesting delegation, the sllver and
Populistic faction of the Nebraska Demo-
crats.

Dut upon
entering this rapidly shoaling water noar
tho land the wavo was crowded into loss
spnee, plled up, and grew constantly higher
until it dashed upon the shore a towering
and Irresistible mass,

Similar waves have boen known to rise aa
high na 200 feet, and submarine carth-
qunke waves that are bellsved to have
crossed the Paclfle, meeting junst snch condi-
tlons on the western coasts of BSouth
Amerlca, have Inflicted enormona damage.
It is probable that along the more southerly
consts of Japan there were two or three
wnaves of more than ordinary height, but
the mors gently sloping sea bottom gave
opportunity to retard the onward rush of
the water mnass, and no damage was done.

Journey from the place of origin, snd it
barely touched o promontory of the moro
northerly islnnd of JTesso, No offects have
been reported from nny other shores, though
it will not be surprising if they wore at least
observablo on the porthwestern consts of
South America.

The evidence indicates nnmistakably the

Tho mighty subterranean lmpulse,
commuuleated to the surrounding rocks,
would rench the vonst some tliee Lefore the
arvival of the sen wave, for an enrth wave
travels far more rapidly than a wave of the
ocenn. It was found that the great esrcth
wave, originating o letle west of Clinrles-
ton, sid whilech was fele ln our streets s 1it-
tle later, travelled at the rate of about
17,004 feet s secoud,

Commissioner Wieting hias ob-
tained the followlnug instru *tions to the farm-
ers of the State from State Entomologist Lint-
ner, outlining the best method to destroy the
worm :

“The {njuries that the army worm is caus-
fog and the alarm that it {8 execlting s
evidenced by tho telograma that are belng re-
celved at this ofMece asking for hslp and that
the beat remedies be wired at once.

“In several of the instunces g far, the cater-
pillars hinve rome out of flelds of rye to fuvade
cornflelds adjolulrg. It 13 probably now too
Inte to contine them to the rye flelds, as their
work there tins  largely leen done. and they
Lave taken to other food plants, A deep diteh
