The Cardinal wroto
n letter to the members of tho ltonao of Lords
before the third rrndlng. In which he said:

"The bill purports to Abolish as part of the
civil law tho matrimonial Impediment of the
first degree of affinity In tho collateral line.
This Is to propose a law in direct opposition to
a canon law of tho Church. No Catholic,
therefore, can vote for It. Tho Holy Fathor di-

rects me to uso every Influence to Induo the
Cathollo members in both Houses of Parliament
to take up tho defence of a canon law of tho
Church and to vote against this bill, which A-
ttempts to violate it.

"It is well known that some members have
voted for tho bill year by year, on tho around
that It would gtvo civil recognition to the dis-
pensation which tbe Holy Father occasionally
grant" for very grnve and special reasons. Tho
Intontion was laudable, but tho Holy Keo re-
gards It as no sufficient ground forcbanglng tho
marriage law. As tho guardian of the sacra-
ment of marrlago, tbe Holy Se'o Attaches the
greatest importance to tho maintenance of per-
fect conformity between tbe olvll and ecclesias-
tical law in respect, of matrimonial Impedi-
ments."

This statement of tho position or the Roman
Cnthollo Church, in spiloof Its specific terms. Is
bolng sharply challenged by Catholics and
others. "Thus tho PocretAry of the Marriage
Law lleform Association wrltos:

" Somo years ago. Impressed by the strange ab-
surdity of tbe position in which Catholics were
placed In rotpect of theso marriages by the per-
sonal attitude toward them of Cardinal Man-
ning.

Found Dead Ht the Foot of Maple In
llnyonae Letter Giving tier Hiasoss
for Hatclde Lesvs the Matter Mystery

tTusts to Ds Hurl. i) with Her Mother.
Nanetto Arahlbald, the nineteen-year-ol- d

niece of Police Sergeant Samuel Archibald of
tho Jersey City Central Office, committed sut-cld- o

yesterday at Daly's Point In Bnyonne by
drinking two ounces of carbollo acid, Bhe left
two letters giving her reasons for taking her
life, but In spite of this there Is A mystery about
her death that had not been cleared up latela st
night.

A bout noon yesterday.Tnmes Grant of Bayonne
saw a young woman seated on a ixstlo teat op-

posite Hie Laturotto Hotel, at VS West First
street, Bayonne. The young woman was read-
ing a book, and had a boitlo of soda wetor and
a gloss beside her. At intervals she would lay
aBlde the book and sip a portion of tho soda
from the glass. Grant watched bar for
some time and endeavored to attraot her A-
ttention, but. Although she must have seen him,
she paid no attention to hie advances. After
Grant had been watching her for several min-
utes tho girl gathered up her book, bottle, and
glass and walked down tbe avenue toward
Daly's Point, tho extremity of which
Is nbout turoe-qunrte- of a mile away
from First street. Orant followed her slowly,
wondering whero sho could be going. He
walked after her for several rods, and then ho
met a party of friends who called to him to go
with them. He went, and thus lost sight of the
young woman. After he had spent sovernl min-
utes with his friends he left them nnd doctded
to see what had become of her.

He walked rapidly down to Daly's Point, nnd
as be neared It he saw her. Bhe was In earnest
conversation with a young man dressed In a
bicycle buit. boeing that she was not alono.
Grant untied a boat and rowed out from the
shore. As he pulled oil he glanced over his
shoulder and caught a glimpse of the joung
woman and her companion. He Is the last per-
son who has been found who saw her alive.

Half an hour later, at Hi o'clock. J. G. KIs.
earn, who has a summer home near the Point,
saw a woman lying unconscious at the foot of a
large mnplo tree, with her face close to tbe earth
at tho roots of the tree. He went to her and
found that she was sufferlug. Mr. Klssam Is
something of n doctor, and be recognized symp-
toms of poisoning. Ho sent a burry call for an
ambulance to the Bayonne City Hospital. Dr.
Douohue responded, and tho girl was taken to
tho hospital, bhe died two hours later without
regaining consciousness.

Th. Cruiser Misled by n Dlnplneed Itaoy
on KnterlnK OiirdBer Hay.

The cruiser Cincinnati, which recently took
members of tbo Connecticut naval reserve from
New Haven to Gardner's Island, whero they
encamped with members of the reserve from
other States for practice, arrived off Tompkins,
vllle, Staten Island, on Friday night. Divers
have been noticed working alongside her there,
and It was learned from the marines yesterday
that the vessel had "picked up bottom" while
crossing the Crow Spit Bhoal when she entered
Gardner's Bay. The ofllcers at first were ret-

Owing to the displacement of the
crow Spit buoy by over 000 ards our navigator
was misled and tbe ship touched the bottom.
Tbe tide Is very strong here In the Narrows, nud
the divers can work on tho slack tides only.
Naturally, therefore, tho work la slow, but we
have been trying hard to find out whether the
ship has been hurt. The Investigation thus far
has failed to reveal even that any paint was
scratched off on the bottom, and the divers
have examined the starboard side from bow to
gangway."

It la the general Impression on tbe vessel that
the ship touched only the mud of an orster bed.
and Is not injured at all. She will begin coaling
on July L'2, and will be ready for sea the day fol-

lowing.
