Oaefcm Declaration Hay Tie ReaMnMd
with a Rerereadnni IMaak.

St. Louts, July 10. The general opinion 1

that the Omaha platform of the "Pops," adopt-
ed four years ago, will bo readoptcd by this
"Pop" Convention. It is more than probable,
however, that one or two additional clanks
will be inserted. One of them will be the Ini-

tiative and referendum, or system of direct
legislation. This Is known aa the Swiss system,
and provides for a direct vote by the people
on all laws passed upon by the Legislature.
The Omaha platform said :

"We demand a national ourrenoy, safe,
round, and flexible. Issued by the general Gov-

ernment only, a full legal tender for nil debts,
publto and private, and that without the use
of banning corporations, a Just, equitable,
and efficient means of distribution direct to
the people at a tax not to ex:eed two per cent,
per annum, to be provided as set forth In the

plan of the Farmers' Alliance,
or a better system; also by payments In dis-

charge of Its obligations for publto impnne-ment- s.

We demand free and unlimited coin-
age of d'ver and gold at the present legal ratio
of ltl to 1. We demand that the amount of
circulating emdtum. be speedily increased to
not less than SCO per capita,

"We demand a graduated Income tax. We
believe that the money of the country should
be kent aa mu:b as possible in the hands of the
peoplo, and hence we demand that all State
and national revenues shall be limited to the
necessary expenses of the Government, eco-
nomically and honestly administered. We de-

mand that postal eav Ings banks be established
by the Government for the safe deposit of the
earnings of the people and to facilitate ex-
change.

"Transportation being a means of exchange
and a public necessity, the Government should
own and operate the railroads in the Interest of
the people. The telegraph and telephone, like
the Post Office S) stem, belnr a necessity for
the transmission of news, should bo owned and
operated by the Government in the interest of
the people.

"Theland.lncludlng all the natural sources of
wealth, is the heritage of the people, and
should not bo monopolized for epeculatlve pur-
poses, and alien ounerrhlp of lnd should be
prohibited. All land now held by railroad and
other corporations In excess of their actnal
needs, and all land now owned by aliens, should
be reclaimed by the Government and held for
actual settlers only."

Illetory of the Movement whleh Began

with OreenbnekUm In IS70.
St. Lotus. July 10. The "Pops" give this

history of their organization i

"The Populist party had Its beginning in the
Greenback organization of 1870, which after-
ward became the Union Labor party, then the
Greenback Labor party, and finally the People's
party in 1H01, Since the Omaha Convention
and the election of 1803 the term Populist ha
been generally applied to the organization.
What was known as the "Grange" was organ-
ized to secure the Government control of rail-
roads; that is, to reduce freight and passenger
charges. When the Supreme Courts of Wis-
consin, Iowa, and Illinois held that the States
Cad the power to llx transportation charges and
theSupremoCourtor the United States affirmed
that right, the ground was laid for tho Populist
docrlne of

" The Grange was particularly strong In th
West and Northwest, and was followed by tho
Farmers' Alliance, that progressed along the
same lines, but as strongest In tho Southern
and Western States. Both of these organiza-
tions were practically absorbed by the People'
partv. The underlying feature in the beginning
was the demand for greenhark money, based
on decision of the United Supreme
Court that under the Constitution Congress had
the right to make paper money that should not
bo redeemable In coin, and was sole Judge of
w hen that power should be used,

St. Locts. July 10. It Is within three day of
the date set for the Conrentlon of the Populist
Incubator, as the National Silver party la

known, and still all there Is of that party In
sight Is Dr. Molt, the long, lank, bewhlskered
North Carolinian. The suspicion Is growing
that the National Sliver party oonslsU or wind
and two or three Roman candles. On the wind
question Delegate Cant ell of the Populist
party said

" You reporters here are ready for most any-

thing since the tornado, but I will tell you right
now that there was not nearly so much wind
wasted during the tornado as there will be dur-
ing this Convention."

Mr. Cantwell referred to the Silver party.
People ask. What tithe National Silver party,
anyway? The Su reporter has used his best
endeavors the last few days to find out, but
aside from learning that It was an "Incubator
for the Popullsta." that is, a place where Popu-

lists are batched, his search has been fruitless.
The party. In the person of Dr. Mott. ha asserted
that there will be twelve hundred delegates and
six hundred alternates to attend the Convention
here. Tbelr assertion was repeated but
none of the delegates has showed up yL

