While strong hopes are
entertained and are reasonably based upon the
record of the American people in exereluing
common seuse, that the party of Algeld,
Yillmsn, and HBryan will be overwhelm-
Ingly snowed under. next November. the
fact remains that the sudden Importance
and appearance of strength that that party has
developed within the last two or three weeks

to make good the recenmt withdrawals of gold
from the Treasury, They were not solicited to
do so by the Administration, nor do any of
them conslder that the reduction In the
Treasury's gold balance to $00,000,000, by
tself considered, requires action on thelr part
or ng the part of the Government.

Kaxsas Orry, Mo, July 20.—All Kansas Clty
banks to-day coased lssulng gold, elther in ex-
changoe for billa, payment of checks, or In with-
drawals of depoaits,

Cashler Rule of the Bank of Commerce, who
returned from 8t. Louls this morning, said the
banks thera will take the same action.

The reason given by the bankera hore for this
movae Is that it [s the evident Intention of many
depositors to withdraw thelr deposits In gold
and board 14, ln the balief that gold will go toa
premium.

ASPHALT PATING LITIGATION.

Htatemontin of the Cave by the Frosidems
and Counsel of the Harber Company,

Regarding the filing of a judgment for nearly
half & million dollars in favor of Gen. W. W,
Averell, representing cortaln profits of the Bar.
ber Asphalt Company on work done in Huffale,
which was told of In Tne Sux yesterday, Col
F. V. Greone, Presldent of the company, sald in
& slgned statement prepared for the newapapers
yoaterday afternoon:

“Bo far from Averell having a jodgment
agninst the Harber Asphalt Paving Company,
this company has a Judement against him in
this identieal case, which judgment is inal, and
was glven with costs, which were recovered
agnlnst Averell after tedlons supplewmnental pro-
oeedings. The Ianguage of the court in (ts deoil-
sion In that the Harber Asphalt Paving Com-
pany * has not done anylhing In the premines
contrary to equity and good consolence,*

“So far as this litigation concerns Mr. A. L.
Barber persopally. the judgment against him
has been apnealed. Gen. Aversll suea not in hls
own behalf, bot as a minority stockholder in
the American Asphalt I'avement Company for
the benefit of himself and the other stockhold-
ers, The majority of this stock haas long been
owned by the Barber Asphalt Paving Company,
o0 that, in case the present report agalnst Mr,
Barber shonld be austalned, the greater part of
the recovery would belong tothe Barber Asphalt
Paving Company. It isaignificant that none of
the stockholders, of whom there are many, has
jolned him during the thirteen years of this lti-
gation,

" The suit was originally brought against both
the Barber Asphalt Paving Company and Mr,
Barber. Asthe Barber Cowpany on appeal had
Judgment with costa, It was impossible for the
roferee o find against that company. He
therefore selocted certaln contracta In the city
of Buffalo (the only anes of thelr kind) which
bad been taken in the name of A. L. Barber
personally. In polnt of fact, these coniracts

Liere to-duy that the nomination of Sewall on s
Populist platform would be so otterly ridiou.
Inun that the ticket would become alaughing
stock with the Popnlista In thelr districta,
They have polnited out that Bewall Is & corpora-
tlon man, and that his endorsement by the
Papullst Conventloa would creats a universal
snicker.

BRYAN TO BWALLOW ANYTHING,

There (s atlll a ferce effort golne on to defeas
the endomsement of Hryan, but, In view of the
fact that he sent word to-day that he |s ready to
stand on any kind of a platform which the Pop-
ullsts may hulld for bim, the sentiment againes
himMitherto manifested by some of the stontest
“middle of the road"” men Las somewhat soft-
ened. There are still very many opponents of
Bryan shouting In the corridors of the hotels.
These men declare that If Tiryan (s endorsed
they will bolt the Convention. These state-
ments come from the flerce-spoken Popullsts
from the Southern States. On the olher hand,
there are many Populists hiere from the far
West and Northwest who declare that they will
bolt the Conventlon unless Bryan is endorsed,

have been made with Hryan, and they are fully
prepared to gssert with all vebemence that he
is ready to sthnd upon the platform adopted by
this Convention,and for that reason Lhey d&“
sew why the Southera Populists are so violehti.c-
opooasd o Bryan. -

The foregoloe s an epltome of the day's
wranglings and disputes and hard words, Be-
fore golug any further ir'will be no barm to say
that reporting the work of a Popullst Conven-
tion is by no means acomfortable or an easy
task. Gov. Stone of Missour! langhingly re-
ferred to this featnre of the situation this aftor-
noon, He declared that he had been hiere two
days and that be had talked with most of the
ropullsts, and he could not for the life of him
ascerinln exactly what they wanted,

" They have 40,000 different fdens,' said Gow,
Stone, * and each man belteves that his partico-
lar idea in the one which should govern the
Convention, ldeclaretoyuu now thatd knowno
more what they want than the babe usborn.”

He has been attending State nnd Natlonal Con=
ventions from the time Lewasknee highto &
Bourbon whiskey bottle [n tho old blue grass
State. His hair was dishovelled to-day. He was
vory thoughtful, He was almost daged. The
Populists iave been bombarding hilm ever aince
baturday night. They bave poured all sorta of
demands into his ears, and Gov, Stone says he
is not prepared to-night to decinre his bellef 1n
his own existence.

Senator Jamea K. Jones, Chlialrman of tha
Democratic Natloual Committee, Is in abous
the same coudition, He has been here only one
day, and he does not know whetber he Is afoot
or horscback. He bas vislied the different
Topulist headqoarters and talked with Chalr-
man Taubeneck and “Cyclone' Tiavis, and
after that he hos tackied Gen. Weaver, * Bloody

famliliarly known, “Calamity" Waeller,
“Crypogram ™  Ignatius Donnuelly, Senator

when Senator Jones was asked to-nlght to tell
the result of his day’s labor he replled almost
plaintively:
