Gen. Daniel E. Sickles Is one of the New York

Democrats who will not support the platform
and candidates of the Chicago Convention. A
few daya ago Major L. Edwin Dudley of 00
Bromfleld street, Boston, who served In Gen.
Sickles's corps, wrote to him asking him If it
was not the duty of all patrlotlo citizens to de-
fend the honor of the country In the present
cnmpalgn. as It was In 1808.

Lincoln, Neb., July 20. For tt week big
train load of Colorado people has been expected
to arrive In this city for the purpose of calling
on Mr. Dryan. This morning word was re-

ceived that a train of seventeen cars would ar-

rive at 1 o'clook. At that time tho regular
Dtnver train rolled In and there were just fifty
people, delegates from Colorado to the Silver
Convention In St. Louis. The delegation was
headed by James II. Drown of Denver, and In-

cluded three women. The party proceeded to
tho Lincoln Hotel, whore Mr. Ilryan was In
waiting. A number of tirlof addrossos were
rondo by the visitors, and Mr. Ilryan responded
as follows :

"Ladies ard Gcstij-.mi:'-: I desire to thank
you for your very kind greeting. The Interest
I have taken In the money question Is not due
to the fact that we are producing sliver In this
country, nor do I believe that those of you hero

y would havo different opinions on the
subject If you lived In States which do not pro-du-

silver. I hare said tlmo and tlmo again
that I would bo In favor of the freo nnd un-
limited coinage of sliver at the present legal
ratio of 111 to 1 If we did not produce ono ounce
of silver In the United States.

"It Is not becauso we produce either gold or
sllvor, but wo are In need of both, that I am in
favor of restoration. I appreciate the fact that in
your Stato and In some of tho other States of the
West) ladles as well as gentlemen are permitted
to vote, I also note that a difference of opinion
on that subject has manifested Itself In various
places; but the fact that so large a portion of
the women of Colorado have declared them-
selves In favor of my candidacy assures me, nt
least, of the truth of the old saying that woman
Is the conscience of the human race. Woman
Is a great controlling Influence In the civiliza-
tion of the world, and any man might well be
comforted to know that she lends him her sup-
port, whether she can vote or not.

"In so far as you have expressed yourselves
In terms of personal compliment to me, while I
cannot be Indifferent to your kind words, we all
know that this campaign Is not going to be con-
ducted on personal lines, I believe thnt our
opponents are men of pure, noble lives, and up-
right characters. It Is not a contest between
men. It Is a contest between great prin-
ciples, and if I should be elected, and If
Mr. Sewall should be elected.
