Hankors generally wers aware of the foree of
this sugeestion, hence [t Is not surprising that
gteps were taken early yesterday morning to
act up-n It At noon the represantatives of
erery banking honse engaged in the forelgn
exchange business upon s large scale assembled
at the offices of J. P. Morgan & (o, in response
to an invitation from the senior member of that
firm. Hepreseniativeaof a faw other concerns
that are indirectly interested In the foreign ex-
change marset were present, among them Pres-
{dent Johin A. McCall of the New York Life In-
surance Company and Mr. Pliny Fisk of Har-
vey Flak & Sons. The object of the conference
was to contlder what conld be done to prevent
er diminish gold exportis, or In any way within
the power of those present asslst in the malinte-
pance of the Treasnry's gold balance, supole-
mental to the action of the banks in putting
thelr gold at the disposnl of the Treasury.

After an hour's discusalon the following com-
mittes was appointad, to which the subject was

The amount of
exchange that each banking houoss ean draw
wpon ita E correapondents, in other
words ita credit lins, can be easlly ascertalned,
ot Jeast approximately, and by working In.con-
eart the bankers repressnted at the confarence
can, If they come to an agreement, shift the de-
mand from remitiers in suen a way that none
of them need be called upon to export gold to
cover drawiogs. It la expected that the pro-
gramme will include an agresment not to aoc-
capt the trifllng commission pald by European
bankers from time to iirae 1o stimulste ship-
meata of specle from this country.

Exports of upon comminsi orders
would pot, according to all accounts, be taler-
Ated in the warious European capitals in cir-
enmstances similar to thoso shat have existed
here for several yoars past. Any banker mak-
ing them wonld be virtuaily blsckiisted by his
associatea.

In view of the misleading statements that

It was proposed that each bank should turn
over thirty per cent. of Its gold, and a subscrip-
tion paper was circulated for slgnstures. ‘she
banks showed no apprehension at the mituation,
and In general there was a readiness to help ont
the (iovernment o the way offered. Thers was
no general conference of bank officers in regard
to,the matter, althongh Mr. Heal had a talk
with several representatives at the Clearing
Honse In the afternoon. The rest has been done
by personal interviews with the bankers in efr-
culating the subscription paper. The total gula

PRINCESS MAUD WEDDED.

IIER MARRIAGE Y0 PRINCE
CHARLES YEBSTERDAY.

Immenss Ontpouring of the Feople to Men
the Processions—Mervices In the Chapel
~Quren Vietoria B 1 the M
of Mer Sahjects with Sireaming Fyes,

Special Cable Deapateh fo Tir Bus.

Lonpown, July 20.-The wedding of Princess
Maud of Waleato I'rince Charlea of Denmark
has furnished another of thoss rare oceasions
when the mnsses and classes of England ean
Eivo expression to the extraordinary affection in
which they hold the royal family. The day has
witnessed a serles of popular demonatrations so
spontaneous, so genuine, and so overwhelmiog
that the Queen hernelf has been moved to Lears
in the presence of thonsands of her subjects by
the public proofa of thelr hearifelt loyalty and
devotion. 1 need not describe the ceremonious
detalls of the royal nuptials, all of which were
executed according to the approved form and in
the presenge of the proper functionaries. The
slgnificant and important feature of the svent
wis the million or more uninvited guests who
ged the approaches to the royal chapel,
and cheored with an enthusiasm which was In.
fectious and inspiring to the bridegroom and
other members of the distincuiahied company.

It was not supposed at first that the general
public would take great Interest in the marriage
of two persona who only by a remole possibility
will ever sit on any throne. The Queen herself,
with her well-known dislike to display and
ostentation, desired to make the event as much
as posaible a family affair, Gradually, however,
Its seopo was enlargsd until, a day or two age,
the pressure of public interest induced the In-
troduction of certain speotacular features for the
gratification of popular desi Thepr fons
to and from the chapel and to the raliway
stativn, Iater In the day, were flnally arranged
over somew hat devious routes In order to allow
the populsee to greet the bridal palr. The
resalt was that the West End this afternoon
furnished scenes which matched the unparal-
leled demonstration throughout London when
the Duke of York and Princess May were
married thres years ago.

