ke In Acomsed of Falming OF Ike
Child an Her Owa and Using
tort 800,000 Mush Money—#he and Mer

Mm. Frankieo Roberts was appointad last week
guardian ad litem for the 13-year-old boy,
Marvin Townsend, supposad to be her son, in &
stit begtn In the Bupreme Conrt in Brooklyn
agalnat former Park Commissloner Marvin
Cross, the aged milllonaire lomber merchant,
and alleged father of the boy, to compel him to
furninh money for his malntenanos and educa.
tion, When the procesdings were instituted,
Mr. Crosa asdmitted that he had been paying
hash monay to the woman ever since the birth
of the boy for the purposs of kesplng the
soandal from the public, and that fAinally he had
glven hor & large sum of money when she had
slgned an agresinent to make no further de.
mands, When she renowed her demands he
refused to submit to further exactions, and
then Mrs. Roberta started the litigation.

Thera was an entlraly now turn In tE sase
yeaterday, when Mrs, Robertsand her husband,
George Roberts, wore arralgned befors Pollce
Justice Walsh In the Butler Birest Courton &
charge of conaplracy. Former Distriot Attor-
ney Ridgway, who appeared for Mr. Cross, pre-
sonted & batch of afMdavita Intended to show
that Mre. Roberts was not the mother of the
boy, but only his aunt, she being » aigter of the
boy's father. The boy, it was alieged, was born
on Feb. 10, 16884, and his mother, Orvetts Loulse
Townsond, dled eleven daya later. Tha child
wan, the afdavits sald, then adopted by the
aant, and palmed off by ber on Mr. Cross as his
fllegitimate child, The father died two years
later, The pressnt Mm. Hoborts was only 17
years old when the alleged oconsplracy wns
started, and about a year hiad elapsed since she
had become acquainted with Mr. Crosa

Gen. Horatlo . King, counsel for the aceused,
expresssd much surprise at the new develop-
menta in the case and intimated that at the
proper time proof would be forthoomlng to up-
pet the afidavita, He walved examination, and
Roberta and his wife were held to awalt the
action of the Grand Jury. Justice Walsh flxed
the ball in esch case at $500. Mr. Ridgway did
not think the ball sufMeient.

“This,” he sald, "is the most Infamous and
outrageous fraud that was ever verpetrated
upon & respectable man. 1 have no confidence
that these people will ever appear agaln when
thoe facts have been disclosed.”

Mr. Ridgway says that after the scandal was
ventilated some of the bor's relatives, who
(know the faots, communjcated with him and
promised to furnish absolute proof of the con-
spiracy to flosce Mr. Crona. Mr. Ridgway hns
nscertained that Dr. Beojamin Brieges of Wil
loughby street was present at the birth of the
chilld, snd will be able to prove who the mother
really was.

Roberts and hLis wife had no bondsman on
band yesterday, and had to take a ride to the
dallin the prison van. They were allowed to
take seats outside with the driver,and during
thie trip to the jall Mre. Roberts wore a thick
black veil. They gave ball Iater and were re-
lensed. It is said that Mr. Cross, during the last
thirteen yenrs has pald altogether not less than
$50,000 to Mrs. Roberta to keep theo matter
guiet, and that until the latest developments
bad believed that she was the boy's mother,
Hias acquaintance with the girl was mado
In his ofece, msod, ms he declared, he
visited her In private only on one occasion,
Ever afterward, aod alse during the period of
payiog hush money, he took palos never to mee
the woman alone, their meetings eceurring

LIVES 108 AND MILLIONS
PROFPERTY DENTROYED.

or

Bigment Fires the Northwent Mns Heen In
Muany Years—~Wanhington sad Heitiah
Columbln Covered with Flame or Smoke
~Throwing Water on Women tn Perll,

Brogans, Wash,, July 20.—A strong wind has
heen blowing from the east, elearing the atmos-
phiers hsrs of smoke, but In the mountalns to
the north the breese hos fanned the ‘foreat fires
Into raging walls of flame, whioh are sweeping
across the motuntalne and down into the valleva
with terrible rapldity. When the alr was still
the fires wore conflnedgto the mountains and
did not oreep down Into the valleyn, hut now
those whosought safety thero are compelled to
fles for their lives,

In Britleh Colnmbia, on the north fork of the
Baimon Hiver, nearly all the cablos and shaft
houses have been burned, together with large
quantities of provisions and tools, Rossland,
B. C, IsIn danger. All the oltizens are ontin
the hills trdeg to prevent the fire from reach.
fng thelr bomes. Cabins within four miles of
tho town have besn burned,

Meagre reports have coma of firea on the Col-
ville Iodian reservation, Unly a few people
have come down, and It Is foared that many
bave inel Lhieir death, A party came to Kettle
River from Turile Creok, and thres mombers
went back to get some bedding they had forgot-
ten. They have not returned, and as the fire
bas awept over the place it s feared they have
been lost,

The United Btates Foreatry (Commisston i
hare to Inapeot the foreats, but the visitors find
they cannot go out on mccount of the fires,
They estimate the damage at many milllona of
dollars.
