i

A IIODQB-PODO- B OF ItBFUDIATtON
AND AXABCUY,

Tree Bltre- -, nn Ineome Tax, Sabaerrteat

St. Lodih. July 24. This Is the platform aa
adopted by tho 1'opnllsts in their Convention

The People's party, assembled In National
Convention, reaffirms tta allegiance to the prin-
ciples declared by the founders of tha republic,
and also to the fundamental principles of Just
government as enunciated In the platform of
the party in 1802. Wo recognize that, through
the connivance of the present and preceding
administrations, the country has reaohed a
orlsts In Its national life, aa predicted In our dec-
laration four rears ago, and that prompt and
patrlotlo aotton la theaupremo duty of the hour,

Wa realize that while we have political Inde-
pendence, our financial and Industrial Inde-
pendence Is yet to be attained by restoring to
our country tho constitutional control and ex
erolse ot tho functions necessary to a people's
Government, whloh functions have been basely
surrendered by our public servants to corporate
monopolies. The Influonoe ot European money
changers has been more potent In shaping legis-
lation than the voice of the American people.
Executive power and patronage havn been used
to corrupt our Legislatures and defeat the
will of the people, and plutooraoy has thereby
been enthroned upon the ruins of democracy.
To restore the Government Intended by tne
fathers, and for the welfare and prosperity of
this and future generations, we demand the es-

tablishment of an economlo and financial sys-
tem which shall make us masters of our own
affairs and Independent of European control, by
the adoption of the following

DECLAIIATIOH or PRIROtPUS.
1. Wa demand a national money, safe and

sound. Issued by the general Government only,
without tho intervention of banks of Issue, to
be a full legal tender for all debts, publlo and
private; a Just, equitable, and efficient means
of distribution direct to the people and through
the lawful disbursements of the Government.

2. We demand the free and unrestricted coin-
age of sliver and gold at the present legal ratio
of sixteen to one, without waiting for the con-
sent of foreign nation.

3. We demand the volume of circulating me-
dium be speedily Increased to an amount suffl
dent to meet the demands of the business and
population and tn restore the Just level of prices
of labor and production.

4. We denounce the sale of bonds and the In-
crease of the publlo Interest-bearin- g debt made
by the present Administration as unnecessary
and without authority of law, and demand that
no more bonds be Issued except by speclQo act
of Congress.

6. We demand such legislation aa will pre-
vent the demonetization of the lawful money
of the United States by private contract.

0. We demand that the Qo eminent. Inpay-
ment of Its obligations, shall use Its option as to
the kind or lawful money in which they are to
be paid, nnd we denounce the present and pre-
ceding Administrations for surrendering this
option to tho holders of Government obligations.

T We demand a graduated Income tax, to the
end that aggregated wealth shall bear Its Just
proportion of taxation, and we regard the re-
cent decision nf the 8upreme Court relative to
the Income Tax law as a misinterpretation of
the Constitution and an Invasion of the rightful
powers of Congress over the subject ot taxation.

8. We demand that postal savings banks bo
established by the Government for the safe de-
posit ot the savings of the people and to facili-
tate exchange.

TnANBPOItTATIOX.
1. Transportation being a means of exchange

and a public necessity, the Government should
own and operate the railroads In the Interest of
the people and on a n basis, to the
end that all maybe accorded the same treat-
ment In transportation, nnd that the tyranny
and political power now exercised by the great
railroad corporations which result in the Im-
pairment, if not the destrnctlon. of the political
rights and personal liberties of the citizen, may
be destroyed. Such ownership Is to be accom-
plished gradually In a manner consistent with
pound publlo policy.

2. The Interest or the United Slates In the
public highways built with public moneys, and
the proceeds of extensive grants of land to the
Pacific railroads, should never bo alienated,
mortgaged, or sold, but guarded and protected
for the general welfare as provided by the laws
organizing such railroads. The foreclosure of
existing liens of the United States on these
roads should at once follow default In the pay-
ment thereof by the debtor companies: and at
tha foreclosure sales of said roads the Govern-
ment shall purchase the samo If It becomes
necessary to protect Its Interests therein, or It
they can be purchased at a reasonable price;
and the Government shall operate said rail-
roads as publlo highways for the benefit of the
whole peoDle, and not tn the Interest of tbs
few, under suitable provisions for protection of
life and property, giving to all transportation
Interests equal privileges and equal rates for
fares and freights.