It has been said that these delegates have
been elected at State conventions or at Con-
gress district conventions. Strangely enough,
nobody has heard of either of these sets or con-

ventions. It has been said that the National
Silver party has an organization In every State,
but the best Informed men In politics say that
they never heard of any State organization at
all. They did hear about the party being
organized In the city of Washington last Janu-
ary. To-da-y the party Informed Tub SD.t re-

porter that the delesates who were to come
had been apportioned In the States accord-
ing to the Populist vote of each State, and
the reporter was provided with the following
apportionment of delegates: Alabama, 40; Ari-
zona, 6; Arkansas, 30; California, 48: Colorado,
70; Connecticut, 1C: Delaware, 3; Florida, 8;
Georgia, SO; Idaho. 10: Illinois, 60; Indiana. 40;
Iowa, 3C; Kansas, 00; Kentucky, SS; Louisiana,
20: Maine. 0: Maryland. 0; Massachusetts, SI;
Michigan, 34; Minnesota, 30; Mississippi SS;
Missouri, 4G; Montana, 18; Nebraska, SI; Neva-
da, IS: New Hampshire, 8; New Jersey, 12;
New York. 44; North Carolina, 70; North Da-

kota. 12; Ohio, 40; Oregon. 17; Oklahoma, 10;
Pennsylvania, 45; Rhode Island, 8; South Dako-
ta. IS ; South Carolina, 36; Tennessee, 24; Teias,
70; Vermont. 8; Virginia, 40; Washington. 17;

ir these delegates were apportioned according
to the vote or the Populists perhaps the man
who made the apportionment had a Jag or else
he got hold or the wrong table or votes. New
York appears with her forty-fou-r delegates,
though she cast only 16,000 votes for the Popu-

list candidate In 1803. Alabama only has forty
delegates, though she cast 85,000 votes. Con-
necticut gets fifteen delegates, though she only
polled 806 votes for the Populist candldate,whlle
Nevada gets only the same number for more
than 7,000 votes. Georgia polled 42,000 votes,
less than half the number that Alabama polled,
yet she gets ten more delegates, Illinois gets
ten more delegates than Alabama, although the
Populist vote was less than a quarter of the
vote polled In Alabama. In Colorado the Popu-
lists and Democrats got together in 1 H02 and to-
gether they polled 5.1,000 voles, less by 30.000
than Alabama polled, jet Colorado gets seventy
delegates to Alabama's forty.

Kansas, whlcn polled 163,000, more than
three times that of Colorado, gets ten less dele-
gates. Rhode Island, which polled only
votes, geta eight, Milch Is the number awarded
to Florida, which polled nearly 5.000, and to
Wyoming, which polled nearly 8,000. So It is
all through the list.

It Is plain. In spite of what Is said, that thedelegates were not apportioned according to
the Populist vole. They weroiuerely faked up
in the aliened headquarters of the National
Silver party In Forty-cecon- d street-Ne- w York
city. While the statement that these people
inuke that they have an organization In every
State Is not true, it probably Is true that they
hope to havo one. They hope that
the regular organizations In some of tbe East-
ern Slates nhlch are solid for sound money wlil
give them the opportunity to enter the field
with an electoral ticket of their own. and thus
If It should happen that there wo any boodle
to distribute, any or this magnificent fund that
is to be raised by popular subscription, they
will have part in the handling of it. Further-
more, they hope that tbey can appear at the
next Democratlo National Convention a con-
testants with something to back ' up their
claim of regularity on.

While there are no representatlvea of theparty here besides Dr. Mott of North Carolina
and George Keeney of California and Forty-secon- d

street, the preparation for their Con-
vention are going on. Them preparation con-
sist in the emplo) ment of a young woman, who
has some reputation as an elocutionist, to dressup In flags and recite the Declaration of Inde-
pendence Dr. Molt hopes that the delegates
lie baa picked out to his Convention will do
their utmost to get to St. Louis, even by freight
trains, so that they may be nhle to bear theyonug woman. 1 he rainy weather the past
days has made walking verr bad, and, while
the Doctor doesn't say so. It Is easy to see that
be fears this may cut down the representation
of the parly from the far Eastern Mates aud the
far Western States. Dr. Mott believes, however,
that If the worst comes to worst he will receive
aid and comfort from some of the sllier Sena-
tors like Stewart, Dubois, and Teller, andalready there are two mine on ners In town.

Dr. Molt was asked the question y

plumply:
"V hat on earth Is tho Sliver party for. any-

way?"
He blinked his eyes, shiver 1 bis whiskers,

strode up and down the room, and, pulling his
straw hat down over his left ear. said

"My Idea, my hope. Is to harmonize all the
elements or party strength and march them In
solid columns to the polls In November against
the Imperial hosta of gold. 1 believe that this
Is going to be done, and If it Is not done the men
responsible for the work here will hear from
their constituents when they go home."

If, as it seems, there are uo constituents. Just
exactly who they will hear from Is not plain
unless, of course. It should lie the two mine
uwnersor some of the sliver Senators. Contin-
uing his answ er to the question, the Doctor said :

"I know that men who have borne tbe brunt
of battle for ) ears to build up a new party are
loath to yield one Jot or tittle lest tbey Impair
the autonomy of their parly."