It |s not an exaggeration to say that 1,000,000
persons tried to see and cheer the royal bride
and groom. Nor was Interest confined to the
common peaple. The Government whips were
unable Lo enfurce the attendance of members in
Parliament this afternoon, and the Ralishury
Ministry suffered a defeat In the division on one
section of the Irish Land bill because thelr sup-
porters, in detflance of the whipa, trooped off to
vt a glimpse of the royal wedding,

Opne of the pleasantest features of the gathe
ering at Buckingham Palace wasathe imorompta
reception hel? by the Grand Old Man on the
Terrace after the wedding lunch, Looking
younger than when he drovped the relna of
Guvernment more tlian two years ago, Mr.
Gindston greeted his former associates of both
parties with the warmest cordiality, It was his
first seml-pudlic appearance in London since
bis retirement to private life, and the personnel
of the throng which surrounded the splendid
voleran was proof enough that the veneration
in which he Is held is now natlonal aad non-par-
tisan,

The most touching Incident of the day was
after all the ofMelal functl: ns wers finished, the
bridal palr bad gone away., and most of the
guests had deparied. The Queen sntered her
carriage to return to Windsor. Bhe drove to
Paddington statlon through St. James's and
Hyde parks. It waa s drive of only fifteen min.
utes, but it brought her an experience which
will live long even In royal mewmury.

Every one who had tried to witness tho earller
festivities of the day bhad walted to seo the
Queen ou her departure. They walted in
hundreds of thousands, patient and onthusins
tie. They filled every inch of space outalde the
narrow path for ber carriage along the mile or
more shie passed.

Their greeting to her cannot be described. It
was a mighty, unceasing roar, inarticulate, yet
so pregnant of meaning that It dominated the
emotions as only the volce of & vast muiltitude
can do, Then was seen that * womsnliness as a
fueen and that quesnliness as a woman ™ which
bave chiefly endeared hierto bor people, She was
plainly affected by the popular tribute from the
momentof leaving the palace, The great demon-
stration seemed to reach a climax at Constitu-
tion Hill, nenrWellington's statue. Tliat vastsea
of buman faces, that mighty thunder of homan
volces, brought out Lhe woman In the Queen
and the Queen io the woman., She bore herself
with all the majesty of a great sovereign this
afternoon, as with the tesrsstreaming down her
face she acknowledged the homage of her peo-
ple.

"NIDDLE OF THE ROAD' POPU-
LISTS DESERYED BY LEADERS,

Auntt-Bryan Moo Withent Oranaisation, bat
Determined to Flght (o the Very Lant—
They Even Mops to Win Bask Chalre
man Taubeneek and Seantor HMatler-
Pelfer Maye It Must Be Elthor Bryas or
MoeKinley—Sorry P of B
Jeues, Uhnlrmaea of the Demoeratia Na.
Uennl Cammitier, In Ploadiag for Bryss,

8. Loum, July 22.—It ia now universally ac-
cepted that the * Middle of the Road " Popu-
lists have bean practically deserted by thelr
Isaaarn st the very beginnlng of this thelr
socond national Convention. In looking over
the list of the men whocame here violent-
ly opposed to the pomination or endorse-
mentof Bryan by the Popullat Convention and
who ware most positive in thelr alleglance to
the *Mlddle of the Road " men, It appears not
one now remaing to lead the anti-Bryan Pope,
The “Middle of the Road™ men declare that
they have lost Senator Hutler, Chalrman Taube-
neck. and Capt. Kolb, and they are looklng with
susplcion on other minor leaders, Hometimes
during the day they wanted to belleve that Hut-
ler and Taubeneck are with them, but this is
merely loaning op a broken rod,