3. We denounce the present Infamous schemes
for refunding these debts, and demand that the
laws now applicable thereto be executed and
administered according to their Interest and
spirit.

4. The telegraph, like the Post Office system,
being a necessity for tho transmission of news,
should be owned and operated by the Govern-
ment in the interest of the people.

LAND.
1. True policy demands that the national and

State legislation shall be snehas will ultimately
enable every prudent and Industrious citizen to
secure a home, and therefore tho land should
not be monopolized for speculative purposes.
All lands now held by railroads and other corpo-
rations In excess of their actual needs should
by lawfnl means be reclaimed by the Govern-
ment and held for actual settlers only, and
private land monopoly, as well as alien owner-
ship, should be prohibited.

2. We condemn tho land grant frauds by
which the Pacific railroad companies have,
through the connivance of the Interior Depart-
ment, robbed multitudes of actual bona fide set-
tlors of their homes and miners of their claims,
and we demand legislation by Congress which
will enforce the exception of mineral land from
such grants after as well as before the patent.

3. we demand that bona fide settlers on all
publlo lands be granted freo homos, as provided
in the National Homestead law. and that nn ex-
ception be made In the case of Indian reserva-
tions when opened for settlement, and that all
lands not now patented come under thlsdemand.

Dinner legislation.
Wa favor a system of direct legislation

through the initiative and referendum, under
proper constitutional safeguards.

ORNBIIAI. pitopoeinoss.
1. We demand the election of President,

and United States Senators by a di-

rect vote of the people.
2. We tender to the patriotic people of Cuba

ourdoepest sympathy In their heroic struggle
for political freedom ana Independence, and we
bolteve the tlmo has come when the United
States, the great republlo of the world, should
rerogntzo that Cuba Is and of right ought to bo
a froe and Independent State.

3. We favor borne rule In the Territories nnd
the District of Columbia and the early admis-
sion of the Territories as States.

4. All public salaries should lie made to corre-
spond to the price of labor and Its products.

5. In times of groat Industrial depression Idle
labor should bo employed on publlo works as
far as practicable.

0. The arbitrary course of tho courts in as-
suming to ltnprlon citizens for Indirect pt

and ruling them by Injunction should be
prevented by proper legislation.

7. We favor Just pensions for our disabled
Union soldiers.

8. Irllevlng that the elective franchise and
an untrammelled ballot nre essential to gov.
eminent of. for, and by the people, the People's
party condemn the wholesale ststem of dis-
franchisement adopted In some of the States as
nnrepublioan and undemocratic, and we de-

clare It to be the duty of the several State Leg-
islatures to take such action as will secure a
full, free, and fair ballot and an honest count.

0. While the forogoing propositions constitute
thn platform upon which our party stands, and
for tho vindication of whloh Its organization
will be maintained, wo recognize that the great
and pressing issue of the pending campaign
upon which the present election will turn Is the
financial question, nnd upon this great and spe-
cific Issue liotween the parties we cordially In-

vito the aid and ooOperatlnn of all organizations
and citizens agreeing with ns uoon this vital
question.

There was considerable confusion In the Com-

mittee on Hesolutlons during the framing of the
platform, and "Gen." Coxey's non.lnterest-bearln-g

bond scheme was rejected by a voteof
14 ayes tn 25 noes. Cuxey complained bitterly
of Chairman Weaver's rulings.

"Czar Heed," said he, "Is not In It with
Weaver. He makes motions while sitting In
the chair, and then forces them through the
committee. I have never seen anything so arbi-
trary In all my experience."

After considerable debate the woman's suf-
frage plank was defeated. It was antagonized
by Southern and Western delegates, the mem-
bers from Utah declaring that If it prevailed
the vote In that State would bo turned over un.
tlrely to the Mormon Church.

After some discussion and opposition from
Southern delegates whodeplorrd anything that
would raise an Issue, the plunk uanaireptrd
cle larlng for a free ballot and a fair count.

Cantwell hauled oft and was Just about to
"paste" htm tn tho Jaw, accompanying the
paste with n string of oaths, when the newly
seated delegate dropped and crawled away un-
der tho chairs. Sorgeant-at-Arm- s McDowell
demanded that Cantwell devote his time to
olearlng the allies.