As It Is only claimed that the silver party was
organized last January. It Is not Just plain to
whom the doctor referred as bearing tlie brunt
of the battle for years, although It may he that
he meant the Populist leader. Senator Stenaribad a long talk with Dr. Mott The
Nevada Populist sliver Senator encouraged Dr.
Mott to believe that thene delegates would be on
hand at the proper time. Senator Stewart Is
looked upon with admiration here. Just as Gov.
Altgeld was admired at Chicago. In
slang phrase, they are clever enough
to play both en Is against the mlddlo.
Senator Stewart, as a property owner In Wash-Ingto-

alwaa Insists upon the clause In his
leases that the rent shall be paid In gold. Gov,
Altgeld In his leases on Ills reul etatenlays
makes thu same demand. An Investigation nf
the records lu Washington and In Chicago will
demonstrate this to he atiiolutely true, and us n
mutter of fact Senator Stewart and Gov-- . Alt-
geld huvo never denied It. In other words, they
believe that silver Is a flrxt-rat- n howl for cam-
paign purposes, but when it comes to tlioir
own business transactions Involving their own
fortunes, they demand that they shall be paid
In gold. Their tenants have to comply with the
lease m that elTect even If It exacts tbe last
pound of itesb. An examination of the records,
en far at Altgeld Is concerned, will show, too,
tho existence of heavy mortgages on tbe prop-
erty. Gov. Altgeld of rouiso would be delight-
ed to pay these mortgages In sliver, although he
demands his rent In gold.

Hut to get back to Dr. Mott and his little talk
with the reporter. Ho said'

"Vow, there Is not tho least rear or excuse
that should stand in the way, for, as I under-
stand It, nobody Is demanding any submission
or subjection from anybody In this campaign.
It Is fought, however, to make It rnilprratlvu
light, evury man preserving his party respect,
keeping Intact his State, county, and prei Innorganisations, but rltlng to the patriotic piano
of accomplishing a great end. That is certainly
the private desire of all, which will redound to
the common welfare and prosperity of the whole
country.

"II this can be done, then success Is assured,
I am a Republican on principle, who believes
that bimetallism Is necessary to the commercial
growth aud slabilitynf this country, and I am
willing to subordinate all minor predilections
In order to e that causo successful. Left to
itself, the National silver party would perhaps
have nominated a fur different man from Mr.
Bryan, hut he hai vlowe on the main Issue In
accord with mine and that of my party, and he
is the nominteof a great and successful party,
at lean it was successful four )ears ago,
There are upward of 300,000 diver men who
do not belong to the Democratic organization,
but they are not enough to electa, candidate.

Missionaries of the Bimetallic League are
coming to town. Senator Jones of Arkansas Is
the President of this league. The first of the
crowd has been hero nearly two months. He Is

William II. Downing of Lovelock's. Humboldt
county, Nevada. His New York address Is 248
West Forty-fift- h street. Mr. Downlng'a reason
for coming hero so far In advance of the other
missionaries was, he says, to get the poll lists of
the various election districts of the city, for the
purpose of getting the addresses of the voters
to send to the headquarters of the Blmetalllo
League In Washington. After getting these ad-

dresses the league will deluge the New York
electors wtth free-silv- literature. Mr. Down-
ing says he has been cop) lng the lists of every
election district. He could have bought the
whole lot at the Ct'ti ffrcord office In print for a
silver quarter.

Occasionally Mr. Downing saunters out and
does a little missionary work on his own ac-

count. It matters llttlo to him who the man Is
he tackles so long as the man has time to spare.
Mr. Downing said to a Sl'.s reporter yesterday:

"The campaign of the silver men Is on In ear-

nest. For more than n year we have been work-
ing In tho States west nf the Mississippi River,
and the result of the Chicago Convention shows
to what purpose we worked. Now we are going
to carry on tne hottest sort of a campaign Imag-

inable In every doubtful State. In less than a
month there will be 1,500 able advocates of free
silver working In this State. They will be sent
here from tbe silver States at tbe expense of the
Blmetalllo League.

"New Yorkers should never forget for a mo-
ment that there are Just a able politician
west of tne Mississippi River as there are on
Manhattan Island. If they don't believe It now,
they will before tbe campaign Is over. We shall
carry every State west of the Mississippi for
Bran, we shall carry Indiana. Illinois, Mary-
land, and all the Southern States, and we expect
to carry McKlnley's own State. You and many
readers of The Sum will be surprised when I
tell you that we do not by any means consider
New York lost. We actually believe we will
carry this State by 20.000 majority."

" How do you purpose to accomplish that re-

sult ?" asked the reporter.
" Well." sold Mr. Downing. " perhap you are

not aware that there are 100,000 member of
the Blmetalllo League In this State. Each of
this number, when we became certain that we
would control the Chicago Convention, was re-

quired to make an Ironclad pledge In writing,
over his own signature, that he would support
tbe nominee of the Convention, whoever It
might be.