The anti-Hryan men now recognize the sliun-
tlon, and are doubled up in their anger. They
deciare that they will not allow thelr jeaders to
turn them over to the Democrstio party, They
doclare that they will bolt this Conventlan be-
fore they will endorme or mnominate Hryan
and Sewall. They tell over and over again of
thie treatment thev hare recelved In the South-
orn Democratic States from the Democrats, and
they wonder to themselves how they can return
to their homes and bold up their hoads after
swallowing the Bryan and Sewall tickel

But tho fact remaing that Lheir leaders have,
after frequent di i with 8 Jones,
Chairman of the Democratic Natlonal Com-
mittes, agreed to do all they can to bring about
Brran's endorsement. Thesa Populist leaders,
bowaever, still declare that the Southern Popu-
lista must be'mollifled by the nomination here
of a candidate for Vice-President. Senmior
Jonesa and his frienda, however, continue to de-
clare that the Democratic Natlonal Committes
must be asloyal to Mr, Sewall as {t Is to Mr,
Bryan, Ho that the situation In the Populist
camp to-night s, that while the leaders of the
“ Middie of the Road " mon have gone over to
Hryan, It remains to be seen whether they can
carry thelr delegates with them,

TEXAS MEN BAY BOLT.

Tho only violent ** Mlddle of the Road" men
who are making any fight at all are the Texas
men. They declars that they will bolt the Con-
vention. After the closest investigation (t cannot
bo found that any other Southern State Jolns
Texas ln this movement. The Pupullsts from
North Carolina and from Tennesseo and from a
number of other Southern States declare that
they donot wish to go too far,and they are
vrating about patriotlsma rislug above party
lines,

It Is the judgment of those whose business it
is to try and get at the exact facts and nothing
miore that there will be a terrivle Aght in the
Canventlon, but the chances are atill that Hryan
will be endorsed. There are those here who
diasent from this opinion, but whon they are
queationed they cannot bring to their support
substantisl arguments, elther in figures ar facta,
that will warrant them In the assertion that
Bryan will not recelve enough votes in the Con-
vontion to bring about Lis endorsemont.

The " Middle of the Rond " men say that they
have 600 deologates, who say that they will
stand shoulder to shoulder In the effurt to pro-
vent Hryan's endorsement. When those ** Mid-
dle of the Road" men aro asked to produce
apecific Ngures h support of thelr statements
they frankly confess that they cannot give
them. o the other band, w hen the Bryan Pop-
nlists are asked to give the Ngures which will
support thelr clalms they readily demonstrate
that they have a solld Northwest and most of
the far Westorn delegates, sud that they have
made sad Inroads on the * Middle of the Road "
men o pome of the Southern States,

The " Middle of the Road'* men, as & matter of
fact, are in a frightfully muddled.up condition.
They bave no leaders on whom to rely, and
even those who are still supposed Lo be close to
them are under suspiclon of having given thelr
alieglance Lo Benator Jones of the Democratic
Natlonal Committee,

NOPE TO WIN BUTLER BACK,

old euemivn of the South In endorsing Hryan.

Ansanevidence of the demoralized condition
of the ** Miadls of the Road" 'opulists (t s only
necessary Lo say that they gave up without
n struggle the effort to beat Senator Marlon
Botler for lemporary Chalrman of the Conven.
tlon., Thoy danced about in thelr anger all last
night when they heard that the National Com-
mittes had selecied Hutler for the place, sna
they hunted up an antl-Hryan Popullst from
Missouri named . 1), Jones, and declared that
they would pit Jones againat Butler In the Con-
veotion this morning,

They dld nothing of the kiad, Inqulry among
them elicited the fact that they adid not now
care to mnakeo a fight for Lhe place of temporary
Chalrman, They had cooled off over nlght, but
it Is the conservative Judgment of those who
talked with these wen that If they had not boe-
coms thoroughly demoralized and really be.