"Not on your life," roared Cantwell, "You
can't put them Anarchists In here with us. If
you do I'll llok the whole gang.'1 Tho Anar-
chists found seats In another part of tho hall.

Late Pence dtd what he could to add to the
satisfactory features of the first session of the
Populists to-d- by getting Into an almighty
row with the whiskered editor of tho lCreAli
SIkIos iommer. Ths !?ttMy Slrdfle Wammer
Is a "Middle ot the Road" Populist paper. Al-
though the editor Is not a delegate, he con-
siders that hit service to the Populist party
entitle htm to a voice, so this morning when
the other fellows were defeating the "Middle
of tho Headers," be got down in front of tho
rostrum, swung his arms about his head, and
thundered forth editorial opinions a yard long.
Lafe got him by the back of the neok and
talked Western language at him. The editor
of the Sledoe Hammer twisted himself loose, and
then Lafe followed hlinup to his eeat and
called on the Sergeant-a- t Arms.

I want ou to put that whiskered mug
out," said "llo has got to get out. He
baa violated every courtesy. Ho must get
out,"

"But he holds a tloketfor a press seat,"
said the Sergeant-at-Arm-

"I don't care," said Iafo; "he has got to get
out."

The editor of the Sledge Hammer wagged his
whiskers and maintained his seat, while Lafe
was escorted back to his.

It is for Issuing Just such orders to
those hern satraps and menials that I opposed
you for Chairman," said another man. Chair-
man Allen kept pounding for order, and Anally
bo lnstrnoted twp policemen to go over and put
down both the protestanta. This Is merely an
Incident of the Convention. It is one of tho In-
cidents that will give the people of tho East
some Idea of what sort of a thing a Populist
Convention is.

The most mouthy man in the populist Con-
vention is said to be Thomar M. Patterson ot
the Rocky Mountains. Mr. Patterson on all
occasions snorts about the rolling millions and
the masses who are being ground down. It
may be said here that Mr. Patterson Is not ono
of thn toiling masse himself. lie Is said to bo
worth about SI, 000,000. He used to be the
law partner of Charlos S. Thomas, member nf
the Democratic Commltteo from Colorado. In
188S be was the Democratic candidate for
Goverimr of Colorado and was beaten out ot
his boots. Mr. Patterson Is one of the owners
of the Thomas A I'attTsnn block In Denver,
ai.d he Is the samo kind ot a free-silv- man
as Altgcld and Senator Stewart. The leases
for offices In his building all contain a clause to
tho effect that rents shall be paid In gold.

A Populist out here, discussing Patterson
y, said:
"He Is a great friend of a laboring man. I

don't know what he pays now. but I know that
during the boom he paid the Janitor ot that
building $40 a month. It is true that the
Janitor had to pa some assistants out of that,
bnt then look what a price that Is, S10 a
month."

While the on the finance
olank of the platform wus at work in the Ladles'
Ordinary of the Llndell Hotel yesterday Gen.
Wea er, who had been made a member, began
talking with Kearby of Texas. Wearer waa
standing at one sido of the table and Kearby
sitting at the other. Kearby twitted the Gen-
eral about his Bryan badire, and the Iowan re-
torted sharply to the effect that ho wore
whatoer badge he pleasrd, and the matter
was his own private business.

Kearby spoko back a lout as sharply, and
old Gon. Field, the Confederate warrior, said
thot if the Southtrn members had fo be criti-
cised In that manner ho would withdraw from
the committee, which ho at once did

Tho Iowan, who is younger and not lame,
showed what he considered first-cla- ss grit,
even In Texas. Milder counsels prevailed,
anil Weaver, having vindicated his courage,
became peacemaker, and brought all around
again to good feeling, and the platform mak-
ing went on with Gen. Coxey wielding the
poncjl.

TLo Business Men's League of St. Louis,
which pit up S10.000 to pay the expenses of
the Populist Convention, registered an awful
kick this morning because the Populist price
tot ticket to tha Contention Hall had dropped

from II to 88 cents eaoh. They sent word to
the managers of tho Convontlon that the com
tnlttee .was already "In the soup" to tho extent
nf $5,000, and that selling tickets at 25 cents n
piece was not going to help It nut to any great
extent. The committee might as well not
have worried ltelt about thn price of tlckots,
for it is announced that whatever revenue tho
Populists get from the gale of tickets is theirs,
and not any ot it Is to go to.heip tho commit-
tee "out of tho soup."