The Husiness Men's League of 8t. Louls fare
nialied 810,000, which has covered all the ex-
penses qf the Populist Convention, and thaere s
no excufe whatever for the leaders of the Paos
ple's party to charge $1 admission.

There Is no detire to say noything une
kind of these peonle, but it I an use
avoldable duty to annoonce exactly whas
occurred and what one saw. Hut the city
folks wore ready and willing almost to put up
with the practice of going without coats and
shoes If the managers of this Popullst Conven-
tion would be a Hitle bit more bumane toward
the lesa favored ones in thelr party. But every
effort to indoce them to throw open the doors
and to let in their poorer brothern was fraltless,
It wus painful to see those rowe on rows of emp=
ty soats and know that hundreds and hone
dreds outside were begging and praying o ged
Into the hall, all the time declaring that they
conld not afford to pay the dollar admisslus
price which tho mapagers had inalsted npon.

They had the filnest band at that Convens
tlon that you woald carp to listen to. As
the delegates bogan to arrive thial cheerful
nand up aloft boomed out with the dead march
from *Saul.”  Later on it played the “ Mise
srere,” and when It got through with that I
boomed out with the * Marselllalse.” Thas
was a very cately tune, and the delegates lHked
ft and stampod thelr feot, those with ahoes on
and those without.

The delegntions wers meated In alphabetical
orlder, and at their head were the bine stands
anls which were ro familiar st the Chicago
Convention., The Mississippl Populists came in
bearing a_ banner, * No Compromise," snd they
ot & right royal welcome, As they dropped
into thelr seats they began to pull of their conts,
and It was then observed that scattercd among
the other delegations were many women. Those
who were Inclined to be eritionl obacrved that {8
wns not very gracious or gallant for the Popus
List delegntes totake off thelr coats and shoos
In the presence of the women, but It must be
said that the women did not seem to mind it ag
all. It was all popullsm. The coat and shoe
episote was hut another expression of popullsme,

(e of the women who Jid nut serm to mind
It at all was Mrs, Coxey, whn came Io lugeing
her Jittle son * Legal Tendor” Coxey., Mra
Coxey and little " legal Tondor” had pseats
In the Ohlo aelegation, and that blessed litile
fellow, who Ia burdened with that aws
fnl name, coped aud erowed and had a fine
time, Then came in Cwrl Brownoe ana Mrs,
Coxey's daughter, who married Browne and
thiurely caused a little friction in the family.
Hut Uarl is all right now, His father-in.law,
wliom those Bryan Populists still insist on
callipg “Jackass” Coxey, I8 golng to take Carl
from his place In Washington and give him &
nice Job in Massillon. Mr, Cozey Is probably
the richest Popullst here outslde of Henstor
Stewart and one or two of the sliver Senators,
Coxey nover lets the grass grow under his leel
wlien Le sees an opportunity toturn & dollar
He s thrifiy, far-secingland & foancier onte
himaclf,

The band played “America,” and litde
“*lLaegal Tender' was quite happy over thaty
apgnrently just as much =0 as he was over Lthe
“Marseillaise” and the dead march from
“Baul” George F. Washburne, the great *Pop*
of Masaachusetis, came in at the head of his
State's delegation, Ingging » baaner on which
wan inscribed * Massachusetla, the Spiric of
1776, The band seeined 0 recoguize Mr,
Washiburne and his delegates, for it played
“Wewnn't go hame till morning,' and while
that melody was floating over the great Cons
voution hatl, F. I’ Caotwell, one of the Cook
county Fopullsts and a Popullst of great eneray
and disinterestedoess, came up to whers Lhe
newspaper men were sitting. He looks like
Hryan, only hin jaw i heavier, and they say
thimt he in just as good ao orator ae Bryan. Mr.
(‘antwell tald the newspaper people his idea of
the Copvention when be sald;

" Guan! hero are & lot of booinllsta, Anarehiste,
tramps, bard-ron men, and sensible people,
They are all trying to get under one flag sud M
o & damned hard thiog 1o get them there.™