CYCLONE ItAYltfa WBA1H.

Bt. Lotns, July 24, Thero was trouble In the
headquarters of tho Texas delegation aftor the
Populists adjourned last night. The Texans,
as The Sun readers know, nro tho boss of
tho "Middle of tho Uoadors " here. Their 103
votos have always been cast solid for the " Mid-di- e

of tho Road " resolution or motion. Tho
licking that the " Middle ot tho Roaders " go,
last night was the worst they had rocelred yet.
But to be told practically that they had been
bought was Just a little bit too much, and the
Texas men went Into executive session as soon
as they got baok from the Convention.

There was a lotot speeches, and finally "Cy-
clone" Davis mounted a table and began to talk.
Cyclone Is a great fellow for Scripture: ntthe
same time ho Is the most picturesque swearer to
be found In all St, Louis. When ho Is not swear-
ing he Is quoting Scripture. Cyclono trotted
along on biblical texts to confuso tho onemtcs of
the "Middle of the Roaders" for possibly 15
minutes. He Just about got through one of the
psalms of David when some foolish Individual
Intimated that Cyclone was not above susptolon.

Quick as a flash Cyclone stopped talking
Scripture, and, turning on this foolish Individual,
thundered ontn volley of ptoturesque oaths. Tho
table was fourfeethlgh. Cyclone'slegsarolong.
Ho Just stepped off that table, mad one step
through the crowd, grabbed his traducer by ths
baok of tha neck, and lifted him up from the
floor, shaking him as a rat terrier shakes Its
vlottm. At the same time his loose arm swung
around ,to his pistol pocket, and there would
probably have been a dead young man right
there on the spot If It had not been that Cyclone
had loft his pistol at the hotel.

Cyclone looked tremendously disappointed,
but ho continued holding the traducer at arm's
length and shaking him until his teeth threat-
ened to fall out, at the samo tlmo firing string
after string of cuss words at him.

St. Loots, July 24. Tho National Bllverltes,
or "Incubators," as thoy are known popularly,
adjourned at 0:30 P. M. after having
nominated Bryan and Sowall In an uproar of
enthusiasm. Tho Incubators failed to accom-
plish anything dotlnlto In tho conference with
the Populists. They took satisfaction, howevor,
in naming Bryan nnd Sewall by acclamation.

Thedelogates to the Convontlon wero slow
In gathering In the hall in tho morning, and the
somowhat diminished attondanco showed that
tho fear expressed yesterday by Mr. Shlnn of
Kansas that the delegates could not nil bo kopt
here waa well founded. The Rev. W. 11. Covort
of the Missouri delegation opened tho proceed
Ings with prayer.

Mr. Baker of Carllfornla, Chairman of the
Conference Committee, announcod that tho two
committees had mot this morning and would
meet again In the afternoon. Ho belloved that
a unanimous report from tho Conference Com-
mittees of the two Conventions would bo ono nf
the strongest campaign documents that would
be circulated. In order that this might be
successfully accomplished ho moved that tho
further proceedings of the Convention relating
to the adoption of a platform and nominations
be deferred until the afternoon at 3:30 o'clook.
This was carried.

Thero was a tumultuous demand for a speeoh
from Senator Stowart, to which ho respond-
ed. He said the situation made him hap-
py. " Six months' ago," ho continued, " tha
gold forces believed thoy had the cou-
ntry subjugated, and published to the
world that tho ' sliver craze ' had passed. The
peoplo rosa with a rapidity whloh bad never
been equalled, and now thero was to be an
alignment of true friends and foos of tho coun-
try in battle array Just what has boen desired
by the silver men for years,

Roferrlng to Bryan's speeoh which got him
tho nomination at Chicago, Senator Stowart
said that It was "pure, rugged Americanism,"
whereupon somebody shouted: "It was divine
inspiration."

Mr. Stewart went on to say that Bryan was
not a Democrat In good standing. He had said
for two years that If the party nominated a
candidate on a gold platform he would not sup-
port tho candidate. If there could have been
manipulation of the Convention, said Mr. Stow-
art. he would not have been nominated.

Lincoln, Neb., July 4. The plans of Mr.
Bryan for tho campaign aro gradually shaping.
When the commltteo on notification announce
tho date of the great rally In Now York, he will
prepare a partial programme of his movements.
